DOWNEY - Serving pies since 1948, Marie Callender’s established
itself with its first shop in Orange County. Tasty apple and pumpkin pies
were being delivered fresh to your doorstep in a truck. Years later the pie
shops started featuring full service menus, featuring some of Marie’s own
recipes.

Shops started to pop up all over the United States. Not too far away
from the original location, a small shop opened up on Florence Blvd. right
near Griffiths Middle School. Marie Callender’s shop No. 9 opened in
Oct. 1966 and still bakes fresh pies daily.

The first thing you see when you walk in the front door is the list of
pies offered. Apple, pumpkin, pecan, chocolate créme, and a customer
favorite banana créme pies are made from fresh ingredients everyday for
you.

A smiling face is waiting behind the counter to help you select your
after dinner treat. Pies sit in coolers behind the cashier.

If you’re feeling like lunch or dinner, a host also awaits with menus in
their arms to seat you at an open table.

Here, you can get anything from a turkey sandwich to a steak dinner.
The menu differed from generation to generation along with the crew and

days of old 101 Cafe

The old 101 Cafe is just a memory now, but to the boisterous survivors
of the post-World War Il era it was a home, saloon and even something of
a chapel.

It was called the 101 because it was located at 101 Downey Avenue,
the lot at Firestone Boulevard that the Cardono Building now occupies.

Old-timers will always remember the old bar’s odor of stale beer and
its shining steel bar rail.

After the old bar’s last gasp at the end of the roaring 1940s, it became
a clothing store. Later, in 1986, the old building was torn down.

It was in 1949 the old bar’s most infamous moment occurred when the
bartender shot a bad-mouthed customer dead. “I am the one who shot that
man lying on the floor,” bartender Edgar Gray told the deputy sheriff when
he arrived. It was widely quoted in the papers.

On further questioning, the deputy said Gray told him he shot the cus-
tomer because the man had repeatedly cursed him.

Old-timers nodded when they heard the explanation. It was right out of
the Old West, and it fit the bar’s aura, even to the Western painting of “The
Night Watch” that hung on the wall.

Art Morris of Morris Photography remembers the 101, but said he was

Rives Mansion
mysteries debunked

m Realtor gives rare insider’s view of Downey’s
most historic - and talked about - home.

There have been a few articles written about the Rives Mansion on
Paramount Boulevard and Third Street in Downey and there is much spec-
ulation as to the real story.

I happen to know the true story as I am the realtor who sold the man-
sion, with all its wonder and mystery.

So the history lesson for today for those who want to know it is as fol-
lows:

The Rives Mansion is by far the most impressive imposing residence
in the Downey community when completed in 1912.

The Rives Mansion was built for Judge James C. Rives, who was born
in 1864 and came to Downey as a young child from Atlanta. Judge Rives
was the publisher for a time of the Downey Weekly Review, admitted to the
bar in 1887, at age 23, became a successful lawyer and served two terms
as district attorney, from 1898 to 1902, before becoming a superior court
judge for almost two decades.

The judge was a walnut grower in his later years before the orange
groves of Cherokee Estates were put in. Rives Avenue is named for Judge
Rives.

The Rives Mansion was put on the National Register of Historical
Places on January 25, 1978 (#78000681). The exterior of the home is to
stay white, it is not supposed to be torn down, and that is for all four build-
ings on the 35,719 square foot lot. 10921 is a small 547-square foot com-

Trejo said he would intensify his focus in the coming year on his two
pet projects, Keep Downey Beautiful and construction of the planned new
park in the old NASA property.

Businesses cited for
alcohol sales to minors

m Downey Police issue nine citations to bar-
tenders and store clerks in decoy operations.

DOWNEY — The Downey Police Department, accompanied by offi-
cers of the Alcohol Beverage Control, recently conducted compliance
checks at 53 local alcohol-related businesses to see whether stores would
sell alcohol to minors.

Underage department employees attempted to purchase alcohol on 68
occasions. Alcohol was sold to minors nine times, police said. The minors
were also used to check compliance at 14 on-sale locations. Six of those
locations sold alcohol to minors.

In each case, the store clerks or bartenders furnishing the minor with
alcohol were issued misdemeanor criminal citations. The cases were also
forwarded to the Department of Alcohol Beverage Control for administra-
tive action against the license holder.

Officers also conducted what are known as “shoulder taps.” During
these operations, underage decoys asked adult patrons to buy them alco-
hol. Twenty-four people were approached at nine locations; seven pur-
chased alcohol for the minor. These people were issued misdemeanor
criminal citations.

The operations were made possible by a $45,000 grant agreement with
the California Department of Alcohol Beverage Control. The grant pro-
vides funding for the purpose of educating business owners in alcohol
beverage control laws, in addition to training of Downey Police and an
increase in enforcement of liquor laws.

-mercial parcel, built in the 50’s, and has a business license. There is a
water tower with a well that isn’t being used presently, and the huge build-
ing in the back is a barn, which is now the current garage, after the city
took via eminent domain the covered alcove area and four-car garage, tore
them down, and it is now Third Street. The second owners, the Mocabee’s
felt if they did not put the home on the registry, the rest of the property
might be taken also.

