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� New brand of entertainment
at Downey Theatre begins with
a comedy show Jan. 21.

On Saturday morning, before she
was shot, Gabrielle Giffords was per-
forming one of her most vital duties
as a public servant. She was meeting
with the public.

The Arizona congresswoman
knew there were risks; last March,
the windows of her office were shat-
tered after her vote for health care
reform. During her hotly contested
campaign for reelection, gun gim-
micks and imagery abounded.

On a map on Sarah Palin’s politi-
cal action committee’s website,
Giffords’ district was among a num-
ber that had been depicted with cross
hairs. Her election opponent, mean-
while, held a campaign event in
which participants were offered the
opportunity to fire a fully loaded M-
16 with him, a symbol of his assault
on Giffords’ seat.

But none of this deterred Giffords
from convening another of her
“Congress on Your Corner” events.
For she, like virtually every public
official, understands the imperative
of direct interaction with con-
stituents.

During my 35 years in elected
office in Los Angeles, I’ve been to
hundreds of neighborhood meetings
and town halls. Only when I’m in the
community can I hear—and feel—
the aspirations and frustrations of my
constituents. Without this kind of
relationship, I’d be left with middle-
men of pundits and pollsters to help
me gauge the public pulse—a very
poor substitute for face-to-face
encounters.

I feel certain that this weekend’s
horrific shooting spree will not deter
most public officials from meeting
with large, sometimes unruly gather-
ings of constituents. Indeed, should
our leaders become reluctant or fear-
ful to engage the public they repre-
sent, our political system itself will
be put at risk.

To be sure, it’s clear from all
accounts that Giffords’ alleged
assailant, who killed 6 people in a
matter of seconds, was disturbed
long before the bloodshed. He was
rejected for military service, and he
was expelled from community col-
lege for his bizarre behaviors. His
disjointed and paranoid screeds
against the government speak for
themselves. (The fact that he was
able to easily and legally buy an
automatic handgun is a topic for
another day soon.)

But I also believe that troubled
individuals teetering on the edge of
mayhem can be pushed into action by
incendiary language mostly intended
to win elections or amass TV ratings,
words that create a climate of hostili-
ty, aggression and violence.

Congresswoman Giffords, who
remains in critical condition, may
have put it best last spring when she
was asked about her district being
targeted with cross hairs on Palin’s
election map.

“When people do that,” Giffords
said, “they’ve got to realize there’s
consequences to that.”

For the time being, I’d suggest
that politicians and media personali-
ties who exploit public fears and
advance their careers through the use
of vitriol ratchet down the rhetoric
and discipline themselves as we all
reflect on the events that led to this
national tragedy.

DOWNEY – After years of
debate, discussion and anticipation,
the Downey Theatre will soon begin
the next chapter in its nearly 40-year
history when six nationally-recog-
nized comics bring both their humor
and notoriety to Downey next Friday
night.

21 show serves as a new beginning
for the dated, 738-seat theatre, which
has been draining nearly $400,000 in
city funds annually for several years.

“We’re the guinea pig show,” he
said optimistically. “We’ve got HBO
comics coming and we want it
packed. It’s geared towards every-
one – G-rated comedy for ages 5 to
90. Come out and have a real great
evening. Support the arts in Downey,
support the Downey Theatre.”

The nearly 2-hour show, which
starts at 7 p.m., will feature comedi-
ans Lamont Bonman, Jimmy Burns
and Gilbert Esquivel, ventriloquist
act Willie Brown and Woody,
impressionist Scott Wood and
actor/comedian Mark Christopher
Lawrence, who currently stars in
NBC’s ‘Chuck.’

Caged Comedy, a local improv
group founded by Gary’s son, Jared,
will also perform during the show.

Just two years ago, the 22-year-
old expressed concern after his for-
mer improv comedy group utilized
the theatre for a show, making only a
$42 profit after paying almost
$5,000 to host the event.

However, Head now believes the
theatre is in good hands since
VenueTech took over daily opera-
tions of the venue.

“Once VenueTech is set up, it’s
going to benefit the theatre…this is
their industry,” Head said. “Since
2009, it’s been a lot of talk. Now,

this is the first step forward for
Downey and its arts community.”

“We are very, very excited about
what will happen at the theatre,” said
John Lind, president of VenueTech.
“We want to get in and be good
stewards and make sure that the
events already scheduled are suc-
cessful.

“It’s entertainment on the cheap,
but it’s not cheap on the quality,”
said Head. “It’s not going to be ama-
teur hour, this is live theatre.
Hopefully, we’ll have a couple of
people falling out of their seats.

“If you’re against having a good
time and laughing your head off –
don’t come,” said Head with a
chuckle.

The January comedy show is
just the first of many events that H &
E Entertainment will host at the
Downey Theatre this year. Next
month, the company will showcase a
gospel music concert, followed by
an oldies show in March and a magic
show in April featuring Curtis Lovell
II, one of the top illusionists and
escape artists in the world.

Don’t rely on landline phones
MARK SAUTER may take as long as several weeks

to remedy the problem due to the
many storm-related service
requests. The community member
also expressed concern regarding
her neighbors. She knew they
relied on their landline phones, as
many people do, for their primary
connection with the rest of the
world. When a landline phone
malfunctions, it can create prob-
lems for home alarm systems,
emergency reporting systems and
most importantly for the 911 sys-
tem.

When I contacted the service
provider I expressed the above
mentioned concerns. They advised
a service request order would be
re-submitted. Hopefully, persistent
follow up on this problem will
speed the repair work along.

However, the important thing
to remember here is to have a
back-up plan for our communica-
tions. Thankfully, the caller had a
cell phone to report the problem.
However, not everyone has a cell
phone (but it sure seems like they
do, sometimes). Relying on a sin-
gle means of communication can
be problematic. One disrupted
connection can cause a delay in
reporting an emergency.

Community members should
have a back up plan to notify oth-
ers of emergency situations. In
some cases a cell phone is the
obvious choice. But what if the
coverage is poor? I work in a
building that gives some cell
phone users ‘fits’. They have to go
outside to talk on their phones.

In some families sending
someone to alert a neighbor to call
for help is another option. Please
keep in mind, the Downey police
and fire departments receive near-
ly all of their requests for service
from a phone (landline or cell).
But what if someone lives alone
and is without a phone? Perhaps a
neighbor could be alerted to this

situation before a problem
occurred and could then check-in
occasionally. Neighbors helping
neighbors and being vigilant about
neighborhood matters is the foun-
dation of a good block.

When problems of any kind
occur in our neighborhood, let’s
think of our families first and get
things remedied. But immediately
after we settle things at home, let’s
consider how the problem impact-
ed the rest of those who live near
us. Often times it takes very little
effort to really help someone who
needs a hand.

