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Downey
to test
electric
scooters

50 electronic scooters will be
deployed around the city next
month, part of a 90-day pilot
program.

DOWNEY - Downey residents
will have another option to cruise
around the city, thanks to a 90-
day pilot electric scooter program
approved by the city council on
Tuesday night.

Shared scooters first
entered the conversation back
in September last year, when
Councilmember Alex Saab pitched
the idea after utilizing similar
programs in other cities.

This comes after the Zagster
bike program - which was
implemented earlier in 2019 -
received mixed reviews.

Fifty scooters will now be
deployed starting Feb. 28. An
additional 50 scooters would be
deployed after, completing phase
two by mid-March.

The Sun Scooter Company
will move each scooter into the
designated area every morning
and make them available between
5a.m. and 2 a.m. each day. During
off hours, scooters will be collected
and stored at a warehouse.

Riders 18 and older (and with
a valid driver’s license) can rent
a scooter for one dollar, and ride
for 15 cents per minute. Upon
conclusion of their ride, renters
will be required to take a photo
showing the bike correctly parked.
Failure to do so will result in
contact by the Sun operation team.

Scooters max out at 15 mph.

Scooter reservations can be
made using an app available on
iOS and Android devices.

The city will also benefit from
scooter usage, receiving 20 cents
per ride. Based on an average of
six rides per day per scooter, the
staff estimates that the city could
receive $9,780 during the 90-
day program, and by extension,
potentially $43,800 per year.

The program received a
thumbs up from four of the five
council members, only failing to
persuade Mayor Pro Tem Claudia
Frometa.

“I definitely like this idea...
we’ve seen these in many parts
of the country,” said Frometa.
“When we look at Washington,
D.C., and they have the National
Mall, and they have a very large
area to ride this. Here in the city of
Downey, there are limitations; we
don’t have such large areas where
we can ride this.”

Frometa added that there
seemed to be too many liabilities
involved for such limited use, and
thus the program was not a good
fit for Downey.

“We’ve been dealing with
excessive speed in those main
thoroughfares -  Lakewood,
Paramount, Gallatin we see it in
some portions,” said Frometa.
“My tendency is - while I definitely
appreciate, and I like this idea
- I have more concerns about
bringing this into our community
because of all of the risks and all of
the problems it can represent...”

However, her council
colleagues figured the program to
at least be worth a try.

“It may not work; the
community may not embrace it,
it may not make financial sense,”
said Saab. “I’ve used the scooters
many times when I travel, T look
forward to using it.”

“When I proposed it, I thought
let’s try it out...if it doesn’t work,
it doesn’t work.”

Downey firefighters treated
7 people at a preschool
after an airliner dumped
fuel during an emergency
landing.

DOWNEY - The Downey Fire
Department treated seven people
after a Delta airliner dumped fuel
over parts of the city during an
emergency landing at LAX on
Tuesday.

Delta Flight 89 was scheduled
to travel from LAX to Shanghai
when it reported a mechanical

issue shortly after takeoff.

The plane dumped fuel over
parts of southeast L.A. County on
its approach to LAX.

Dozens of children and adults
sustained minor injuries due to
the jet fuel release, including 31
students and teachers at Park
Avenue Elementary in Cudahy.

Firefighters and paramedics
also treated six patients each
at Tweedy Elementary and San
Gabriel Elementary, both in
South Gate.

Downey firefighters treated
seven people at Gallatin Pre-
School. None of the injuries were

serious.

Residents reported drops
of jet fuel in various parts of
north and northwest Downey,
prompting fire officials to urge
residents to close their doors and
windows.

“None of our schools reported
the visible site of fuel droplets,
however, there were reports of
fumes on some campuses,” said
Downey Unified Superintendent
Dr. John Garcia.

“Immediate action was taken
on those campuses and outdoor
playground access was adjusted
and students were kept indoors.”

Downey cracks down
on shopping carts

To cut down on blight,
Downey is requiring stores
to install wheel locks on
shopping carts, or come up
with other plans to prevent
theft.

DOWNEY - At their meeting
Tuesday, the City Council
unanimously voted to crack
down on businesses who fail to
monitor their shopping carts.

