goes virtual this year

= Normally, the annual festival would attract
tens of thousands of people to Downey. This
year, the festival is virtual.

DOWNEY — Last year, to
the disappointment of more
than 30,000 potential attendees,
Downey’s popular Dia de los
Muertos Art Festival had to
be canceled due to Measure
S remodeling and upgrades
at the Downey Theatre. This
year, live events at the theatre
are canceled due to the COVID
pandemic.

Not wanting to disappoint
fans for a second year in a row,
the Downey Theatre is preparing
an extensive online event that
will feature many of the favorite
activities of prior festivals.

Dia de los Muertos, Day
of the Dead, is an annual
Mexican holiday dedicated to
remembering and celebrating
deceased family members.
The day is often marked with
memorial altars, graveside visits,
and special food preparation.
Sugar calaveras (skulls),
skeletons, and marigolds
symbolize the festivities.

“Everything you experience
at our normal festival,” says
Amber Vogel, Director of the
Downey Theatre, “we’re trying
to represent that component or
that category in this virtual art
festival.”

Entitled “En la Casa” (At
Home), this year’s seventh
annual Dia de los Muertos Art
Festival is scheduled for Sunday,
November 1. The “interactive
landing” page will go live at
11:00 a.m., reports Vogel, “and
stay open into the evening.

We have over 50 participating
organizations and vendors that
will contribute content to this
virtual festival.”

Stay Gallery, another well-
known Downey art venue, is a
festival partner and will host
an extensive 3-D art exhibition,
La Ofrenda (The Offering),
featuring original work by area
artists. Gabriel Enamorado,
Director of Stay Gallery,
says that the site might be
expanded to two virtual rooms
because they have had so many
submissions.

Vogel says her team started
planning back in April, when
quarantine advisories were most
restrictive. “We knew pretty
early on that we weren’t going to
be able to have a live festival,”
she recounts. “We had a lot of
participants who were really
looking forward to having it
this year, and of course when
COVID hit, they were pretty
disappointed.”

Created in 2013, this annual
free event quickly become a
favorite with the general public.
The format was family-friendly
with something for everyone.
Inside the theatre traditional
Mexican dance groups
performed onstage, classic
movies were shown, and the
lobby held displays of original
artwork and an exhibition
of altars celebrating family
members and ancestors. Outside
were activities for children,
vendors, and food trucks.

Enthusiastic community
response prompted the festival
to grow each year until it
covered the entire parking lot
in front of the city library and
the promenade between the
library and City Hall. There
were multiple stages for live
bands and dancers, and decked-
out cars displaying “trunk
altars.” Large sculptures and
life-size costumed skeletons
were also on display. Vogel
reports that conservative crowd

estimates were as high as 35,000
attendees.

This year, with public events
still banned by government

order, the Downey Theatre
exemplifies the thousands of art
and educational groups across
the country that are seeking
ways to adapt to pandemic
restrictions while still offering
meaningful entertainment to
the public.

Online Festival Events

Icons will link viewers of this
year’s online festival to videos
of ballet folklorico dance groups
and various cumbia, mariachi,
and bolero bands.

There will also be several
interactive educational
components explaining the
traditions and history of this
Mexican holiday. For the first
100 people to sign in, well-

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artist.”

When the economic impact
of the pandemic became clear,
Enamorado says Stay Gallery
lost the ability to draw income
from hosting events, lost
contributions for operating
expenses, and saw the City
of Downey’s rent subsidy cut
by almost 75 percent. He and
Canty scrambled to apply for
COVID relief grants. They were
successful, but still need to raise
funds that will cover rent for
about three months next year.

Enamorado says the meaning
and rewards of art in his own
life are behind his motivation to
keep Stay Gallery operating in
some way.

“Since second grade, art was
always my number one passion
and form of release and finding
peace,” he explains, “and [ know
that there are other kids in the

The depressed nature of the
economy caused by the COVID
pandemic makes this year’s Dia
de los Muertos festival unique
for another reason besides being
online.

“Everyone is donating all
their time,” says Vogel, “and
we’re doing this without a
budget. We’re not asking for
sponsorships either.” The
creation of La Ofrenda is a good
example of what is motivating so
many people in the arts.

Enamorado, who co-founded
Stay Gallery eight years ago,
runs his own marketing and
graphic design firm, Estevan
Studios. When not working for
his business clients, he and
Program Director Juliana Canty
set aside time for creating the
3-D art gallery featured for Dia
de los Muertos.

“Stay [Gallery] for me is a

traditional sugar calaveras
(skulls). Other links will take
children to various sites for arts
and crafts.

“Kids at home will be able
to print out all of these arts
and crafts and do them at
home,” Vogel explains. All
events, including workshop
participation, are free.