The historic significance is the architecture and engineering. The
architect/builder engineer was Neher & Skilling of Los Angeles. The style
is colonial revival. The period of significance is 1900-1924, and the own-
ers have always been private. The historic and current function is domes-
tic, and the self-function is single family dwelling.

The property is zoned multi-usage, with the first 100 feet from
Paramount Boulevard to the four ionic columns on the front porch being
zoned commercial and the rest of the parcel zoned residential. The taxes
are commercial and the loan is residential. The usage of the home is sup-
posed to be residential and no one is to build in front of the home as to
block the view of the historical site.

The third floor is a ballroom, eight-foot ceilings, with one balcony
looking towards City Hall down Third Street. The second floor has nine-
foot ceilings, and six bedrooms, with two baths, jack and jill bedrooms and
bath on the south side, so the bedroom doors open into the bathroom, then
into another bedroom.

Thank you for letting me share the truth about the Rives Mansion, to
put to bed, so to speak, the myth about the calls I would receive, ‘Was |
selling the haunted house?’, ‘I have pictures of ghosts standing in the win-
dows,’ but when I asked if the caller would share their pictures, the answer
was “no.” There were many other stories in the past year, none being true.
I continue to drive by the property every day a few times and am always
in awe of this beautiful mansion and its grounds. The Rives Mansion is
truly unique.

In earlier
years the old town marshal’s office was just up Downey Avenue next to
where Johnnie’s Salon is today.

That was convenient, Morris said, because the marshal had to make
many trips to cool down the rowdies at the old 101.

It was so seedy the nice girls in town wouldn’t be seen there. And there
was almost constant trouble.

It was a basic saloon, seedy, but apparently oozing a certain charm cre-
ated largely by its customers. There is nothing like it today in Downey, and
for that the police are thankful.

But some very well known folks once drank there, although most of
them and their families hope it has been forgotten by now.

John Vincent of the Downey Historical Society has restored the old
painting from the 101°s wall, “The Night Watch.” And John could proba-
bly tell you the names of some of the old customers, if you beg him.

Remembering John Hume

Dear Editor:

In October, on the occasion of the first concert of the Downey
Symphony season, I was thrilled and excited by the wonderful, richness of
the music being performed by our first rate Downey orchestra and the
auditioning conductor. How lovely. What a pleasurable musical experi-
ence we all enjoyed that evening.

While listening, I thought to myself, how fortunate we are to have this
excellent symphony, this superior music right here in Downey. In this
beautiful theatre. And the next thought, who among this audience realizes
how this “house” happens to be in our community? I do. And with your
permission, I’'m going to tell you.

This theatre, this “house” (a theatrical reference to a theatre) was the
culmination of a dream and the inspiration of John Griffith Hume, a
Downey resident and one of the first (hire date July 1, 1958), maybe even
the first, employee of Downey when it became an official city. Prior to that
Mr. Dan Furman (for whom Furman Park is named) of the Los Angeles
County Park and Recreation hired him to develop a children’s theatre pro-
gram for Downey (not yet an official city).

“Hansel and Gretel” (the first production) was performed in 1955. The
turnout for auditions was huge and so Mr. Hume began the custom of dou-
ble casting all the plays. Can you just imagine...two casts of children ages
9 and older to rehearse, costume and manage? In the programs all children
were recognized and their names spelled correctly. They presented four
performances per weekend (for three weekends) in the Rio Hondo
Elementary School Cafetorium and were invited to travel to, and perform
in, various theatres in Southern California.

They had a nationwide reputation for excellence in children’s theatre.
The Downey community was enchanted. There were sports for some chil-
dren and now there was theatre for all children.

And so it went through the years until the need for a theatre, a true the-
atre was recognized and again the community was excited by the prospect.
Where to build it? Who to build it? And donations were collected for its
construction. Locations were sought. The land where Stonewood Center
currently is was suggested. And plans were actually drawn for a Furman
Park site. The designs for Furman Park and the present theatre were Mr.
Hume’s. Mr. Hume’s designs were used by Adrian Wilson Architects to
draw the plans. Parenthetically I want to say that Mr. Hume’s design and
the Architects’ renderings were subsequently altered (to the detriment of
the building) in some ways to save money.

With the agreement of the City Council and in particular the support
and direction of Mrs. Priscilla Dunnum (with a law practice in Downey,
wife of Judge Carroll Dunnum, city council member and mayor) the push
to build the theatre was to be funded by accumulating monies from a tax
on either cigarettes or motels — I can’t remember which. And the theatre
which we now enjoy was built. There were tremendous discussions
regarding the size of the building. Mr. Hume wanted 500 seats (for the inti-
macy and proximity to the stage) while some members of the City Council
wanted a multi-use, generic building that seated thousands, which was
popular then. A compromise was made at 748 seats (as it is now).

Time has shown us that the multi-purpose venue would not have
served us as well. And we have a true theater, not just a glorified auditori-
um. After the previously mentioned Symphony concert last October, the
conductor and members of the orchestra were effusive in their praise of
our theatre, its size, its acoustics and their pleasure in performing in such
a warm and friendly house.