Tragedies occur each year due
to poorly performing heating units,
inadequate venting, the misuse of
household appliances like kitchen
ovens or improperly used heating
equipment. Unfortunately, people
have also made make the mistake
of using a barbeque for a heating
unit. In these types of situations
there are often serious conse-
quences. Fires, carbon monoxide
gas and low oxygen levels are all
lethal results of the above men-
tioned heating problems.

To avoid a potential tragedy,
please consider using a free
resource to check out your home
heating system, the Southern
California Gas Company.

LOS ANGELES – The FBI has
purchased a Los Angeles billboard
as part of its ongoing publicity cam-
paign to find and capture Joe Luis
Saenz, a fugitive on the FBI’s
national list of "Ten Most Wanted
Fugitives," FBI officials said
Wednesday.

As of Tuesday, the billboard was
visible to vehicles traveling near the
intersection of Cesar Chavez and
Soto avenues in the city of Los
Angeles.

The billboard, which will be
posted for approximately 30 days,
displays three photographs of Saenz
and contact numbers for the FBI in
Los Angeles, including (888)
CANT-HIDE, a special number
established by the FBI's Fugitive
Task Force to directly respond to
tips.

This is the fourth publicity cam-
paign launched by the FBI in Los
Angeles utilizing a billboard.
Previous campaigns proved to be
successful and led to arrests based
on tips from drivers who had seen or
heard about the billboards.
Nationally, several tips leading to
FBI fugitive captures were generat-
ed by billboard publicity.

Joe Luis Saenz first came to the
attention of law enforcement when
LAPD detectives identified him as
the suspect in the 1998 murder of
two men in the Hollenbeck area of
Los Angeles. Less than two weeks
later, Saenz is believed to have kid-
napped, raped and murdered his
girlfriend, who was also the mother
of his child.

Saenz was charged with three
counts of murder, kidnapping and
rape for the 1998 alleged crimes,
and an arrest warrant was issued by
the Los Angeles County Court on
Aug. 12, 1998. When LAPD detec-
tives determined Saenz had fled
California, the FBI joined the inves-
tigation and obtained a federal arrest
warrant on Jan. 23, 2002.

Saenz was charged in a criminal
complaint filed in United States
District Court in Los Angeles with
unlawful flight to avoid prosecution.
Investigators believe Saenz travels
to Mexico frequently and may be
residing there currently.

FBI buys billboard to help
capture fugitive
� FBI is hoping to catch
Joe Luis Saenz, a suspected
gang member named to the
national 10 Most Wanted
list.

The latest murder for which
Saenz is wanted occurred in October
2008 when Oscar Torres was killed
in his Whittier home. Detectives
with the Los Angeles County
S h e r i f f ’ s
D e p a r t m e n t
believe Saenz
m u r d e r e d
Torres in con-
nection with a
drug debt.
Saenz is also
wanted for
shooting and
wounding a
second man on the same evening.

The Torres murder was captured
on the victim’s home surveillance
system and Saenz was identified as
the killer. This video and the wanted
poster for Saenz can be viewed at
www.fbi.gov/wanted.

Saenz has been described by
gang associates and others as a
major enforcer and hit-man for a
Mexican drug cartel who is believed
to be involved with importing
cocaine into Los Angeles. In addi-
tion to the murders for which Saenz
is currently charged, he’s wanted for
questioning about additional crimes,
including kidnapping and murder.

Saenz is considered a career
criminal and is a known repeat
offender. Saenz is also wanted for
violation of his parole for a 1995
narcotics possession conviction. In
addition, he has an extensive crimi-
nal history, including motor vehicle
theft, assault with a deadly weapon,
vandalism, and possession of nar-
cotics.

Saenz should be considered
armed and extremely dangerous.
According to individuals inter-
viewed throughout the investiga-
tion, Saenz has expressed a willing-
ness to kill law enforcement officers
if confronted with arrest.

Saenz is known by several alias-
es, to include the following: Jose
Luis Saenz, Gabriel Saenz, Joe
Louis Saenz, Louie Saenz, Toro,
Smiley, Giovanni Torres, Giovanni
Vasquez, Giovanni Gonzalez,
Giovanni Velasquez and Mark
Hunnicut.

Saenz is described as a white or
Hispanic male, born on 8/4/75 in
Los Angeles. Saenz has brown hair
and brown eyes, is approximately 5
foot 11 to 6 feet tall and, when last
seen, weighed approximately 180
lbs. Saenz is believed to be a mem-
ber of a Los Angeles area criminal
street gang.

Saenz is known for having tat-
toos of the words "Natalie" and
"Cuatro" on his left arm, "Flats" on
his right arm, and "In Memory
Serelone Flew" and "Flats4" on his
back. He also has a tattoo on his
chest, although he may have
removed tattoos with a laser. Saenz
is also known to have a pierced ear.

Despite being featured by media
outlets locally and internationally, as
well as on the Internet, Saenz has
eluded capture.

Saenz is an American citizen
and was born in Los Angeles.

The FBI is offering a reward of
up to $100,000 for information lead-
ing directly to the capture of Joe
Luis Saenz. All information will be
kept confidential. Saenz was added
to the FBI’s list of Ten Most Wanted
Fugitives in October 2009 and is the
492nd person to be added to the his-
toric list, now in existence for over
60 years.

"We're hopeful the billboard
publicity will bring the right person
forward with information that leads
us to Joe Saenz," said Steven
Martinez, assistant director in
charge of the FBI in Los Angeles.
"Those providing information can
do so confidentially and their identi-
ty will be protected."

Anyone with information as to
the whereabouts of Joe Saenz is
urged to contact their local FBI
office or police department.
Internationally, citizens with infor-
mation about Saenz are asked to
contact the nearest United States
Embassy.

The FBI's fugitive task force in
Los Angeles, comprised of agents
with the FBI and detectives with the
Los Angeles Police Department and
the California State Department of
Parole, Division of Adult Parole
Operations, is conducting the fugi-
tive investigation of Saenz.

Placing an emphasis on subjects
of homicide investigations, this task
force combines the resources of
local and federal law enforcement to
track fugitives. The task force pur-
sues fugitives of local crimes who
flee the state and apprehends fugi-
tives from other districts, including
foreign countries, who surface in the
Los Angeles area.

The Southern California region,
due to its diverse ethnic make-up
and geographic territory, is an
attractive destination for individuals
evading capture.

The budget proposals Gov. Jerry Brown was expected to unveil

Monday have had those of us in local government in California holding
our breath. Why? Because a key component in his plan to solve the state's
structural deficit will rely on a strategy known as "realignment," in which
state and local governments swap various funding streams and service
responsibilities.