Currently, the city only
mandates that businesses label
their shopping carts and post
notices stating that it is illegal to
remove a shopping cart off their
premises

According to staff’s report,
however, Downey continues
to experience a high volume
of abandoned, lost, and stolen
shopping carts, leading to
obstructions of pedestrian access
in the public rights-of-way and
visual blight throughout the city.

The now added Cart
Containment Plan will further
detract individuals from being
able to steal a cart, while adding
additional repercussions  for
store owners who do not monitor
their carts or who allow them to
be removed from their business
premises.

“In the Cart Containment
Plan, what we are suggesting
is that we require the grocery
stores and department stores
to insert disabling devices on
all the carts...or they can use
the method that Aldi’s uses,
and that’s a security deposit,”
said Community Development
Director Aldo Schindler during
his presentation to council.

Businesses are also able to
pitch other methods as well.

Regardless of which direction
they choose, all relevant
businesses will also be required
to train their staff in regard to the
new containment plan, as well as
maintain any lock systems that
they may utilize.

They will also be responsible
for their own cart retrieval.

Businesses now have 90 days
from adoption to apply for a
containment plan. Plans will be
reviewed by staff within 30 days
of receipt, and will need to be
renewed annually.

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Martin Luthern King Jr. Day: a day of service,

not a day oft

This week we remember the remarkable life of Dr. Martin Luther
King, Jr. We pay tribute to his dream that one day, children would live
in a nation where they would not be judged by the color of their skin,
but by the content of their character. But this commemoration is not
just about remembering a man who had a great impact on our nation.

Itis a day to celebrate Dr. King’s legacy by engaging in community
service. In fact, the national theme of Martin Luther King, Jr., Day is,
“Remember! Celebrate! Act! A Day on, Not a Day Off!”

It is intended to encourage everyone to dedicate the day to
community service and make their communities better places. If you
look around, you can see Dr. King’s legacy embedded in the culture
and values of our society, our military and our Army.

Every time you see non-violent demonstrations and marches
aimed at focusing attention on justice, civil rights and fair treatment
for every individual you can relate to Dr. King.

Our military, our Army is committed to the ideals endorsed by Dr.
King - to treat every individual with dignity and respect.

Born as Michael King, Jr. on January 15, 1929, in Atlanta, Georgia,
Martin Luther King, Jr., was the middle child of Michael King, Sr.
and Alberta Williams King. His father and maternal grandfather
were both preachers. King’s maternal grandfather, A.D. Williams,
helped found the Atlanta chapter of the National Association for the
Advancement of Colored People and pastored the Ebenezer Baptist
Church. Membership grew from 13 in 1893 to 400 by 1903, turning the
church into a thriving congregation.

When Rev. Williams died in 1931, Michael King, Sr. became pastor
of the church and adopted the name Martin Luther King, Sr., in honor
of the German Protestant religious leader, Martin Luther. Michael,
Jr., followed his father’s lead and took the name Martin Luther King,
Jr., for himself, and followed his father and maternal grandfather by
attending Morehouse College. King earned a sociology degree from
Morehouse College in 1948 and then went on to Crozer Theological
Seminary in Chester, Pennsylvania. He graduated as valedictorian of
his class in 1951.

During his time in the seminary, King was influenced by
Morehouse College President Benjamin Mays, who was an outspoken
advocate for racial equality. His views would shape King’s own
nonviolent activism. King went to Boston University for doctoral
studies and while there met Coretta Scott, who was attending the New
England Conservatory. They married in 1953 and had four children.
In 1954, King became pastor of the Dexter Avenue Baptist Church in
Montgomery, Alabama. He completed his Ph.D. the following year,

The implications of Assembly B

The passage of Assembly Bill 5 (AB 5) has had ripple effects across
the state - and the country - likely far bigger than the bill’s sponsor,
Assemblywoman Lorena Gonzalez-Fletcher, could have ever
imagined. The working-class families impacted across the state may
never be the same, and sadly, this is not the first time that Gonzalez-
Fletcher’s support for a particular policy has negatively affected the
lives of workers. But, hopefully with proper public pressure, this will
be the last.