Families can stream the
classic black and white film
“Macario,” about a poor man
who makes a deal with the devil,
via the Downey City Library icon.
There will also be links to Story
Time and the bilingual Mil y un
Cuentos (A Thousand and One
Stories).

The “Mercado” icon will take
viewers to a virtual shopping
area where people can buy
selected Dia de los Muertos
articles such as hats, shirts,
buttons, etc.

“We’ve hand-picked these
vendors,” says Vogel, because
we worked with them before and
we want to feature them.”

The history and images of
Dia de los Muertos altars and
“trunk” altars will also be
available for viewing.

A separate icon will link
viewers to the work of featured
artist Martin Sanchez, who
is part of an art movement
sometimes referred to as
“found” art, a genre that
uses repurposed materials to
create mixed media and three-
dimensional pieces. Using
the discards of modern-day
society, Sanchez creates works
that reflect themes of Mexican
myths and symbolism. The link
will include an interview with
Sanchez and a private, guided
tour of his studio/gallery.

George Newman’s Casa
Calaveras, normally a walk-
through exhibit in prior
festivals, will have a link for
online viewing this year. Life-
size figures of a dead couple are
posed in various scenes to tell
the story of what happens as
they return each year for Dia de
los Muertos.

The 3-D art exhibition,
La Ofrenda, hosted by Stay
Gallery, is presenting themed
works especially created for the
festival. Enamorado explains
that viewers will be able to move
around the online gallery as in
avideo game, using arrows to
turn 360 degrees. Viewers can
zoom in on various pieces to
learn about the artist and media,
and 3-D programming allows
examination of sculpted work.
Most pieces will be offered for
sale.

to the arts in Downey.

“My interest,” says
Enamorado, “is just providing
students the opportunity to
come to a space to be able to
experience, learn, and share
art.” For Enamorado, the online
art exhibitions and events are an
important way for keeping Stay
Gallery relevant until normal
public interactions can resume.

DOWNEY — The Downey
Historical Society may have some
ghostly neighbors.

Nestled behind the Historical
Society’s building at Apollo Park
lies the Dismukes House, a small
home built in 1887 by Downey
Pioneer Edwin Price Dismukes for
his family.

After being saved from
demolition in 1986, the home was

donated to the Historical Society
and moved from its original
location to the corner of Rives
Avenue and Imperial Highway.
The building has been opened
up for tours in the past, however
most of the items in the home -
save for an old band hat and a bible
- is unoriginal to the family itself.

The house was recently
investigated by the Paranormal
Activity Research Team (PART),
which was founded in 1988 by
Alain Camiling.

“We’ve found that there are
many other people out there
that have had experiences and
kept it to themselves for fear of
judgement, risking their jobs, or
other things; it can have a heavy
toll or consequence when you
admit something like that,” said
Camiling. “We turned it into a

service where we go out and help
people document these strange
activities that they have.”

Admittedly, the Dismukes
Houseisprobablynotthefirst place
that would come to mind when
speaking of Downey’s potentially
spooky and supernatural urban
legends and myths.

Historical Society President
Bob Thompson offered one alleged
story of a woman who had been
distracted and pulled away from
a bath she was drawing, only to
return to the tub later and find the
water had been shut off despite
her being the only one in the
house at the time.

Still, PART’s initial
investigation - which took place
on Friday, Sept. 25 - began with
very little to go off of.
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“We only got a handful of
stories, a handful of incidents,”
said Camiling. “We kind of came
in here - I don’t want to say
blind - but with our guns blazing,
meaning every piece of equipment
we had to try and capture in this
short period of time some kind of
event, whether it’s an orb, voices,
or footsteps.”

Review of initial footage and
audio yielded results in the form
of some light “orb” phenomena
and a potential shadow object.

This helped the team fine-
tune their focus a little more when
they returned last week.

“We got a lot of light
anomalies, and we were able to
determine that they weren’t dust,
they weren’t bugs because of the
environment and the surrounding
opportunities that we had to look
at some of the other portions
of the house,” said Camiling.
“All the light anomalies kind of
corroborated and came together
with the other equipment. That
was neat to find. We were able to
target a little bit better some of

the areas with our cameras this
time.”

During their second
investigation last Friday, Camiling
said that the house was “pretty
active right away.”

“We weren’t able to get a good
baseline reading on some of the
equipment because it was just
going crazy the whole time, which
is exciting because it does indicate
that there is a lot more presence
than normal, for us anyways,”
said Camiling.

Specifically, PART believes
that they may have witnessed
what seemed to be a coherent
conversation or argument
between two potential spirits,
using technology comparable to
some voice to text apps.