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After the move to the theatre in 1971, more programs were developed.
At Rio Hondo there was the Children’s Theatre, Inc., Teen Theatre,
Proscenium Club and the Adult Theatre programs. Now there was added:
The Marionette Theatre, Adult Experimental Theatre and The Downey
Civic Light Opera.

All but the Downey Civic Light Opera was discontinued after
Proposition 13 passed and the City withdrew all support of all arts pro-
grams. The Downey Civic Light Opera, which paid for itself, was contin-
ued. Mr. Hume retired, Mrs. Margene Glenn and a cadre of faithful volun-
teers assumed leadership until Mrs. Glenn’s illness. At that time Marsha
Moode assumed her present role as Artistic Director. And the show goes
on.

Well, if you’ve read this far, I congratulate you on your perseverance
and I thank you. December 15 is Mr. Hume’s birthday and this is my way
of honoring that day and his memory. He deceased three years ago. I hope
you will join me in gratitude for this beautiful performing arts theatre and
the wondrous productions we enjoy on its stage.

Take precaution

Dear Editor:

Well, here is another “It can never happen to me” story. Last week
while my wife and I were visiting friends in Canada, our home of 21 years
in Downey was robbed. The detectives tell me it was probably a very
experienced group of two to three individuals who follow a “script” used
to identify unprotected homes.

Our feelings of rage, frustration, violation and vengeance are almost
too much to bear, but are not the reason for this letter. We are trying to
come to the realization that it was only “things” that were taken and not a
life, for thankfully no one was hurt.

Our reason for this note is to see if we can prevent this from happen-
ing to anyone else. In our changing world, we can assume nothing. Do not
wait one more day to make your house a difficult target. Have the police
department do an evaluation of your home to make recommendations.
Make sure you tell them of your average day so they can make a good
evaluation. Have an alarm system installed or do one yourself. For just a
moment, try to think like a robber and ask yourself, “How would I break
into my home?” Do not assume that because you live in a nice neighbor-
hood that you are safe, you are not.

All of us have insurance, right? Well let us assure you that not all insur-
ance is the same. Make a detailed list of the valuables in your home, doc-
ument on film or video and contact your agent to make sure that every-
thing you value in insured. Once again, do not assume that the policy you
have includes what you think it does. Getting robbed twice is almost as
painful. In today’s world we hear “lowest” price all the time and we
assume that the quality is the same. Having the wrong insurance is like
paying for horse and manure and expecting a horse.

Get a safe deposit box for those items that you have that you don’t
want on display. Once again think like a thief. If you don’t want it stolen,
use your head and the experts available to protect your treasures. As much
as our hard working law enforcement agencies enjoy catching the bad
guys, I believe they would prefer preventing the problems in the first
place; it is much less work and not as heart wrenching.

A common person would not be able to decipher all the abbreviations
on the ticket pointing to certain items. As old fashioned as it sounds, this
was the system used up until about a year ago.

Antiques

The system wasn’t the only thing old fashioned as the layout of the
restaurant itself was as well. Looking at the top of all the booths in the
restaurant, you see antique tea kettles, pots, and pans.

Books also line up along the edges of the shelves they’re placed upon.
You see books like “The Secret of Donkey Island” by Lavinia Davis and
“Michel, Michel” by Robert Lewis occupy space.

Signs of vegetables help provide backdrops for the decorations.
Simple yet elegant pictures of vegetables such as lettuce, radish, and peas
are displayed behind the books and antiques.

Walking through the restaurant, you get a warm feeling almost as if
remembering memories of home when you were younger. Servers on duty
described how a lot of the customers would come in and speak of memo-
ries they had of the actual restaurant.

Customers

As memorable as the restaurant is to its customers, the customers made
for good memories for the restaurant.

Server Joni Preece who has been working for the restaurant for almost
five years described her most memorable customer citing the bizarre
things he had her do.

“He would come in dressed in women’s clothing and high heels,” she
says laughing. “He would always sit in the same booth and ask for the cra-
ziest things.”

She went on to describe how he would tip for all the wacky things you
performed for him. Things requested entailed filling his shoes with salt
and pepper, strapping his feet into a child’s high chair, and telling him
which restroom to go in to.

“I’ve only seen him a few times,” general manager Fidel Navarro says
laughing after listening to Preece tell her story.

“He said he lost a bet,” Preece says finishing up.

The restaurant continues to thrive because of its customers’ loyalty and
enjoyment toward the product put out.

Just this past Thanksgiving, Navarro expressed how the sales for holi-
day pies almost doubled from last year.

He says they sold over 10,000 pies compared to half that of last year.
According to him, without surprise pumpkin pie at over 3,000 purchased
was the top seller as him and his staff worked 24 hours a day for a week
baking enough pies to accommodate the demand.

Although the demand is much more than what it was in the late ‘40s,
one thing never changes. The restaurant continues to do what it says.
Above the pie coolers in front on a banner, it makes sure you know what
that is. “Warming Hearts and Tummies Since 1948.”