The stated aim is to restore local administrative control and stabilize
unpredictable revenues. An earlier realignment scheme approved in 1991
by then-Gov. Pete Wilson and the Legislature shifted $1.7 billion in pro-
gram costs from the state to the counties, and replaced annual state appro-
priations for local governments with dedicated funding composed of a
portion of increased sales tax and revenue from the vehicle license fee. In
addition, it tweaked the state and local cost-sharing formulas and eliminat-
ed two block grants, all in the name of simplifying and stabilizing the rev-
enue structure.

The net result, at least initially, seemed to benefit local governments.
But over time, as subsequent Legislatures reduced the license fee rate and
the worst recession in years decimated sales tax revenues, counties found
themselves again stretched to the breaking point.

It should come as no surprise, then, that renewed talk of realignment
makes those of us in local government very nervous.

We understand that the governor has a tiger by the tail in the $28-bil-
lion deficit he's trying to close. He has been refreshingly candid and trans-
parent about the magnitude of the problem and what it will take to solve
it. In recent days, he has reached out to local government — including the
county of Los Angeles — and we look forward to working with him and
his administration, because we're all in this together.

However, while realignment sounds great in theory, the devil is in the
details. If the state proposes to save itself money by shifting both program
responsibilities and the funding for them to local governments, where will
the savings be? Can it really be that local governments are so much more
efficient that citizens will receive the same or higher levels of public serv-
ices at substantially reduced cost?

This is why local governments remain wary. Facing a monstrous
deficit, the state has every incentive to dump new burdens onto local gov-
ernments while shorting our ability to pay for them. Plainly put, if the state
can't provide these services without running up $28 billion in red ink, what
makes anyone think local governments will be able to without running up
huge deficits as well? Indeed, any realignment plan must protect local
government against becoming a net revenue loser. Otherwise, it runs the
risk of breaking the financial backs of already strapped counties and cities.
We must also beware of the law of unintended consequences. Take two
examples:

In
letters to the editor in newspapers and on the Internet spouting hatred. By
Tea Party extremists and conservative commentators, such as Fox hosts
Glenn Beck and Sean Hannity and ex-governor Sarah Palin. By frequent
references to guns in political ads designed to intimidate, sending a mes-
sage to those who are less table that we consider our political opponents
not just people we disagree with, but actually our enemies.

Gifford's opponent in the past election, Jesse Kelly, who lost to Gifford
by just 4,000 votes, showed frequent images of guns in his campaign. In
June, Kelly invited supporters to join him in firing an automatic weapon
to "Get on Target for Victory" and to "Help remove Gabrielle Giffords
from office." Also Sarah Palin listed Giffords' district among those to be
targeted in the election, showing it in the crosshairs of a gun sight. One of
the slogans she used was, "Never retreat -- Reload."

This is also the result of the insane plicies on sales of guns, allowing
semi-automatic weapons to be sold to the mentally unbalanced. The shoot-
er was on drugs and crazy, but a crazy person is likely to do crazy things
when he gets a weapon and hears a steady dose of 'hate government' talk.
Was he motivated to action by this violent political rhetoric that we hear
around us so much of the time? I think so. Is this what it takes to bring
some sanity to our political discourse?

As Bob Schieffer on "Face the Nation" said, "We must change the
atmosphere in which this happened. We can begin by remembering that
words have consequences. Like all powerful things, they must be used
carefully."

The pitfalls of 'realignment'
It is widely expected that the governor will propose massive cuts in

human services such as healthcare, CalWORKS and child welfare. It is
also likely that the state will shift its responsibility to provide some of
these services to the counties. But if the state nearly went broke providing
these very services, there is no reason to think that we too won't go broke
trying to do the same. Unless, that is, the Legislature relieves counties of
their legal obligation to provide basic services to the most vulnerable
among us, a Pandora's box that no one wants to open.

The proposed state budget is also rumored to assume that county jails
will absorb state parolees who violate their parole terms. Historically,
those violators would be sent back to state prison, but the state apparently
now would have them report to local jails, saving the state money and eas-
ing pressure on overcrowded state prisons.

But Los Angeles County jails have a severe overcrowding problem
currently monitored closely by a federal judge. Even if the state proposed
to fully reimburse the county for housing these parolees (which remains to
be seen), we have nowhere to put them without releasing criminals already
serving their sentences in our jails.

Proponents of realignment argue that it will restore power, flexibility
and discretion to local governments over their own finances. They assert
that local governments and their constituencies will be free to choose
whether to fund existing programs. But this too strains credulity. Most
human service programs and their funding levels are already set by feder-
al and state law for local governments to administer with little or no dis-
cretion.

Moreover, Proposition 13 severely limited local governments' ability
to generate revenue by rolling back and capping local property assess-
ments and tax rates. The problem has grown more acute in the ensuing
years as the Legislature and voters have imposed new constraints and
restrictions, most recently in adopting Proposition 26, which sharply lim-
its local fees.

Any suggestion that realignment would give local governments the
tools to pay for these new responsibilities is plainly false.

Where does this leave us? We are anxious to partner with the governor
and the Legislature in crafting a realignment proposal that is financially
sustainable for local government while allowing the state to work its way
through its fiscal crisis. However, we can't, and won't, willingly agree to a
realignment proposal that threatens to bankrupt local government.

Every one of us has the oppor-
tunity have our organs donat-
ed upon our death. How do

we make that decision? What factors
should we consider? There is a clear
need, but bioethical concerns cloud
the issue. Interestingly, organized
religion poses few obstacles. Let’s
explore together.

Organ transplants save lives
every day. If a transplant is not pos-
sible due to organ condition or
match failure, the organ can still be
used forresearch or education.
Researchers use normal as well as
diseased organs and tissues for
study, and vast numbers of people
benefit from the resulting medical
advancements. 

The world’s major religions
accept the concept of organ donation
in at least some form. Most reli-
gions, including the Catholic
Church, support organ donation on
the grounds that it constitutes an act
of charity and provides a means of
saving a life. Some religions impose
restrictions on the types of organs
that may be donated, or on the means
by which organs are to be harvested
or transplanted. 

For example, due to their prohi-
bition of blood transfusions,
Jehovah’s Witnesses require that
organ be drained of blood prior to
transplant. Muslims require that the
donor provide written consent in
advance. Orthodox Judaism consid-
ers organ donation obligatory if it
will save a life, as long as the donor
is considered dead as defined by
Jewish law. 

A few groups do oppose organ
transplantation or donation, includ-
ing many who follow Shinto prac-
tices, and Gypsies. 