The public outcry regarding AB 5 started almost immediately.
The bill was signed into law on September 18, 2019. A week later,
the Los Angeleno reported that Uber drivers would rather quit than
be classified as employees. Within a month, Forbes posted about
how this bill would have a major impact on the current franchise
model, given how franchisees have long operated as independent
contractors.

The law was also panned by some journalists, and this is after
the press received a carve out in the bill that allowed them to do 35
assignments per news outlet each year while still being classified as
an independent contractor.

The backlash to AB 5 was immediate, severe, and came from
different sectors all across our economy. Due to the public and
frequent outcry by working-class people throughout the state, action
is already being taken to minimize the negative impacts of the law,
with “tens of thousands” of app-based drivers hoping to secure an
exemption to AB 5 through a ballot measure and a California court
recently ruling that truck drivers are excluded from AB 5.

Hopefully, the same type of public attention will also be put
towards Gonzalez-Fletcher’s anti-farm worker record.

What many Californians might not know is that despite Gonzalez-
Fletcher boasting about how she is on the side of workers, like she
has with AB 5, she took several votes over the past few years that
have put her on the exact opposite side of farm workers.

During the last legislative session, Assemblyman Jim Patterson
introduced a set of bills that would provide farm workers with more
legal protections and rights, which were sorely needed after an

at the age of 25.

On December 1, 1955, Rosa Parks boarded a Montgomery city bus
to travel home from work. She sat in the middle of the bus in the first
row of the “colored” section. As the bus became more crowded, the
driver demanded that African Americans give up their seats to white
passengers. In a decision that would change history, Rosa Parks
refused and was arrested.

That night, the Montgomery NAACP chapter met with local civil
rights leaders and launched a citywide bus boycott led by Dr. King.
African Americans in Montgomery, Alabama, joined together to
challenge and change the city’s policy of racial segregation on its
public transit system. The Montgomery Bus Boycott lasted over a
year. During this time, police arrested and jailed Dr. King. Boycotters
were physically attacked. Homes and churches were firebombed.
But in the end, the perseverance of the boycotters resulted in
the Supreme Court’s decision that the laws requiring segregated
buses were unconstitutional, and spurred the national Civil Rights
Movement.

Following the Montgomery Bus Boycott, King invited African
American ministers and leaders to Ebenezer Baptist Church in
Atlanta to organize, coordinate and support nonviolent actions to
end segregation. They formed the Southern Christian Leadership
Conference, or SCLC, with Dr. King as its president.

King said, “Nonviolence means avoiding not only external
physical violence but also internal violence of spirit. You not only
refuse to shoot a man, but you refuse to hate him.”

After the Birmingham demonstration, King and his supporters
planned a massive demonstration in the nation’s capital to ask for
and embrace peaceful change.

The March on Washington on August 28, 1963, brought more than
200,000 people to D.C. Here, in the shadow of the Lincoln Memorial,
King gave his famous “I Have a Dream” speech. “I have a dream
that my four children will one day live in a nation where they will
not be judged by the color of their skin but by the content of their
character.” The Civil Rights Movement continued as more and more
people began to question Jim Crow laws and the unequal treatment of
African American citizens.

The Civil Rights Act of 1964 authorized the Federal Government
to enforce desegregation of public accommodations and outlawed
discrimination in publicly owned facilities. In 1964, at the age of
35, Martin Luther King, Jr. received the Nobel Peace Prize. In his
acceptance speech, he said, “I refuse to accept the view that mankind
is so tragically bound to the starless midnight of racism and war that

incident in Fresno that Gonzalez-Fletcher was abundantly aware of.

The United Farm Workers (UFW) union had entered into
negotiations to represent Fresno farm workers, but after one
discussion session the union disappeared and was not heard from for
over 20 years.

Once the UFW did return, they tried to force a contract on workers
that was government-written and would have lowered the workers’
take home pay, without giving the farm workers a chance to negotiate.
When the farm workers organized and held a vote to decertify the
union, the union alongside the CA Agricultural Labor Relations Board
tried to throw out the farm workers’ votes. Thankfully, due to a
California court order, the votes were counted and the farm workers
successfully decertified the UFW.