“What’s neat this evening is I
think we were able to have them
comfortable with us, and they
were able to discuss things in front
of us,” said Camiling. “There’s
conversations where they seemed
more personal today, with us.”

“For me, [the highlight]

would literally be sitting through
what seemed like a conversation
between either a husband and wife
or some other couple, between
two different applications on
two different machines. They
went back and forth with each
other, it seemed like a coherent
conversation, and we could feel
the emotion; like if mom and dad
were arguing at the dinner table
and you just had to keep quiet and
listen to them go.”

It is unknown at this time
if PART will get another chance
to explore the Dismukes House
and any of the other-worldly
secrets that it may hold, however
Camiling says that he and the
team are “always excited to get
more data and come back to any
location that will have us.”

“Just being witness to these
things, whether it’s repeated
or not, is exciting to me,” said
Camiling. “Being able to give
answers to the historians that are
here and connect the dots that
they have from actual documented
facts and sightings is fun for us.”

Pandemic puts damper on championship

celebrations downtown

DOWNEY — With Lakers
glory still fresh in mind and the
Dodgers putting an end to their
over 32-year championship
drought, the excitement is
palpable amongst Los Angeles
sports fans.

However, as businesses
continue to cope with the burden
of COVID-19 mandates, the
big-game atmosphere has been
significantly crippled on Downey
Avenue.
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Service to Downey

Fans still showed up to
support  their teams, but
according to Bastards Canteen
owner Nick Velez, the usual
high-energy was tapered.

“People are still kind of
scared of the whole COVID, and
how to react in public,” said
Velez. “It’s a different vibe; a
different feeling. You don’t get
the loud yells and the excitement
after every home run.”

“You get them, but it calms
down right away. You don’t have
the high-fives and the hugs;
those are gone. You don’t see
that anymore, which is kind of
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eerie in a way.”

Across the street, Joseph’s
Bar and Grill experienced a
similar phenomenon.

“It’s not like it was in years
past,” said Joseph’s owner Simon
Simonian. “People aren’t as
interactive; you don’t see a lot of
motion... People are just sitting
down, watching, cheering, but
sitting down and not being as
interactive as years past.”

“It takes away from a lot
of the fun of a playoff series,
considering that we’re LA and
we had the Lakers, and now
we have the Dodgers in the

Bast Cholce fior Downey
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championships. We’re not able
to celebrate it as much.”

With restaurants still limited
to outdoor seating arrangements
and bound to socially distancing
their patrons, space also became
a bit of an obstacle.

“What’s hurting us right
now is having these restrictions
doesn’t allow us to maximize our

space and bring on the clientele
that want to come in and enjoy
the game,” said Velez. “We’re
limited in the amount of space
that we have in the outdoor
seating, because there’s no
indoor seating.”

“With that said, the amount
of entertainment and tv’s that
we’re able to have outside is not

the same that we’re able to have
inside for our patrons...By the
time they get there, all the seats
are taken because there’s not too
many outdoor seats that have a
tv view, right?

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Downey film festival postponed as organizer
considers options

DOWNEY — “We’ll meet
again, some sunny day.” Vera
Lynn encouraged a war-weary
England with the song in
WWII. Stephen Colbert made
a 15 -minute star-studded
lingering farewell of it. Now
Glenn Stephens is promising
with these words that he has
only postponed, not cancelled,
Downey’s free film festival,
Glennfest.

“Every year we’ve celebrated
the number of years as our
theme,” he said. “This year, ‘9
Luft Balloons’ stands for nine
years since our first festival, and
that was my birthday present
to the City of Downey, for my
October birthday. This year
we’ve postponed it, but the ninth
annual Glennfest Film Festival is
going to happen before Year 10
arrives.”

Glenn is planning on the
weekend before Thanksgiving
for an opening. He has two
options, a drive-in set-up, or live
theatre showings, and the choice
depends on which COVID-19
tier Los Angeles Country finds

itself in. Red Tier means movie
theatres can open up at 25%
capacity (no more than 100).

“The Epic Lounge is ready,
if limited, live attendance is
allowed,” Glenn said, “with our
signature free popcorn and soft
drinks. There’s a screen, and a
bar and restaurant, LA Buns, on
the premises. And The Downey
Theatre is fully-equipped and
can accommodate us with a
limited audience.”

There are plans for a gala
and public receptions with social
distancing and masks, for donors
and sponsors and presenters,
and appearances by authors,
directors and actors. Discussions
for everyone. Glenn wants to
preserve the live theatre-going
experience.

“With six full-length movies
plus short films, one feature a
day would give Downey movie
lovers a seven-day film festival,”
Glenn said.