There is an enormous shortage of
donor organs.This could not be truer
than with the increasing need for
kidneys. Kidney failure is brought
on by rising age, diabetes and hyper-
tension, and all three of these cate-
gories are growing in size. Spain
boasts the highest organ donation
rate in the world, with 35.1 donors
per million people. This rate com-
pares to 24.8 donors per million in
Austria, and 22.2 donors per million
in France. The Spanish transplant
system is one of the most successful
in the world, but it still can't meet the
demand, and 10% of those needing a
transplant die while still on the trans-
plant list. Under Spanish law, every
death can provide organs unless the
donor expressly specified otherwise
(while still living!). 

Organ donation is becoming an
important bioethical issue. For
example, prisoners here in the
United States are not discriminated
against as organ recipients and are
equally eligible for organ transplant
as the general population. In 1976,
the Supreme Court ruled that with-
holding health care from prisoners
constituted “cruel and unusual pun-
ishment.” Of course, many are
uncomfortable that an organ trans-
plant and follow-up care can cost the
prison system up to $1 million, and
that an organ transplant to a prisoner
may well deprive another citizen of
that organ and a possibly life-saving
surgery. 

Another ethical issue involves
whether to give liver transplants to
alcoholics who may be in danger of
relapse. Should organ transplants be
allowed for drug abusers, those with
reckless lifestyles, older patients,
etc.? With a limited supply of organs
to transplant, these become compli-
cated and difficult bioethical social
issues.

Because demand for organs far
outpaces supply, a black market,
often referred to as transplant
tourism, exists. Black markets are,

by their nature, unregulated, and not
surprisingly the rich take advantage
of the poor. Those who support a
black market argue that the poor are
in desperate need of the money.
Follow-up studies have actually
been conducted on those donors who
sold a kidney in countries where
organ sales are legal. These studies
show that a majority of donors have
extreme regret, and if given the
chance to repeat the procedure, they
would not. 

In addition, many study partici-
pants reported an actual decline in
economic status following the proce-
dure, despite income from the donat-
ed organ.

Even more frightening black
market cases have involved suspect-
ed cases of organ theft, including
murder. Supporters of a legal organ
market claim that the black-market
system encourages such tragedies,
and that regulation could prevent
them. Opponents claim that such a
market could encourage criminals by
making it easier to claim that a
stolen organ was legal. Needless to
say, this issue is far from resolved.

In 1999, eBay was involved in
an organ scandal. An auction for
“one functional human kidney”
reached a bid of $5.7 million before
it was blocked by eBay. In the
United States, the sale of human
organs is punishable by up to five
years in prison and a $50,000 fine. 

An exciting but hugely contro-
versial new field has arisen with
great potential for providing organ
supplies: cloning. A cloned organ
would run no risk of rejection, since
it would be a perfect match.
However, the use of cloning to pro-
duce organs with an identical geno-
type to the recipient has issues all its
own. 

Consider the ethics of cloning an
entire person for the express purpose
of being destroyed for organ pro-
curement! Currently, stem cell
research is investigating using
cloned stem cells to grow only a new
organ. This research shows enor-
mous promise, despite the bioethical
and religious issues still unresolved.

There is simply no replacement
for having available a real human
body when it comes to teaching and
research. I would urge all of us to
give organ or full body donation
serious consideration. It will truly
help in the discovery of cures for
many debilitating conditions such as
cancer and Alzheimer’s disease, in
the development of new medicines,
in the study of human anatomy, and
in perfecting new surgical proce-
dures. 

As a medical student, one of my
most important classes was Human
Anatomy and Dissection, and I
clearly recall that each donation was
highly valued, and treated with the
utmost humanity, compassion and
respect. Many years have passed,
and my oldest daughter just finished
the very same human anatomy
course in her own medical school.
She describes a ceremony held
before the course began, attended by
both medical students and donor
families, where the donor families
were personally thanked for their
amazing and precious gift. 

Here are some steps you can take
to become an organ donor:

•Register with your state donor
r e g i s t r y :

•Sign a donor card and carry it
with you until you renew your dri-
ver’s license, at which time your
decision can be designated on your
driver’s license. 

•Talk to your family now about
your decision to donate.  Help them
to understand your wish to be an
organ and tissue donor, before a cri-
sis occurs.

SACRAMENTO – On
Monday, California Environmental
Protection Agency’s Office of
Environmental Health Hazard
Assessment (OEHHA) proposed
revising its current 6 parts per bil-
lion (ppb) Public Health Goal
(PHG) for the drinking water con-
taminant perchlorate to 1 ppb.

Their recommendation is the
result of a five-year reevaluation of
the current PHG, required under
state law, based on new scientific
studies on the potential health
effects of perchlorate. 

“The science is clear that per-
chlorate poses a serious public
health threat, especially to fetuses,
infants, and pregnant women,
despite attempts to downplay the
danger by polluters over the years,”
said Andria Ventura, Program
Manager for Clean Water Action,
an environmental group working
on perchlorate contamination. “We
support revising the PHG to reflect
this threat and call on the
Department of Public Health to set
a new drinking water standard that
will protect those communities that
are consuming perchlorate now.”

A reduced PHG leaves the door
open to a more stringent, and pro-
tective standard, holding responsi-
ble parties accountable for cleaning
up sites that are below the current
standard. Perhaps more important-
ly, it could influence the rest of the
country. Thanks to efforts, particu-
larly by the Department of
Defense, there is currently no
national drinking water standard
for perchlorate. 

The Office of Management and
Budget is currently reviewing a
U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) “regulatory deter-
mination” on whether to undertake
a drinking water standard-setting
process. “We believe EPA should
set a federal drinking water stan-
dard for perchlorate and that
California’s action should inform

LONG BEACH – Sam’s Club announced this week that it will begin
offering a $99 per month healthcare prevention plan to its customers.

The plan is not health insurance but rather a personalized health pro-
gram that provides customers tools to monitor their own health.

Customers also receive access to a 24/7 nurse line, two health coach-
ing sessions and health alerts based on age, gender and risks.

Sam’s Club, a division of WalMart, will begin selling the program in
stores by May. It is already available for purchase online.

“The aim of the prevention plan is to keep individuals healthy, identi-
fy illness early rather than wait for symptoms to develop and assist in
chronic care management such as for diabetes or heart disease,”
Christopher Fey, CEO of U.S. Preventive Medicine, which administers the
program, told CNN. “Think of it as what a financial planner does. He takes
all the information you provide, assesses the risk and gives you a plan on
how to improve your financial health. The prevention plan does a similar
thing, but for your [personal] health.”

that process,” said Clean Water
Action’s National Campaign
Director Lynn Thorp.  “The state
should be applauded for rising
above political wrangling and let-
ting the science determine a public
health goal that protects children
and other vulnerable populations.”