As a response, Rep. Patterson introduced Assembly Bills 3092,
3093, and 3094. This legislative package would have decertified a
union (like the UFW) if they abandoned farm workers for more than
3 years, given workers a say in contracts before they can be imposed
upon them, and would have required a judicial review before farm
workers union election votes could be thrown out.

Not only did Gonzalez-Fletcher oppose this legislative package,
she spoke out against the policies during the Assembly Committee
hearing on the bills.

Gonzalez-Fletcher deserves all the negative attention she is
receiving as a result of the consequences of her bill, AB 5. But we
should not forget about the farm workers, who don’t have expensive

The time to fight climate change
is now

Dear Editor:

Martha Morrissy (“Fix the Homeless Crisis before Worrying About
Climate Change,” Letters to the Editor, 1/9/20) has a point, we need to
spend more to address the homelessness crisis; however, we should
not take it from fire prevention, water and sea-level protection, and
other measures to mitigate the effects of climate change.

The cost of climate change already impacts all of us. Ms. Morrissy
said that she read that with one volcanic eruption, 5 years of man-
made efforts to protect changes in the climate would be wiped out.
This is backward. Volcanoes emit sulfur dioxide into the atmosphere
which reflects solar radiation and cools the climate. When the
Philippines’ Mt. Pinatubo erupted in 1991, it spewed 20 million
tons of sulfur dioxide into the atmosphere, which had a measurable
impact: global average temperatures dropped by nearly a degree
Fahrenheit during the next two years.

The Paris Climate Accord aims to hold global warming on Earth
to 2 degrees Celsius (3.6 degrees Fahrenheit) warming above the
average temperature at the beginning of the Industrial Revolution in
1750. However, 1.5 C (1.7 F) warming is really the safer limit, and we
have already exceeded 1 C (1.8 F). Even if all nations followed their
Paris pledges we would still be headed for over 2 C (3.6 F) increase;
unfortunately, most countries, including the U.S.; have not kept
their pledges, so we are headed for a 3 C (5.4 F) or more temperature
rise, which will be catastrophic for future generations.

The last time the climate was 2 degrees C. hotter, 120,000 years
ago, the oceans were 20-30 feet higher than today. Do we really
want to have oceans 20 feet or more higher when most of the human
population lives in cities near the coasts? Where will the people who
live there move to, and won’t this worsen the homeless problem that
justifiably concerns Ms. Morrissy? This is not a far-off concern, as
local beach cities are already planning to raise sea walls to protect
their residential and commercial properties: who will pay for this?
And what will this do to our local economies?

The Energy Innovation and Carbon Dividend Act (HR 763),
legislation supported by Citizens Climate Lobby and 76 members
of Congress, proposes a carbon fee which is returned to American
families equally via a monthly dividend. Economists feel that such a
feeisthe fastest way toreduce greenhouse gasemissions to safelevels.
Helen Burns (No Such Thing as Free Money, 1/9/20)) is concerned that
the money collected from raising the price of fossil fuels won’t come
back to us and that administrative costs will be too high. But HR 763
requires all the money collected to go back to people’s pockets as a
monthly dividend check; it also limits administrative expenses to
2.6% after a five-year startup period when the limit is 8.6%. In 2018,
the Social Security Administration reported administrative fees of
1.9% of total revenue, so HR 763’s limits are reasonable; and, as we
know, Social Security is a very popular program.

Raising the price of fossil fuels while returning the funds raised to
American families will lower fossil-fuel consumption thus reducing
greenhouse gas emissions, clean the air, boost the economy, and
create clean-energy jobs. And it is imperative that we do so for
our children’s future. There truly is a lot of misinformation about
climate change and measures to fight it; we all need to become better
educated about this matter to take action before it is too late.

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Singer, counselor, actress: remembering
Pauline Hume

Friends remember Pauline
Hume, a pioneer in Downey’s
theatrical movement.

DOWNEY - “Sunrise, sunset,
swiftly flow the years.” We sang

the theme from “Fiddler on
the Roof” at Pauline Hume’s
memorial service. Everyone

joined in the songs from roles
she made memorable here in the
musical theatre career she loved.

The memorial service was
unusual and uplifting in that
it encouraged the attendees to
sing-along the melodies that
spoke of Pauline’s life history.
It was when she auditioned for
Meredith Willson’s “Music Man”
that she met John Hume, founder
of the Downey Children’s
Theatre. We joined in singing
Marian the Librarian’s love song
from that play, “Till There Was
You.”