Alternatively, if indoor
enclosed gatherings are still
banned, Glenn is developing the
idea of drive-in showings. He
has the resources to arrange the
sound system using the FM radios
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in cars, and he could build a frame
to brace a large screen, finished
with special non-reflective paint
he bought from the only dealer,
in Northern California. Light
would not reflect back from the
projector on that.

The mayor of Downey, Blanca
Pacheco, is holding “Drive-In
Movies with the Mayor” at the
Downey Adult School where a
drive-in movie area has been
constructed, modeled after Rick
Rodriguez’s popular “Movie with
the Mayor” on the lawn of the
Columbia space center.

“We have to narrow it down
to that, or other available parking
lots,” Glenn said. “Churches,
schools, that aren’t being utilized
during the pandemic would
be great for a drive-in. State
regulations limit the number
of cars per screening. And food
trucks are not allowed, but food
can be delivered to the car. As
always, attendance at our movies
is free of charge.”

“We’ve got a special interest
film,” said Glenn, “for kids and
young adults with special needs,
called ‘Racetime.” It’s a lively
animated French film that’s

dubbed in English, so the kids
don’t have to try to read subtitles
on the screen. We encourage
parents and care-givers to
accompany each child and we
give free refreshments for the

kids and young adults.
“There’s  a non-profit
association in Downey, The

Estrellas Brillantes, that assists
persons of any age with special
needs” said Glenn. “They’ll
all turn out each year for the
screenings. They’ll love the
movie.”

The group was formed to
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encourage those with special
needs to socialize by using art.
They fill the gap that government
programs don’t address.

The film for special needs
kids is presented by Union
SEIU, Local 721 ADA Caucus,
and Assemblymember Cristina
Garcia is an avid supporter. “She
also helps us with presenting
films about empowering
women,” Glenn said. “The full-
length feature, ‘This Changes
Everything,’ about the me-too
movement, is a good example,
about women in the movie
industry confronting bullying
and harassment.”
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Presenters and sponsors are
important categories of donors,
and Glenn welcomes help with
paying all the costs associated
with the Festival. He can be
contacted at glenn@Glennfest.
com by anyone who wants to
contribute funds or volunteer
their time. Glenn also needs an
assistant to keep him on track, as
he’s that busy.

“Glennfest 2020 is going to
happen,” Glenn said. “Look for
the announcement of firm dates
and places and times. We’ll be
back when it’s safe, some sunny
day.”

Downey property values grow

by 5.3%

DOWNEY — The total assessed value of all Downey properties
increased by 5.3% this past year to a total value of approximately

$13.18 billion.

The figures were released Monday by the L.A. County Assessor.

Despite the pandemic, local cities saw increases in total
assessed property values, which were attributed to sales, new home
construction, and the annual inflation adjustment.

Downey properties increased more than $658 million from 2019

to 2020.

Downey has 23,384 property lots within city limits; of those,
22,050 are residential or residential income properties.

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We’re already
transitioning
from fossil
fuels

Joe Biden could have used more careful wording at that debate, but
his talk of shifting the economy from fossil fuels to cleaner energy
reflected a process well on its way. The transition started before
Donald Trump took office and accelerated during his presidency.

Hoping to vacuum up some votes in 0il- and gas-producing swing
states, Trump pounced on Biden’s remark. He also replayed one of
his favorite lies, that Biden would ban fracking. Biden would stop
hydraulic fracturing only on federal land, a middle position that has
displeased some environmentalists.

Trump’s been pushing another lie, that he “saved our oil
industry.” Actually, he didn’t.

On the contrary, America’s oil and gas companies are in big
trouble and filing record bankruptcies this year. Exxon Mobil isn’t
among them, but the legendary oil giant has lost over 66 percent of
its market value since 2013.

The reason is partly the transition, pushed along by the rapidly
falling cost of green energy. Renewables such as solar and wind are
expected to provide 20 percent of America’s electricity this year,
according to the U.S. Energy Information Administration. That’s
more than double their share 10 years ago.

For one brief but shocking moment, Exxon’s market value fell
below that of NextEra Energy, a wind and solar power company that
few have heard of. Clearly, the move from fossil fuels to clean energy
sources is not just about environmentalism. It’s about capitalism.
It’s where investors want to put their money.

COVID-19 has multiplied the suffering of fossil fuel companies
and their workers. Fear of the virus has applied the brakes on flying,
driving and other energy-dependent activities. The resulting glut in
oil and gas is largely to blame for the loss of 107,000 jobs between
April and August. By September, the number of oil rigs operating in
the U.S. had dropped more than two-thirds from only a year before.

Trump was president all that time. Had he not gone limp on
confronting the public health crisis, there’d probably still be a lot
more oil and gas jobs today. Other countries managed to corner this
plague, and their economies are going full tilt.