A PHG is the daily exposure
level that is considered, through
scientific analysis, to be safe in
drinking water throughout a per-
son’s lifetime.  It takes into consid-
eration the impacts on the total
population, including those most
vulnerable, such as fetuses, infants,
pregnant women, and the elderly.
Once it is established, the
Department of Public Health
(DPH) is tasked with developing a
legal standard, as close to the PHG
as is technologically and economi-
cally feasible.  Currently,
California, which has the most
widespread perchlorate problem in
the nation, is only one of two states
to regulate the contaminant in
drinking water. California’s stan-
dard matches the current PHG at 6
ppb; Massachusetts’s standard is
more stringent at 2 ppb. 

Perchlorate can interfere with
the thyroid’s ability to take up
iodide, thus disrupting its ability to
produce thyroid hormone.  Even a
small drop in thyroid hormone for
a short period of time in a develop-
ing fetus, infant, or small child can
cause irreparable damage to brain
development. The problem is exac-
erbated by scientific findings that
approximately 36 percent of US
women are iodide deficient, mean-
ing that over 2 million of those of
child bearing age would require
medical treatment when pregnant
to protect their unborn child. The
health impacts can range from
problems such as learning disabili-
ties, weakened vision and hearing,
and impaired motor skills, to men-
tal retardation.

While perchlorate does exist in
nature, the vast majority of it is
man made.  It is used primarily as a
component in solid rocket fuel,
though it has other applications,

such as highway flares, fireworks,
and even as a boutique fertilizer.
Major polluters include military
facilities, government contractors,
and the aerospace industry, all of
whom have worked diligently both
in California and nationally to stop
regulation of perchlorate in drink-
ing water that would hold them
accountable for cleanup. 

In California, tens of thousand
of residents are impacted by per-
chlorate in their wells. Particular
hot spots include Los Angeles,
which gets drinking water from the
Columbia River that was contami-
nated by Kerr McGee Corporation
operating out of Henderson
Nevada, Rancho Cordova whose
wells are contaminated by a local
Aerojet site, and communities such
as Santa Clarita and Rialto. 

In the South Bay communities
of Morgan Hill and San Martin, an
8-mile groundwater plume of per-
chlorate originating from Olin
Corporation’s former highway
flare manufacturing site has result-
ed in the contamination of over 800
private and public wells.  Olin is
being held responsible by the
Central Valley Regional Water
Board for cleaning up the contami-
nation and providing bottled water
to residents whose levels still
exceed the drinking water standard.
It is unclear if the change in the
PHG will require them to expand
the number of households that will
receive alternative water however. 

“Our major concern is that
there is a backlog at DPH in setting
drinking water standards,” says
Ventura. “That could result in inac-
tion on perchlorate, meaning that
the people of California will con-
tinue to drink it at unsafe levels.
That is simply not acceptable.”

Reluctance on the part of DPH
is not the only problem, as strong
opposition is expected from pol-
luters and some drinking water
providers to the proposed change
in the PHG.  Clearly the stakes are
high.

After a Downey timeout with five
seconds left, Dallas Lopez tried to
get the ball to Neilan streaking
down the sideline but under threw
him allowing Gahr to tip the ball up
in the air and the clock to read
zeroes.

“We didn’t play very smart,”
Vikings head coach Larry Shelton
said about the final minutes of the
game. “[We were] trying long pass-
es with the lead. We could’ve got-
ten the ball in, instead we throw the
ball down the court. Twice we
fouled 75 feet away from the basket
after we miss the shot so no time
comes off the click and they go to
the free throw line.

“We over run the ball on the last
play trying to make the play, letting
[Potts] get penetration forcing help
and giving up the three. You cannot
do that and win championships.
[We are a] very inexperienced
team. We have not played that
many close games and it came back
to bite us today.”

Downey did everything in its
power to fend off Gahr’s surges but
four straight made 3-point shots by
Potts, Anthony Martinez, Javonte
Sales, and Brian Nebo in the final
two minutes of the game all but set
up Alvarez’s heroics. The Vikings
were able to clamp down Gahr’s 3-
point shooting up to the final min-
utes of the game then the flood
gates opened for Gahr from 3-point
territory.

“Young mistakes,” Shelton said
about the defense in the final two
minutes. “[Lopez] had done a great
job all night long with Potts. He
decides to go under the screen one
time and he makes him pay with a
three. That’s the problem with a
great player like that. He hits one
and they get the feel. He’s won a lot
of games for them. They’ve played
in a log of big games. I think what
you saw down the stretch was the
experience between the two
teams.”

Trailing by a single point after
one quarter, 9-8, the Vikings began
the second quarter with taking the

lead then dictating the pace all the
way up to the final minutes of the
game. Downey played air tight
defense most of the game, contest-
ing everything. The Vikings only
turned the ball over nine times in
the game, something Shelton said
was crucial.

“Big emphasis all week because
if you turn the ball over to Gahr, it
results in run-outs and threes in
transition,” he said. “They feed on
it. You got a little taste of it in the
fourth quarter in how explosive
they can be shooting the three. We
contained them until the last few
minutes. Taking care of the ball was
priority No. 1 tonight.”

Downey for more than three
quarters outclassed Gahr in every
way. They were more aggressive in
hustle plays, they crashed the
boards better, locked down Gahr
defensively, and forced turnovers.

He has worked with talents like
Ron Howard, Robin Wright, Kevin
Costner, Jeff Bridges, Morgan
Freeman and his projects have
received multiple Academy Award
nominations. And just for irony, the
high school dropout now teaches a
course to graduating MFA students
at USC's film school.

So, how did a kid with relatively
little education and nothing but a
dream become one of the more suc-
cessful auteurs working in the busi-
ness today? He sums it up with one
word: passion.

"It seems like such a cliche," said
Densham, author of "Riding the
Alligator: Strategies for a Career in
Screenplay Writing...and not getting
Eaten." (www.ridingthealligator.com)

Screenwriter shares tips to succeed
"I consider passion as the most pow-
erful energizer for your journey as a
creative professional. If you truly
believe in your work, you will take
more risks, bounce back from
Hollywood's humiliating rejections
more frequently, and fight harder and
longer for your projects.

"My greatest successes in the
industry have been from thinking
outside the Studio box. They are the
result of ideas that despite being
rejected when I pitched them, I went
ahead and wrote anyway. Were it not
for passion, I would have doubted
myself out of my career today."

Densham's chief tips for those
engaging in the creative process
include:

Life Scripts -- I firmly believe
that we are happiest and most pro-
ductive when we are working from
our true nature and not trying to fake
what someone else wants. The sto-
ries that are written with a powerful
sense of your inner vision are some-
how more creative, complex and
rich. I call these "life scripts." They
contain something more profound
that derives from your personal

experiences, your unconscious,
maybe even your DNA. You will
instinctively fight harder to make
them work. Actors see them as deep-
er and more significant. For me, "life
scripts" seem to get produced more
frequently than the scripts that are
less personally inspired.