Pauline starred as Golde,
Tevye’s wife in Fiddler, just as
in real life she starred as the
wife of John Hume, John was
instrumental in building the
Downey Theatre to house the
musical spectacles.

“Pauline was a Downey icon,”
said Andrew Wahlquist, of the
Downey Arts Coalition, “active
in the community and keeper of
the legacy of her husband John
Hume. Pauline continued to
advocate for the arts in Downey
over the years.”

Dan Lorenzetti, father with
Mary of Rachel the young singing
star, reminisced about how
his father Sal used to cater the
fabulous after-theatre opening
night parties at the Embassy
Suites.

“Marsha Moode and my dad
would put on a spread,” said
Dan. “Marsha invited stars from

the musical comedy world to
her Civic Light Opera openings,
where Pauline starred.”

I once asked Pauline her
favorite musical, and the answer
was the historical musical
comedy “1776,” because the
Abigail Adams mezzo soprano
part she took “had something
of substance to say, something
important to the spirit of our
country.”

An intelligent and forceful
lady, Abigail counsels John
Adams, “Remember the ladies,”
in the new code of laws. Pauline
relished this.

Talk naturally turned to the
subject of the Downey Civic Light
Opera. The final curtain came in
2012: can we ever get back its like
again?

The DCLO evolved naturally
from John Hume’s Children’s
Theatre, because the plays
incorporated youngsters in the
performances of Broadway hits.

“The children’s theater is
a tool to build character,” John
had said in explaining why he did
what he did.

“John put the whole city on
stage,” said Pauline.

“As soon as my children were
old enough,” said Joyce Waddell
Sherwin, “they signed up to be in
the Downey Children’s Theatre
shows. That’s how they got to
know Pauline. Her voice always
anchored the musicals.”

Linden Waddell, who
produces her own brilliant
chanteuse  cabaret evening

revues, echoed her mother.

“I knew Cindy and Mandy,
Pauline’s daughters,” she said.

“Pauline became president
of the Rio Hondo Elementary
School PTA,” said Joyce. “So life
in our part of Downey was always
a family affair.”

Pauline’s son, grandchildren
and daughter-in-law Yoli all
participated in the service at
the Light and Life Church on
Florence Avenue.

When I remarked how moved
I'was hearing Pauline sing Bloody
Mary’s haunting song “Bali
Ha’l” from “South Pacific,” Joyce
replied, “I heard her glorious
voice each Sunday morning.
Pauline was our church soloist
for many years.”

Larry Dusich, promoter and

Downey native, long connected
with the CLO shows, attended.

“Pauline was a grand lady,”
said Floyd Ellsworth Riggle Jr.; a
former actor in Hume’s teenage
group, “who made this planet a
whole lot better for a lot of us.”

Performing was not enough
for Pauline: she shored also
up the Guild of the Downey
Symphonic Society. And as
a sensible and sympathetic
marriage counselor Pauline gave
20 years of professional service

to the Downey community.

Family and friends came
together in a happy mood to
celebrate Pauline’s full life. As
Annain “TheKingand[,” Pauline
sang “Hello young lovers, I've
had alove of my own. like yours.”

We sang that too, and then,
those lines that even off-
key singers can’t get wrong,
“Sunrise, sunset, one season
following another, laden with
happiness and tears.”

County directs over $100M to build
821 affordable housing units

LOS ANGELES - Over the past
week, the Los Angeles County
Board of Supervisors approved
funding for 10 affordable
multi-family rental housing
developments selected through
the No Place Like Home (NPLH)
program.

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Downey property values reach CITY RECOGNITIONS
record levels

DOWNEY - Property values in Downey have grown by more than
6.5% during the past year according to a recent report by the Los
Angeles County Assessor’s Office, placing Downey in the “Top 20
Highest Value Cities” in Los Angeles County.

Downey’s assessed value increase was $759 million, which is its
highest mark ever at $12,522,738,844.

The increase in value is attributed primarily to the Assessor’s re-
assessments of property sales, value added by new construction, and
the annual two percent CPI adjustment.