0il companies know the transition is on schedule. BP leads the
pack in planning a 40 percent cut in oil and gas production over
the next decade — while boosting investment in wind, solar and
hydrogen power. This radical move reflects the economic realities,
the British company says. It believes that global demand for oil has
already peaked and might never return to pre-pandemic levels.

Hello, Texas. Texas is America’s No. 1 producer of oil and gas but
also wind energy. Only four countries generate more wind power than
Texas. And, oh, yes, average wages of renewable energy jobs now top
those of fossil fuel jobs, the Houston Chronicle reports.

Solar PV (PV stands for “photovoltaic,” one of the solar
technologies) and onshore wind (the Texas kind) are currently the
cheapest newly constructed energy sources for two-thirds of the
world’s population, according to the research group BloombergNEF.
The cost of batteries to store the energy is also falling.

Bigger turbines have further lowered the price of onshore wind
power over the past five years. Rural landowners, meanwhile, are
cashing some nice checks as they lease their acres to wind farms.

Do Texans really want four more years of a president who
ruminates that wind turbines may cause cancer?

Opinion polls out of Stanford University find that the virus and
economic downturn have not at all reduced the public’s growing
worry over rising temperatures. Biden’s ambitious climate plan may
be sweet words to voters in his base but also to the voters well beyond
it. We shall see — and hope.

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Motels in Norwalk, Whittier to be converted
into homeless housing

m L.A. County is
spending millions of
dollars to acquire motels
that will be converted
into long-time housing.

NORWALK — Los Angeles
County Supervisor Janice Hahn
on Tuesday approved plans to
purchase four motels in her
district -- including a Motel 6
in Norwalk -- and convert them
to supportive housing units for
formerly homeless residents.

The projects are part of the
state’s Project Homekey effort
to protect the state’s homeless
residents who are at high risk
for serious illness due to the
COVID-19 pandemic.

The Motel 6in Norwalk located
at 10646 E. Rosecrans Avenue will
be purchased for $5.74 million. It
includes 56 rooms.

This site will initially serve
as an interim shelter site with
24/7 uniformed security, on-site
meals, and wrap-around services,
before being converted to
permanent supportive housing.

[twillbe managed through the
county’s Department of Health
Services Housing for Health
program. The County of Los
Angeles will continue to provide
supportive health and mental
health services to the residents of
this site after it is renovated into
permanent supportive housing
units.

“We are in the middle of dual
crises-- an ongoing homeless
crisis and a pandemic that
threatens the lives of people
living on our streets,” said Hahn.
“We need to act with the urgency
that both crises demand. With
the state’s funding and support,
we are transforming motels
across my district into affordable
apartments with wraparound

services. This model is quicker
and less expensive than building
new housing from scratch.”

Of the eight Project Homekey
projects approved in LA County
so far, four are in Hahn’s Fourth
District. Hahn has long advocated
for hotel/motel conversions as
a way to quickly and efficiently
create much-needed supportive
housing to address the ongoing
homelessness crisis.

In addition to the Norwalk
motel, the projects approved
Tuesday also include ones in
unincorporated Whittier, Long
Beach, and Hacienda Heights, for
a total of 354 units.

“Transitional housing
is  critical for  vulnerable
populations. That is why I

was proud to have authored
Senate Bill 450 last year with
the support of Supervisor
Hahn, which allowed cities to
purchase motels and convert
them into housing. In this time
of unprecedented housing need,
Governor Newsom expanded our
bill through Project Homekey,
and put more funding into it,
which will help counties like Los
Angeles tackle homelessness
head on,” said Senator Tom
Umberg (D - Santa Ana). “The
state must be proactive in its
continued partnership with local
community goals for housing,
and support life-changing efforts
for those in need.”

“I’m pleased to be partnering
with Supervisor Hahn on this
important issue,” said State
Senator Bob Archuleta. “I know
my cities are willing to step up and
do their part to help the homeless
situation that affects so many,
including veterans. I appreciate
the efforts and commitment by
the County Board of Supervisors
that their support will be given
to ensure the services provided
as promised at the Homekey
sites, including 24/7 Security,

medical, mental health services,
case management, and housing
navigation, will work correctly to
benefit the communities and the
homeless.”

The county will renovate
acquired motels so they can be
used for permanent housing.
Renovations will include various
improvements, including the
addition of kitchens and other
amenities.

At each site residents will be
able to access on-site supportive
services to address physical
health, mental health, and other
needs.

Each motel will initially be
used as interim housing for
individuals at high risk during the
pandemic before the work is done
to transform it into permanent
supportive housing units. Shelter
operations will be overseen by
either the LA County Department
of Health Services’ (DHS)
Housing for Health Program
or the Los Angeles Homeless
Services  Authority  (LAHSA).
DHS and LAHSA will contract
with homeless service providers
experienced in operating interim
housing facilities.