Eliminating Writer's Block --
Perfectionism is the evil villain here.
The biggest mistake writers make is
mixing the creative process with the
guilt of the critical process. They
wind up worrying too much about
how good or bad their writing is
going to be and they freeze. In my
research I found an acting coach, a
writer and even a computer code cre-
ator all suggesting the same unique
trick to free the mind. Bear with me
here. They all said act or write crap-
py. Start out by telling yourself to
write any old crap you can think of
on your chosen subject. Urge any old
crap to pour out. If it's crap your crit-
ic has no work to do. This lets your
brain give itself to the creative
process. And strangely, when you
read your words later, you'll discover
that most of it isn't crap at all.

Rewrite -- Great writing is all
about rewriting. I call a first draft a
Lewis and Clark. No one should
blame themselves for a couple of
misssteps on a route through
unknown territory. But once you
uncritically laid out your completed
story, it is easy to see what you have
discovered. Now is the fun part. Put
the freeway through. Make your
story flow, cut out any unnecessary
side trips and make sure your reader
can't get lost on the way.

"I have my share of unmade
treasures sitting on the shelf, but
remember, even if what you write
doesn't sell, it was not an empty
effort," Densham adds. "Most scripts
don't sell just as most actors don't get
jobs from every audition. But, fre-
quently, something good comes to
gift the effort. People may love the
work and invite you to write for a
project the envisage, or ask to read
other scripts you have. And with
each script you become a stronger
story teller. Effort brings opportuni-
ty."

With a score including such
musical numbers as "Let the Sun
Shine In," "Aquarius," "Hair" and
"Good Morning Starshine," "Hair"
depicts the birth of a cultural
movement in the 60s and 70s that
changed America forever.

The musical follows a group of
hopeful, free-spirited young people
who advocate a lifestyle of paci-
fism and free-love in a society rid-
dled with intolerance and brutality
during the Vietnam War.

As they explore sexual identity,
challenge racism, experiment with
drugs and burn draft cards, the
show "resonates with an irresistible
message of hope more than 40
years after it first opened on
Broadway."

Originally produced off-
Broadway at Joseph Papp's Public
Theatre in October 1967, "Hair"
became an almost immediate sen-
sation, a lightning rod for the New
York's hippie subculture, who
embraced the show's progressive
themes. It also was the target of
significant controversy because of
its depiction of sexuality and drug
use, and the presence of explicit
nudity and profanity.

The show moved uptown, and
in April 1968, opened on
Broadway, where it went on to run
for 1,750 performances, spawning
numerous productions throughout
the U.S. and Europe.

"Hair" has roots to Hollywood
dating back to 1968, when the West
Coast premiere production opened
on Sunset Boulevard, just two
blocks from the Pantages, about six
months following the production's
Broadway opening. The newly-
christened Aquarius Theatre, re-

named in honor of one of the
show's hit songs, would be "Hair's
home for two years.

More than a decade after the
show became an international sen-
sation, United Artists released a
screen adaptation of the story that
featured John Savage, Treat
Williams and Beverly D'Angelo.

Directed by Milos Forman,
who had won an Academy Award
for his direction of "One Flew Over
the Cuckoo's Nest," the big screen
adapation of "Hair" substantially
changed the plot of the stage ver-
sion. And while "Hair" creators
were credited on the film, they
were vocal in their displeasure with
the changes implemented to their
story.

In December, the Food and Drug

Administration (FDA) made a deci-
sion that could cause thousands of
breast cancer patients to lose their
last hope. That day, FDA officials
voted to revoke approval for Avastin
for the treatment of late-stage breast
cancer.

This move was a disgrace.
Avastin reduces blood flow to

tumors, allowing it to halt the spread
of breast cancer in some patients. In
one clinical trial, 52 percent of
Avastin users saw their tumors stop
growing or spreading to other parts
of their bodies. In most other breast
cancer patients, Avastin acts as a
pause button, temporarily sparing
women from deteriorating further.
On average, Avastin extends life by
a few months. However, some
"super responders" react especially
well and enjoy additional years.

FDA bureaucrats know this but
ignored the evidence. The FDA stat-
ed last month that Avastin does not
offer "a sufficient benefit in slowing
disease progression to outweigh the
significant risk to patients."

How could the FDA come to
such a conclusion? The agency was
likely influenced by Avastin's cost.
Medicare, Medicaid, and private
insurers typically pick up a substan-
tial slice of the tab for Avastin, and
an annual regimen costs upwards of
$90,000.

But for many of the 17,500
American women prescribed
Avastin every year, those dollars
translate into a substantial amount
of extra life - days and months they
wouldn't have had to spend with
their friends and families.

Even among patients that don't
experience a substantial increase in
lifespan, Avastin can still signifi-
cantly improve their quality of life,
enabling them to better enjoy the
time they have left and meet death
with grace and dignity.

Ironically, the exact same day
the FDA revoked Avastin's
approval, its counterpart across the
Atlantic did the opposite. The
European Union's Committee for
Medicinal Products for Human Use
had conducted a similar investiga-
tion into Avastin in breast cancer
treatment. Officials found that the
drug, when used in combination
with another treatment called pacli-
taxel, substantially prolonged pro-
gression-free survival, and they
ruled to retain its approval.

There was a time when U.S. reg-
ulators appreciated these miracles.
Back in 2008, the FDA granted the
drug temporary approval for breast

A cancer patient's worst nightmare
cancer treatment after considering
research showing that women on a
pharmaceutical cocktail including
Avastin lived a median of two to
three months longer than patients on
a regimen without it.

Last summer, however, the
FDA's Oncologic Drugs Advisory
Committee revisited that decision
and recommend it be reversed. On
Dec. 16, the general body made that
recommendation official.

Public insurance programs could
use the decision as justification to
stop covering Avastin for breast can-
cer. Private insurers are likely to fol-
low suit. In fact, several national
insurers - including Regence and
HSCS - have already started restrict-
ing reimbursements for Avastin for
breast cancer.

So most women are going to be
stuck trying to pay for Avastin out-
of-pocket. Effectively, the FDA has
decided that many late-stage breast
cancer patients can get extra time

WASHINGTON, D.C. – Rep.
John Garamendi (D-Walnut
Creek), who served for eight years
as California's insurance commis-
sioner, denounced Blue Shield
health insurance this week for its
plan to hike rates by as much as
59% for individuals on private
plans.