The new figures were part of the 2019 Assessment Roll recently
released by the Assessor’s Office.

WHITTIER - Parnell Park is
getting cleaned up but it won’t be
cheap.

The Whittier City Council on
Tuesday authorized spending
more than $22,000 to clean up
and enforce a curfew at Parnell
Park.

Council members agreed at
an emergency meeting Jan. 6
to begin enforcing the park’s
operating hours — sunrise
to sunset — after escalating
incidents involving homeless
residents who have set up camp
in the park’s picnic shelters.

Cleaning up the park will cost
about $22,000, officials said,
including up to $6,000 to safely
remove hazardous waste; $8,500
to install temporary fencing;
and up to $7,550 for unbudgeted
staffing costs.

Irene Muro, executive
director of Whittier First Day,
a social services and homeless
prevention agency, said the city
is taking the right steps to curb
homelessness but additional
resources are needed.

“You’re bringing the right
players to the table to have a
conversation,” she said. “You’re
trying to leverage every possible
resource that is out there.

“At the end of the day,
this largely depends on beds
and housing. Without those, it
doesn’t matter what amount
of coordination you do, what
amount of outreach you do,
if there isn’t a bed to move
somebody into a shelter, if there
isn’t a housing unit where we can
move somebody with a voucher
or without a voucher, it’s going
to be really difficult to have any
success.

“If we had enough units and
beds for those individuals that
were in the park we can almost
guarantee a 100 percent success
rate. But we can’t do that without
sufficient beds available.”

Tuesday’s vote to fund Parnell
Park’s clean-up was 4-0 with
councilmember Josue Alvarado
absent.

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Empty building in
San Pedro to become
emergency shelter

The vacant, county-owned
building will have 40 beds
with on-site mental health
services.

SAN PEDRO - The Los
Angeles  County Board of
Supervisors unanimously

approved a plan today proposed
by Supervisor Janice Hahn to use
a vacant county building in San
Pedro as an emergency homeless
shelter for three years.

The shelter will have 40 beds
for 20 men and 20 women, 24/7
security, medical staff on-site,
mental health services, and
housing navigators who will
connect residents with long-
term housing that meets their
needs.

The shelter will operate
for three vyears after which
construction will begin to
transform the site into a
proposed mixed-use housing
development.

“This is an empty county
building and there are people
sleeping in tents on the sidewalk
outside. It makes sense to turn
this building into a shelter for
three years, bring people inside,
and get them the services they
need,” said Hahn.

The shelter plan has recently
gotten the unanimous support
of both the San Pedro Chamber
of Commerce and the Central
San Pedro Neighborhood Council
Homelessness Committee.
Members of both organizations
attended Tuesday’s board

meeting to speak in favor of the
project.

“When  the  Supervisor
established a plan to tackle
the most difficult instances of
homelessness in the Harbor
Area, our members stood up
and got behind it,” said Lee
Williams, Chairman of the San
Pedro Chamber of Commerce.
“We know what this won’t be
easy, but we are offering our full
support in this endeavor.”

The county has awarded the
contract to operate the shelter
to local service provider Harbor
Interfaith. The Los Angeles
County Department of Health
Services will serve as contract
administrator.

“This is the correct location
and the correct service provider
to make this project a success,”
said San Pedro resident and
longtime advocate Amber Sheikh
Ginsberg.

“I've said before
beds don’t bring
inside, relationships

that
people
do -

that coupled together is what
really

solves (homelessness).

Harbor Interfaith has the best
relationships with our homeless
individuals on the street and is
absolutely the best option to be
providing the services for this
temporary shelter.”

The vacant site is located at
122 W. 8th street in San Pedro
and was previously used by the
Los Angeles County Department
of Public Health. There is a large
homeless encampment on the
sidewalk outside of the building
and outreach efforts will focus on
bringing the residents of these
local encampments into this
shelter.

The building is in good
condition and needs minimal
work before it can be opened to
shelter residents. The Board
authorized the Department of
Public Works to do any necessary
repairs, refurbishments, or
remodel for an initial $200,000
and any additional work not to
exceed $100,000.

The shelter’s operations
will be funded using available
Measure H funding.