All sites will provide meals
on-site and 24/7 security.
Participants will agree to a
code of conduct that will be
enforced by site staff. Homeless
service providers will offer
case management services to
help connect interim housing
participants with permanent
housing and other supportive
services.

Funding for the purchase
and operation of these motels
comes from the State’s CARES
Act dollars. Funding from the
County’s Affordable Housing
Trust Fund will be wused to
renovate each motel in order for
it to be converted to permanent
supportive housing.

L.A. County is acquiring a Motel 6 property in Norwalk and will use it to house local homeless residents.

Homekey Whittier

The Motel 6 in Whittier
located at 8221 South Pioneer
Boulevard will be purchased at a
price of $10,333,094. It includes
99 rooms.

This motel is currently being
used as a Project Roomkey
interim housing site for seniors
and individuals with serious
health conditions. There is
24/7 uniformed security, on-
site health and mental health
supportive services, and meals
are served on-site.

The County of Los Angeles will
continue to provide supportive
health and mental health services
to the residents of this site after
it is renovated into permanent
supportive housing units.

Homekey Long Beach

The Motel 6 Long Beach site
located at 5665 East 7th Street

will be purchased for $5,615,000.
It includes 43 rooms.

This site will initially serve
as an Interim Shelter site before
being converted to permanent
supportive housing.

This site will be run by the
Department of Health Services’
Housing for Health program
and will have 24/7 security,
housing navigation, medical
and specialized mental health
services on site.

The County of Los Angeles will
continue to provide supportive
health and mental health services
to the residents of this site after
it is renovated into permanent
supportive housing units.

Homekey Hacienda
Heights

The Motel 6 in Hacienda
Heights located at 1172 South 7th
Avenue will be purchased at a

price of $12,450,000.

This Motel 6 is currently
being used as a Project Roomkey
interim housing site for seniors
and individuals with serious
health conditions. It includes 156
rooms.

There is 24/7 uniformed
security, on-site health and
mental health supportive
services, and meals are served
on-site. Crime has gone down in
the neighborhood since the site
became interim housing in April
2020.

The County of Los Angeles will
continue to provide supportive
health and mental health services
to the residents of this site after
it is renovated into permanent
supportive housing units.

Wheelchair users find
support at Rancho

m Researchers at Rancho
Los Amigos developed
new technology to help
people confined to a
wheelchair.

DOWNEY A pressure
injury (or sore) is a common
complication after a spinal

cord injury (SCI) and can be
devastating.

These injuries can develop
when pressure is applied to the
skin for extended periods of
time. This continuous pressure
reduces blood flow to the skin

and underlying tissues, resulting
in cell injury and death.

There are many reasons that
too much pressure ends up being
applied to the skin, including
poorly-fitting  shoes and/or
braces, damaged or inappropriate

wheelchair cushions, or not
performing regular pressure
relief activities.

In individuals with SCI, even
small bumps or scrapes can
increase your risk.

Without early identification
and proper care, pressure injuries
can become so complicated that
they affect muscle and bone and
require surgical intervention.

Individuals recovering from
surgery or a chronic pressure

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injury usually need months to
heal, during which very little
time is spent out of bed.

Following doctor’s orders
while at home can be challenging,
but is crucial for recovery.
Rancho Los Amigos National
Rehabilitation  Center’s own
employee Charles Whitehead
knows this firsthand.

After recovering from an
unrelated hospitalization, he
found himself extremely weak
and with pressure injuries on
both feet.

The doctor ordered him
to stay at home with his feet
elevated as much as possible.

“When I returned home, I
could barely move myself into
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the  wheelchair,” explained
Charles who has been battling
a chronic pressure injury on his
foot for well over a year. “I pride
myself on being independent,
but it was hard. [ used my mental
energy to get over the physical
difficulties.”

Charles  used  resistive
exercise bands and an arm cycle
to slowly regain strength and
used opportunities like doctor
appointments  to  gradually
increase his pushing. Writing
music and accessing work on
his computer also kept him busy
while at home.

Juan Garibay, another
employee of Rancho Research
Institute at Rancho with an SCI,
found the mental aspect most
challenging during his two-year
journey recovering from several
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pressure injury surgeries.

“Life was essentially on
hold. So I used the time to
reflect on where I was and where
I wanted to be; setting goals
for both work and school, and
reading constantly. I scheduled

myself each day including a
maintenance program to build
up my stamina again”. He uses
bands and dumb bells to exercise
as well as manage his pain.