"[The] egregious rate hike by
Blue Shield of California is further
proof that we can't trust the insur-
ance industry to stand with cus-
tomers," Garamendi said. "As we
climb out of a deep recession, the
insurance companies are kicking us
back down. Fortunately, for rate
increases over 10%, the 2010
health care reform allows the fed-
eral government to review, ques-
tion and disclose facts to the public

SACRAMENTO – Blue
Shield of California has made the
decision to raise individual policy
rates as much as 59%, underscor-
ing the need for Assembly Bill 52,
legislation introduced in December
2010 by Assemblyman Mike Feuer
(D-Los Angeles), proponents said.
The bill requires health plans and
insurers to receive approval from
the state for such rate increases.

"In this economic climate, stag-
gering rate hikes like those pro-
posed by Blue Shield will make
healthcare unaffordable for many
Californians," Feurer said. "Health
insurers should be required to justi-
fy their reasons for raising rates
that could cause even more fami-
lies to lose their coverage. If insur-
ers can't sufficiently justify
increases, then state regulators
should have the authority to reject
them."

According to published reports,
Blue Shield plans to cumulatively
increase the rates of 193,000 of its

with their loved ones only if they
have enough zeros on their bank
statement.

Worse still, this decision could
smother future pharmaceutical
development. Genentech, Avastin's
developer, spent some $2.3 billion
creating this treatment. In reaction
to this decision, other drug firms
will be less likely to make the
investments required for research
into advanced drugs.

Every year, 40,000 American
women die of breast cancer. It's true
that Avastin can't save most of them.
But for a select group, the drug
improves life dramatically. It
shouldn't be put on the chopping
block.

individual plan members by 30%-
30% on average. Feurer's legisla-
tion would ensure that such
increases would have to be
reviewed and approved by the state
before being imposed upon sub-
scribers.

Specifically, the measure would
require health care service plans
and health insurers to seek
approval from the Department of
Managed Health Care or the
Department of Insurance prior to
raising health care premiums,
copayments or deductibles. The
measure would also require that
insurers provide justification in the
rate review process for such rate
increases. It would build upon
newly-implemented federal and
state law improving the health
insurance rate filing and review
process.

"I find it stunning that Blue
Shield would seek to impose such
massive rate hikes on policyhold-
ers during these troubling econom-
ic times," said insurance commis-
sioner Dave Jones. "These rate
hikes will impose significant finan-
cial burdens on struggling families

and, in some cases, will lead to the
loss of health care coverage. I urge
Blue Shield to reconsider its deci-
sion."

In 2010, Feuer and then-
Assemblyman Dave Jones jointly
introduced a far-reaching plan to
establish a permanent rate review
and approval process after a similar
proposed rate increase by Anthem
Blue Cross. That measure was ulti-
mately defeated in the Senate.

"These huge rate hikes would
be shocking if we had not seen
them year after year, New federal
and state laws now make these rate
hikes public, but we need to take
the next step with health reform, to
give state regulators the authority
to deny unjustified rate increases,"
said Anthony Wright, executive
director of Health Access
California, the statewide health
care consumer advocacy coalition.
"Blue Shield blames medical costs,
but medical inflation, as high as it
is, is nowhere near 59 percent.
That's why state regulators need
more tools to scrutinize these rates
and deny them if need be."

"When Congress passed the
Patients' Bill of Rights last year, we
instituted important reforms that
are helping to rein in the worse
abuses of the insurance industry,"
Garamendi continued, adding that
Republicans are attempting to
repeal health care reform. "Even
with the strong consumer protec-
tions found in the Patients' Bill of
Rights, insurers like Blue Shield
are still exploiting patients for
financial gain. This is an argument
for more consumer protections, not
less. House Republicans want to
replace the Patients' Bill of Rights
with the insurance industry's Right
to Discriminate. Let's not start the
New Year by exposing consumers
to new risks."

Garamendi said that repealing
health care reform would hurt chil-
dren, younger and older adults and
seniors.

"After a century of struggle,
Americans now have a Patients
Bill of Rights," Garamendi said.
"Now that they control the House,
Congressional Republicans are try-
ing to shred the Patients' Bill of
Rights. My district residents and
Americans across the country
would suffer immensely if this
were to happen. This would take us
back to the days when insurance
companies completely controlled
your health care. Instead of moving
backwards, we should move for-
ward with implementing health
care reform, which will empower
and protect the American people."

My favorite
part of the whole scene was the glis-
tening in my father’s eyes; I know I
truly made him proud that day.”

Q: Is it permissible to drive a
golf cart on the sidewalk?

A: A golf cart is a motor vehi-
cle and pursuant to Vehicle Code
Section 21663, motor vehicles can-
not be operated on sidewalks
except to enter and exit adjacent
property.

Golf carts can only be operated
on highways with speed limits of
no more than 25 MPH.

Q: My mother and 17-year-old
brother are coming to visit from
New York next month for three
weeks, but I'm worried that they
won't be able to drive themselves
around when I am at work. She has
a valid New York driver's license
and my brother has a valid New
York instruction permit. Will this
be enough for them to drive in
California:

A: In your mother's case, visi-
tors over age 18 with a valid dri-
ver's license from their home state
or country will be allowed to drive
without getting a California dri-
ver's license.

In your brother's case, he will
only be allowed to drive for the
first 10 days of his visit using his
New York instruction permit. After
the 10-day period, he will need to
get either a California's driver's
license or a nonresident minor's
certificate. This certificate is issued
by the DMV to a minor who has
provided proof of financial respon-
sibility.

Q: Can I make payments to the
DMV through my bank?

A: Yes. The DMV has the capa-
bility to accept fees for its online
services, such as registration and
driver's license renewal fees,
through online checking as long as
you provide your bank with the

“But because her family had such a
strong desire to have her home, and
because our colleagues at
Children’s Hospital were so caring,
she came to Rancho to gain the
mobility and strength necessary to
be home.”

Rancho got her a power wheel-
chair for mobility. And even
though she has been on chemother-
apy, she has steadily gained
strength.

Q: Are there restrictions that
minors must follow when they hold
a provisional license?

A: The law makes the follow-
ing exceptions when reasonable
transportation is not available and
it is necessary for a minor to drive.
For all exceptions, a signed note
must be kept in the minor's posses-
sion at all times explaining the
necessity and the date it will end:

•Medical necessity when there
are no other reasonable forms of
transportation. A note must be
signed by a physician and explain
the diagnosis and the probable date
of recovery.

•Schooling or school-author-
ized activity. A note must be signed
by the school principal, dean or
his/her designee.

•Employment necessity. If a
vehicle must be operated as part of
employment, the note must be
signed by the employer verifying
employment.

•Your necessity or the necessity
of an immediate family member.
The note must be signed by a par-
ent or legal guardian.