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High school sports remains on schedule
for December start

DOWNEY — The California
Interscholastic Federation
(C.LLF.) is proceeding with their
proposed July schedule and
fall sports teams will resume
respective practice schedules in
early December.

Winter and spring sports

begin their respective seasons
once fall sports conclude in late

March and early April.
Boys’ and girls’ cross
country, football, boys’ and

girls’ volleyball and boys’ and
girls’ water polo will begin
official practices in December
and will start competing in
January.

According to both Juan and
Charles, connection with family
and friends was key to their
rehabilitation. Interaction with
others made the time go faster
and provided great emotional
support during their recovery.

Juan cautioned, however,
“Even when it’s easier to rely on
other people, rely on yourself.
Because at the end of the day, it’s
just you.”

Nearly 80% of people with
SCI will experience at least one
pressure injury in their lifetime.
The great news, however, is that
most of them are preventable!
Being proactive in the prevention
of pressure injuries is essential to
staying healthy.

For wheelchair users, the
best way to prevent a pressure
injury is to do regular pressure
relief activities that offload the
skin and allow blood to circulate.

To assist wheelchair users
in their prevention efforts,
researchers at Rancho have
been developing and refining
technological  systems  that
integrate sensory information
(e.g., pressure sensors) with
biofeedback (e.g., visual or audio
cues).

Just recently, the research
team has completed the initial
development of the first ever IoT
connected pressure sensing mat
through a collaboration with a
technology company, Sensoria
Health Inc.

Known as the Sensoria
Mat, this system consists of an

artificial intelligence (AI) enabled
mat and a mobile app designed to
promote a good pressure relief
habits for wheelchair users.
The mobile app and hardware
uses Microsoft Azure’s cloud
and IoT Central infrastructure,
simplifying connectivity and
usability for the user as well
as providing the clinicians
easy access to the information
remotely.

Ultimately, the support and
coaching provided by Sensoria
Mat is expected to reduce the
risk of getting a pressure injury
or sore.

Consisting of an optional
hand-made cushion and a
sensor-infused  insert, the
Sensoria Mat allows for three
things to be accomplished that
promote positive prevention

We’re kind of stuck in the
middle of a pissed-off customer
and making sure that we meet
our COVID restrictions. It’s hard
for the customer to understand
that without us meeting those
restrictions, we’re not going to
be in business tomorrow.”

Joseph’s enjoys a bit of an
advantage, able to utilize its
outdoor patio along with the

extended seating
allowed by the city.

Still, both restaurants had to
turn some fans away.

“That’s happened several
times; I’ve actually gotten
complaints about that,” said
Simonian. “We’ve had people in
line where they want to get in,
and we can’t accommodate.”

“We allow a little bit of time
for them to stay, we tell them
it’s going to be half an hour, at
least...usually, when the game’s

currently

already started and half an hour
in, nobody has left and those
people are fans that are going to
stay till the end of the game.”

Simonian recommended
that people show up early if they
wanted a seat, which left some
patrons unhappy.

“Once these people sit down,
I can’t necessarily tell them,
‘Watch half the game and get
up,’” said Simonian. “Once all
the tables are taken, it’s really
not in our hands to add more

behavior in its users: Tracking,
Relieving and Analyzing.

First, the system provides
the wheelchair user with the
ability to track both the quantity
and quality of each pressure
relief activity in near real-time
throughout the day.

The mobile application -
available for both Android and
iOS smartphones - also provides
feedback on correct technique
and reminds the user to perform
weight relief activities regularly
based on a clinically prescribed
protocol.

Finally, through the HIPAA
compliant web based dashboard,
clinicians and physical therapists
also have the ability to assess
their patients effort remotely
without having to bring them
into the clinic.

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Interest rates are low. Should you refinance?

efinancing a mortgage
means paying off

an existing loan and
replacing it with a
new one. There are

many reasons why homeowners
refinance:

To obtain a lower interest
rate

To shorten the term of their
mortgage

To convert from an
adjustable-rate mortgage
(ARM) to a fixed-rate mortgage,
or vice versa

To tap into home equity
to raise funds to deal with a
financial emergency, finance a
large purchase, or consolidate
debt

Since refinancing can cost
between 2% and 5% of a loan’s
principal and—as with an
original mortgage—requires
an appraisal, title search, and
application fees, it’s important
for a homeowner to determine
whether refinancing is a wise
financial decision.

Refinancing to Secure a
Lower Interest Rate

One of the best reasons to
refinance is to lower the interest
rate on your existing loan.
Historically, the rule of thumb is
that refinancing is a good idea if
you can reduce your interest rate
by at least 2%. However, many
lenders say 1% savings is enough
of an incentive to refinance.