If you are an emaciated minor,
no documentation is needed.
However, emancipation must have
already been declared and proof of
financial responsibility must have
been provided to the DMV in lieu
of guarantors' signatures.
Do you have questions about general
driving-related requirements like regis-
tration and car insurance? Are you
unclear about laws and restrictions
related to driving? The California
Department of Motor Vehicles has
answers at www.dmv.ca.gov.

Audrey LeGrand is worried
less about the unemployed than she
is about the underemployed.

The phenomenon of underem-
ployment affects nearly twice as
many Americans as unemploy-
ment, and the underemployment
rate for Americans has leapt from
just under 10 percent in 2007 to
nearly 18 percent in 2010.

According to the U.S. Bureau
of Labor Statistics, underemploy-
ment is a category that includes,
but is not limited to, people who
are unemployed, or who have a job
but still cannot make ends meet.

LeGrand, author of “How To
Get Out of Job Jail: Eight Ways To
Have The Career You’ve Always
Wanted” (audreylegrand.com),
believes that your resume is your
first line of defense for preventing
being incarcerated in the “job jail”
of underemployment.

“Your resume could be landing
in the recycle bin across corporate
America because it was not
thought out, laid-out or carried out

Are you stuck in job jail?
correctly,” she said. “Job Jail is a
particularly sneaky trap, because
many of us land in it without ever
realizing it. Whether our hours
have been shaved from full time to
part time, or we’ve struggled just to
get two low-paying jobs to replace
the one higher-paying job we once
had, it can be almost impossible to
escape once you’ve been locked in
that cell. 

The first thing we should all do
in the new year is to take a new
look at our resumes, because they
represent the first time a potential
employer considers us for a new
job.”

LeGrand’s tips for resume
health include:

Appearance – Check for typos,
grammatical errors. Use spell
check and ask someone else to read
it. Human resources professionals
will many times summarily dismiss
a qualified candidate because their
resumes were rife with simple
grammar and spelling errors. Don’t
wind up in the reject bin just
because you aren’t perfect with the
written word. Take extra care to be
articulate and informative with
your resume.

Size – Don’t use such a small

font that your resume is difficult to
read. If your background is so
extensive that it will take 2 full
pages to lay it out,  use the spread
wisely.

Ethics – Don’t fudge dates of
employments, degrees earned or
career accomplishments. If a
prospective employer conducts a
background check, you’ll lose that
opportunity to work for them.
Target your audience – Don’t just
email your resume to every elec-
tronically posted position. Narrow
your search for exactly what you
want and what you’re qualified for.
Don’t waste your time or the
recruiter's.

Tell us why you are the best
choice – Don’t just copy your cur-
rent job description. Show what
you have accomplished in your
previous position and why you are
more qualified than the competi-
tion for the positions you are seek-
ing.

“Cheating on professional
resumes has become a common-
place activity, but that does not
make it right,” LeGrand advised.
“When job candidates are decep-
tive or less than honest it simply
makes it more difficult for job

seekers who have been honest and
forthcoming about their qualifica-
tions. Perpetrators are almost
always caught.”

diligently to hold the line on costs
to students wherever possible.

“More importantly, however,”
he added, “this ranking illustrates
to taxpayers, consumers, students
and parents that the high price tag
associated with many colleges and
universities nationwide has nothing
to do with the quality of education
experience being offered.”

According to the magazine, pri-
vate colleges have lately run about
$36,000 a year—a sharp contrast to
the public schools on Kiplinger’s
top 100 list, in which 20 charge the
same as or less than the average
annual in-state sticker price of
$16,140.

“Despite rising tuition costs,
there are still many first-rate insti-
tutions providing outstanding aca-
demics at an affordable price,” said
Janet Bodnar, editor of Kiplinger’s.
“Schools like these on the
Kiplinger 100 list prove graduates
can enter the workforce with a
great education—and without a
huge cloud of debt.”

voters who actually decide most
elections are not the strong liberals,
strong conservatives, or Democratic
or Republican activists. The key vot-
ers, the ones in the middle, don’t
have a passionate attachment to
either party, a vigorous identification
with any particular ideology — or
even a strong interest in politics.
They’re busy with their families,
their community responsibilities,
their jobs…or their job hunts. They
don’t have the time or inclination to
argue the finer points of ideology or
analyze the nuances of the policy
debates that so entrance Washington.

But they do decide the outcome
of elections. And they have a few key
stances that are worth considering.
They want our country to succeed,
both in the world and at home, and
just as important, they want it to
work. They’re pragmatists who don’t
care so much how you arrive at a
solution to a given problem as that
the solution produces positive
results. And they want government
itself to work — not to be burdened
by favoritism, partisan posturing or
ideological preconceptions that
undercut its effectiveness.

So it shouldn’t be a surprise that
they’ve been unsatisfied with a status
quo filled with too many instances of

Without the supplemental cov-

erage, the cost of each paramedic
transport starts at $1,413, officials
with the Downey Fire Department
said. Basic life support transporta-
tion fees start at $888.

The $48 annual fee covers all
permanent household residents.

Officials said the $48 fee helps
the city offset the costs of provid-
ing two fire department paramedic

bureaucratic fumbling, partisan grid-
lock, and political grandstanding.
They want the United States to do
better.

It can, if we exercise our respon-
sibilities as voters. To begin, every-
thing depends on exercising discrim-
inating judgment. While on any
given issue the voice of the average
voter may appear weak, in broad
measure our system moves in the
direction voters want. So it matters
where we as voters come down —
and it matters whom we choose to
represent us in Washington.

Above all, we want to make sure
that the tone our representatives set
accords with the best interests of the
country. Cooperation and the ability
to find common ground are absolute-
ly vital skills for politicians, and we
need to expect they’ll use them. Our
nation is too diverse for any one fac-
tion or ideology to dictate the way
forward, so choosing political lead-
ers who know how to compromise
when necessary is key to changing
the tone of our politics.

So is refusing to buy into the
apocalyptic rhetoric that is all too
common around election time these
days. Political contests in this coun-
try are rarely, if ever, death-matches
between good and evil; the future of

civilization is not at stake when we
enter the voting booth. The country
will survive — and who knows, it
might even prosper — even if the
other side wins the election.

Finally, voters should know how
to listen — to the candidates, to party
leaders, to media commentators —
but also know when to stop listening.
All those different points of view can
inform our thinking, especially those
whose perspectives are different
from ours. But they can’t do our
thinking for us. As voters, we need to
be true to our own perceptions, our
values, and our judgment of what the
country needs.

Which is a reminder that we need
to have some sympathy for how hard
it is to be a politician — because it’s
their job to balance all the views of
people whose discriminating judg-
ments often lead in different direc-
tions. It is extremely hard to make
this country work, but as voters we
can help it along by choosing politi-
cal leaders who are more determined
to make the country succeed than to
have their personal views enshrined.