Reducing your interest rate
not only helps you save money,
but it also increases the rate at
which you build equity in your
home, and it can decrease the
size of your monthly payment.
For example, a 30-year fixed-
rate mortgage with an interest
rate of 5.5% on a $100,000 home
has a principal and interest
payment of $568. That same loan
at 4.1% reduces your payment to
S$477.

Refinancing to Shorten
the Loan’s Term

When interest rates fall,
homeowners sometimes have
the opportunity to refinance an
existing loan for another loan

that, without much change in
the monthly payment, has a
significantly shorter term.

For a 30-year fixed-rate
mortgage on a $100,000 home,
refinancing from 9% to 5.5% can
cut the term in half to 15 years
with only a slight change in the
monthly payment from $805 to
$817. However, if you’re already
at 5.5% for 30 years ($568),
getting, a 3.5% mortgage for 15
years would raise your payment
to $715. So do the math and see
what works.

Refinancing to Convert
to an ARM or Fixed-
Rate Mortgage

While ARMs often start
out offering lower rates than
fixed-rate mortgages, periodic
adjustments can result in rate
increases that are higher than
the rate available through a
fixed-rate mortgage.2 When this
occurs, converting to fixed-rate
mortgage results in a lower
interest rate and eliminates
concern over future interest rate
hikes.

Conversely, converting
from a fixed-rate loan to an
ARM—which often has a lower
monthly payment than a fixed-
term mortgage—can be a sound

financial strategy if interest
rates are falling, especially for
homeowners who do not play
to stay in their homes for more
than a few years.

These homeowners can
reduce their loan’s interest rate
and monthly payment, but they
will not have to worry about how
higher rates go 30 years in the
future.

If rates continue to fall, the
periodic rate adjustments on an
ARM result in decreasing rates
and smaller monthly mortgage
payments eliminating the need
to refinance every time rates
drop. With mortgage interest
rates rising, on the other
hand, this would be an unwise
strategy.

Refinancing to Tap
Equity or Consolidate
Debt

While the previously
mentioned reasons to refinance
are all financially sound,
mortgage refinancing can be a
slippery slope to never-ending
debt.

Homeowners often access
the equity in their homes to
cover major expenses, such as
the costs of home remodeling
or a child’s college education.
These homeowners may justify
the refinancing by the fact that
remodeling adds value to the
home or that the interest rate on
the mortgage loan is less than
the rate on money borrowed
from another source.

Another justification is
that the interest on mortgages
is tax-deductible. While
these arguments may be true,
increasing the number of years
that you owe on your mortgage
is rarely a smart financial
decision nor is spending a dollar
on interest to get a 30-cent tax
deduction. Also note that since
the Tax Cut and Jobs Act went

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into effect, the size of the loan
on which you can deduct interest
has dropped from $1 million

to $750,000 if you bought your
house after Dec. 15, 2017.

Many homeowners refinance
to consolidate their debt. At
face value, replacing high-
interest debt with a low-interest
mortgage is a good idea.
Unfortunately, refinancing does
not bring automatic financial
prudence. Take this step only if
you are convinced you can resist
the temptation to spend once
the refinancing relieves you
from debt.

Be aware that a large
percentage of people who once
generated high-interest debt
on credit cards, cars, and other
purchases will simply do it again
after the mortgage refinancing
gives them the available credit
to do so. This creates an instant
quadruple loss composed of
wasted fees on the refinancing,
lost equity in the house,
additional years of increased
interest payments on the new
mortgage, and the return of
high-interest debt once the
credit cards are maxed out
again—the possible result is an
endless perpetuation of the debt
cycle and eventual bankruptcy.

Another reason to refinance

can be a serious financial
emergency. If that is the case,
carefully research all your
options for raising funds before
you take this step. If you do a
cash-out refinance, you may be
charged a higher interest rate
on the new mortgage than for

a rate-and-term refinance, in
which you don’t take out money.

The Bottom Line

Refinancing can be a great
financial move if it reduces your
mortgage payment, shortens
the term of your loan, or helps
you build equity more quickly.
When used carefully, it can also
be a valuable tool for bringing
debt under control. Before you
refinance, take a careful look at
your financial situation and ask
yourself: How long do I plan to
continue living in the house?
How much money will I save by
refinancing?

Again, keep in mind that
refinancing costs 2% to 5% of the
loan’s principal. It takes years to
recoup that cost with the savings
generated by a lower interest
rate or a shorter term. So, if
you are not planning to stay in
the home for more than a few
years, the cost of refinancing
may negate any of the potential

savings.

It also pays to remember that
a savvy homeowner is always
looking for ways to reduce
debt, build equity, save money,
and eliminate their mortgage
payment. Taking cash out of
your equity when you refinance
does not help to achieve any of
those goals.
