m Infections are on the rise
and health officials fear the
upcoming Thanksgiving
holiday will lead to more
infections.

DOWNEY Coronavirus
cases are surging across Los
Angeles County, including in
Downey, which has seen its case
rate spike over the last week,
prompting warnings from health
officials.

L.A. County health director
Barbara Ferrer on Monday said
Downey is among the leaders in
COVID-19 cases, joining other
communities such as Pacoima,
East Los Angeles, South Gate and
Hollywood.

“For everyone who’s living
in these communities, please
note you need to take extra
precautions,”” Ferrer said. “And
if you’ve had an exposure, you
should know that there’s plenty
of testing available so you can go
in immediately and find a place
to get tested.”

As of Wednesday, the
number of Downey residents
who had contracted coronavirus
was 4,952. Ninety-one Downey
residents have been killed by the
virus.

For comparison, the virus
has killed 88 in Norwalk, 42 in
Whittier and 31 in Paramount.

Nursing homes continue
to be the most vulnerable. At
Downey’s Brookfield Health
Center, seven staff members and
19 residents have come down
with the virus; six people have
died.

“It is promising to hear
the news of COVID-19 vaccine
possibilities in the near future,”
said Ferrer. “However, we cannot
wait for a vaccine to slow the
spread of COVID-19 in L.A.
County. Every person needs to
make personal decisions each
day to use the tools we know
work. [ ask that you encourage
your family and friends to stay
the course. The power to prevent
more cases, hospitalizations and
deaths is within all of us.”

National Disaster

The White House coronavirus
task forcewarnedof “accelerating
community spread across the
top half of the country,” in
reports distributed to states this
week. The task force, which last
week warned of “significant
deterioration in the Sunbelt,”
said that has led to the “most
diffuse spread experienced to
date.”

And a separate forecast
from the Children’s Hospital of
Philadelphia Policy Lab projects
conditions will worsen in the
West Coast, the Northeast and
the mid-Atlantic states over the
next several weeks.

Hospitalizations, ICU
admissions and ventilator usage
are rising in every single state,
the lab said.

That’s as the US reported

the  highest number  of
hospitalizations ever on
Wednesday -- with more

than 65,000 Covid-19 patients
nationwide, according to the
COVID Tracking Project.

Tod Corrin says farewell

= The longtime civic
leader has left his
mark on Downey’s
public education
system.

DOWNEY — Since beginning
his journey as a Board of
Education member for the
Downey Unified School District
in 2003, Tod Corrin credits and
acknowledges his last 17 years of
service to the students within the
district.

“I’'m most proud of all the
things that our students have
accomplished during my time on
the Board,” Corrin shared as he
began to reflect on his time as a
member. “Having our attendance
and graduation rates grow above
surrounding districts and seeing
the accomplishments of our kids
competing in sports, band and
Career Technical programs, has
truly brought me great joy.”

When running to become
a member of the Board of
Education in 2003, Corrin based
his campaign around growing the
Career Technical Education (CTE)
programs within the district. At
that time, Downey Unified only
offered courses like antiquated
wood shop and cooking/sewing
classes to high school students.

Now, the district has
exceeded Corrin’s expectations
by developing 14 various CTE
pathways thatbeginat the middle
school level. These pathways
have flourished during Corrin’s
time on the Board and vary
from Automotive Technology,
Computer Programing, Culinary
Arts, Construction Technology,
Digital Animation and Welding
to name a few.

Another one of his main goals
while serving on the Board of
Education was passing the School
Bond Measure (Measure O) to
further aid in the construction
and structural improvements to
our campuses and facilities.

Measure O was passed by
voters in 2014 and has resulted
in numerous updates to both
technology and structural spaces
for students.

Over the last few years, Corrin
was able to see the finished
products of the previous School
Bond Measure (Measure D) that
resulted in major construction

within Downey Unified’s
comprehensive high schools.
This included new football

stadiums at both schools, an
Engineering Building at Downey
High and an Olympic size
swimming pool at Warren High.

“l supported Measure O
in full force, although it may
have cost a bit of money on my
property taxes,” Corrin jokingly
remarked. “It’s well worth it if
we are going to make a difference
in the lives of kids and these 21st
Century facilities do, which is
very exciting to see.”

During his time as a Board
member, Corrin has served as
President two times and Vice
President three times. He says
farewell, but not goodbye, from

his seat as Vice President of the
Board of Education.

He has been proud to work

with former Superintendent
Dr. Wendy Doty and current
Superintendent Dr. John Garcia.
He credits his initial involvement
of wanting to become a Board
member to Bob Winningham,
former Downey Mayor, and
former Superintendent Dr. Doty,
noting that it was the time they
all served on the YMCA Board
that truly sparked his interest in
serving on the School Board.

Corrin shared that as he
steps away, he is happy to have
someone who has students
currently in the district take
over his position on the Board
of Education to ensure that
decision-making is in the best
interest of students.

“My children were enrolled
in the district when I became a
Board member and I was very
active in both sports and various
PTAs at each of my children’s
schools,” shared Corrin. “I was
invested in every decision that
was made during my time on the
Board and think that it’s a very
important factor when electing a
new member.”

As such, Corrin plans on
continuing to be active in his
children’s lives as they have
now transitioned into adulthood.
After forty years of marriage,
Corrin and his wife Beth will
be following their children
and grandchildren to Texas in
the coming months; however,
he wants the community and
especially the YMCA to know that
he will still be very involved and
active.

“I plan on coming back
regularly and continuing my
community involvement,” stated
Corrin. “The Easter Caravan is
very close to my heart and I still
plan on directing this for years to
come.”

Corrin has been directing
the YMCA’s Eastern Caravan
for 48 years and was saddened
that this year’s event had to be
canceled due to the pandemic.

This program began in 1973 and
has been a real joy in Corrin’s
life since its establishment.
However, it does come with its
own set of obstacles.

“All of the work leading up to
the Caravan, really the business
part of it, is difficult,” shared
Corrin. “Making sure everything
runs smoothly is very stressful,
but when you consider the impact
you have on Kkids, it’s all worth
it... It’s kind of like working for
the school district. The impact
we have on kids makes it all
worth it.”

When sharing some of the
many things that he will miss
once retiring from the Board of
Education, Corrin shared that
it will be the commencement
ceremonies that he so proudly
participates in each year that he
will miss the most.

“The graduation celebrations
are something I look forward to
each year,” explained Corrin.
“Most of these students don’t
even know who we are, but just
seeing their culmination of 12
years of education within our
district and the excitement
that they have as they get their
diplomas and the excitement of
their families, is such an amazing
thing to be a part of.”

He concluded this thought

by sharing his heartfelt remorse
to last year’s senior class
who was unable to have their
commencement in May in a
traditional way.

Corrin  will be  saying
farewell, but not goodbye, on
December 15th during Downey
Unified School District’s
virtual Reorganizational Board
of Education meeting.  This
meeting is set to wish him and
longtime Board member, Donald
E. LaPlante, farewell after a
combined 58 years of service to
the students and staff within the
district.

Although Corrin will
continue to be involved in the
district as well as various aspects
within the community, including
the YMCA’s Easter Caravan,
he retires from the Board of
Education with a heavy heart
but grateful satisfaction. He is
looking forward to the time he
will be able to spend with his
children and grandchildren;
however, stepping away from
the students within the district is
going to be a transition for him.

“I’m going to miss it, I truly
am,” he said. “But I mean, it’s
not about me. It’s always been
about the kids.”

to hybrid or full distance
learning schedules for their
children.

DOWNEY — As the Downey
Unified School District continues
to plan for an eventual return
to campus, they are now asking
parents to commit to either full-

distance or hybrid models.

At its meeting Tuesday, the
Downey school board was given
another update and glimpse
at what the future holds for
teachers and students.

At the elementary level,
classes will operate on an a.m.
/ p-m. model. All students will
come to school four days a week
with one distance learning day.

Students will be  split
between two groups — a morning
group and an afternoon group -
meeting from 8:30-11 a.m. and

12:10-2:40 p.m. respectively.
There is no formal recess period
and lunch will be provided in
grab and go style.

Between these two groups,
teachers will be provided time for
a break, cleaning, and lunch.

At the secondary level,
students will be split into three
cohorts - two in-person, and
one distance learning - which
will alternate between four
days, with a full-distance day on
Wednesday.

Classes will take place from

8:30 a.m. to 12:30 p.m., with
teachers teaching in-person and
Zoom students simultaneously.

Lunch will also be grab and
go to be eaten off campus. There
will then be an intervention/
enrichment period from 1:15-2
p.m., with office hours following
until 3 p.m.

Once on campus, students can
expect mandatory face coverings,
as well as the implementation of
desk shields and safety signage.

Social distancing will also
be in effect, including one-way
directions / movement, and
multiple and assigned entry
points.

Students and staff will be
trained on proper hand hygiene,
and will be required to wash
hands and/or use hand sanitizer
upon entering school sites and
classrooms.

Water fountains will no
longer be accessible. Instead, the
District will provide water bottle
filling stations around campuses.

Classrooms, restrooms and
workspaces will all be cleaned
and disinfected at the end of the
school day.

Parents are now being asked
to state their intent for their
students, committing to either
full-distance learning or hybrid
schedule and submitting their
choice to the District by next
Monday, Nov. 16.

“In order to make schedules,
we need to know how many
teachersare comingbackand how
many students are coming back,”
said Assistant Superintendent
Dr. Roger Brossmer. “Everything
surrounds getting that
information as soon as we can.
As soon as we have that, we can
start working on schedules.”

“We have to confirm or lock
[families] into that choice...
We’re not doing it to rush people,
but we really need to have the
data so that we can come back
and have schedules ready to go.
There’s a lot of pieces, but we
need all pieces together to really
do the important next steps that
we have.”

Still, a return cannot take
place until LA County can move
from the purple “widespread”
tier to the red “substantial” tier.

“Our Jan. 4 date is contingent

upon being red Dec. 7,” said
Brossmer.

But who will serve
as mayor pro tem¢

has limited options as

DOWNEY — Downey’s new-
look city council will be seated
next month and one of its first
tasks will be to fill its leadership
positions for the upcoming year.

Returning to the council is
Mayor Blanca Pacheco, who was
re-elected last week, along with
Mayor Pro Tem Claudia Frometa
and Councilman Sean Ashton.

Out are Rick Rodriguez and
Alex Saab; they are expected to
be replaced by Catherine Alvarez
and Mario Trujillo, respectively.
(Election results will be certified
and made official in the coming
weeks.)

It’s widely expected that
Frometa’s council colleagues will
elect her mayor for 2021. She’ll
be tasked with guiding Downey
as it navigates the throes of an
unprecedented pandemic.

The more  complicated

question is who council members
will choose to serve as mayor
pro tem, which could serve as a
stepping stone to mayor in 2022.

The mayor pro tem
essentially plays the role of vice
president, running meetings in
the absence of the mayor. It’s a
ceremonial position that often
leads to the mayorship, although
not always. The city council has
the discretion to make any of
its five members mayor with a
simple majority vote.

This year, selecting a mayor
pro tem will be trickier than
years prior due to a combination
of new, inexperienced members
joining the city council and
political discord. Below is a closer
examination of the council’s
options.

Sean Ashton

Under normal circumstances,
Ashton would be the obvious
choice to serve as mayor pro tem.
A six-year veteran of the city
council, he’s served as mayor
pro tem in the past and has a
solid understanding of how city
government works.

However, he hasn’t endeared
himself to his council colleagues.
In 2016, Ashton accused the
city council of breaking the
state’s open meeting laws when
it skipped him for the mayor
pro tem position. (The council
reversed its decision a week
later.)

More recently, he drew
criticism for posing for a photo
with Catherine Alvarez, who has
staged loud and profane protests
outside the homes of council
members.

Blanca Pacheco

When Pacheco was sworn-in
as Downey mayor in December
2019, she had no idea what the
next 12 months held in store.
Most people were expecting a
genial year of ribbon cuttings,
street festivals, summer concerts
at the park, and everything else
Downey residents have come to
expect over the course of a typical
calendar year.

That went out the window
in March when the coronavirus
pandemic took grip. Pacheco
had to change her approach to
leadership, transitioning from

a fun, easy-going mayor to a
steady and reassuring hand.

With the pandemic still
raging and economic hurdles
surely on the horizon, stability
and experience could appeal
to the city council, so slotting
Pacheco in as mayor pro tem
and giving her another
opportunity as mayor in 2022 --
is a real possibility.

Mario Trujillo

As a freshman council
member, it’s unlikely the city
council would immediately

elevate Trujillo to mayor pro tem.
He needs time to get his feet wet
and learn the intricacies of local
government.

However, if the city council
did decide to go with a rookie
for mayor pro tem, Trujillo
is the obvious choice. He is
educated, ambitious, and has
years of community involvement
experience.

Catherine Alvarez

As founder of the Downey
Tenants Union, Alvarez has
participated in loud, vulgar

protests outside the homes of
city council members, including
Pacheco and Frometa. She
even showed up at the home of
Councilman Rick Rodriguez at
11:30 pm, bullhorn in hand, while
he was in the hospital.

As long as Pacheco, Frometa
and Trujillo hold the council

majority, it’s hard to imagine
a scenario where they entrust
Alvarez with any serious level of
responsibility.

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Five questions to ask about Pfizer’s
Covid-19 vaccine

Pfizer’s announcement on Monday that its Covid-19 shot
appears to keep nine of 10 people from getting the disease sent its
stock price rocketing. Many news reports described the vaccine as if
it were our deliverance from the pandemic, even though few details
were released.

There was certainly something to crow about: Pfizer’s vaccine,
which was developed with the German drugmaker BioNTech,
consists of genetic material called mRNA encased in tiny particles
that shuttle it into our cells. From there, it stimulates the immune
system to make antibodies that protect against the virus. A similar
strategy is employed in other leading Covid-19 vaccine candidates.
If mRNA vaccines can protect against Covid-19 and, presumably,
other infectious diseases, it will be a momentous piece of news.

“Thisisatrulyhistoric first,” said Dr. Michael Watson, the former
president of Valera, a subsidiary of Moderna, which is currently
running advanced trials of its own mRNA vaccine against Covid-19.
“We now have a whole new class of vaccines in our hands.”

But historically, important scientific announcements about
vaccines are made through peer-reviewed medical research papers
that have undergone extensive scrutiny about study design, results
and assumptions, not through company press releases.

So did Pfizer’s stock deserve its double-digit percentage bump?
The answers to the following five questions will help us know.

How long will the vaccine protect patients? Pfizer says that, as
of last week, 94 people out of about 40,000 in the trial had gotten
ill with Covid-19. While it didn’t say exactly how many of the sick
had been vaccinated, the 90 percent efficacy figure suggests it was a
very small number. The Pfizer announcement covers people who got
two shots between July and October. But it doesn’t indicate how long
protection will last or how often people might need boosters

“It’s a reasonable bet, but still a gamble that protection for two
or three months is similar to six months or a year,” said Dr. Paul
Offit, a member of the Food and Drug Administration panel that is
likely to review the vaccine for approval in December. Normally,

vaccines aren’t licensed until they show they can protect for a year
or two.

The company did not release any safety information. To date, no
serious side effects have been revealed, and most tend to occur within
six weeks of a vaccination. But scientists will have to keep an eye
out for rare effects such as immune enhancement, a severe illness
brought on by a virus’s interaction with immune particles in some
vaccinated persons, said Dr. Walt Orenstein, a professor of medicine
at Emory University and former director of the immunization
program at the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.

Will it protect the most vulnerable? Pfizer did not disclose what
percentage of its trial volunteers are in the groups most likely to be
hospitalized or to die of Covid-19 — including people over 65 and
those with diabetes or obesity. This is a key point because many
vaccines, particularly for influenza, may fail to protect the elderly
though they protect younger people. “How representative are those
94 people of the overall population, especially those most at risk?”
asked Dr. Orenstein.

Both the National Academy of Medicine and the C.D.C. have
urged that older people be among the first groups to receive vaccines.
It’s possible that vaccines under development by Novavax and
Sanofi, which are likely to begin late-phase clinical trials later this
year, may be better for the elderly, Dr. Offit noted. Those vaccines
contain immune-stimulating particles like the ones contained in
the Shingrix vaccine, which is highly effective in protecting older
people against shingles disease.

Can it be rolled out effectively? The Pfizer vaccine, unlike others
in late-stage testing, must be kept supercooled, on dry ice around
100 degrees Fahrenheit below zero, from the time it is produced
until a few days before it is injected. mRNA quickly self-destructs
at higher temperatures. Pfizer has devised an elaborate system
to transport the vaccine by truck and specially designed cases to
vaccination sites. Public health workers are being trained to handle
the vaccine as we speak, but we don’t know for sure how well it will
do if containers are left out in the Arizona sun too long. Mishandling
the vaccine along the way from factory to patient would render it

ineffective, so people who received it could think they were protected
when they were not, Dr. Offit said.

Could a premature announcement hurt future vaccines? There’s
no way at present to know whether the Pfizer vaccine will be the
best over all or for specific age groups. But if the F.D.A. approves
it quickly, that could make it harder for manufacturers of other
vaccinestocarryout their studies. If people are aware that an effective
vaccine exists, they may decline to enter clinical trials, partly out of
concern they could get a placebo and remain unprotected. Indeed,
it may be unethical to use a placebo in such trials. Many vaccines
will be needed in order to meet global demand for protection against
Covid-19, so it’s crucial to continue additional studies.

Could the Pfizer study expedite future vaccines? Scientists are
vitally interested in whether the small number who received the real
vaccine but still got sick produced lower levels of antibodies than the
vaccinated individuals who remained well. Blood studies of those
people would help scientists learn whether there is a “correlate of
protection” for Covid-19 — a level of antibodies that can predict
whether someone is protected from the disease. If they had that
knowledge, public health officials could determine whether other
vaccines under production were effective without necessarily having
to test them on tens of thousands of people.

But it’s difficult to build such road maps. Scientists have never
established correlates of immunity for pertussis, for example,
although vaccines have been used against those bacteria for nearly
a century.

Still, this is good news, said Dr. Joshua Sharfstein, a vice dean at
the Johns Hopkins Bloomberg School of Public Health and a former
E.D.A. deputy commissioner. He said: “I hope this makes people
realize that we’re not stuck in this situation forever. There’s hope
coming, whether it’s this vaccine or another.”

Formidable challenges await Joe Biden

When Barack Obama was elected president in 2008, The Onion,
a satirical newspaper, had this headline: “Black man given nation’s
worst job.”

Joe Biden, who appears likely to be declared the winner of this
year’s election, knew what he was getting into when he decided to
try to unseat Donald Trump. But Obama is probably telling his vice
president, “Dude, I had it easy compared with you.”

Obama had to work to pull the economy out of a serious recession
brought on by a financial panic. Biden will also take over a battered
economy. Unemployment currently stands at 6.9%, with more than
12 million people out of work.

But he’ll have to confront an even graver problem: a relentless
pandemic that has already killed 235,000 people in this country.
As yet, there is no cure; there is no available vaccine; and we are
nowhere near achieving herd immunity.

Infections, hospitalizations and deaths are all on the rise. On
Thursday alone, 1,108 people died of the disease — the equivalent of
three jumbo jets crashing. It’s an immense catastrophe that is still
unfolding.

Life has been disrupted on a scale not seen since World War II.
Many restaurants have closed, temporarily or permanently, and in-
person classes have been suspended for most public school students.
City downtowns have been desolated as millions of Americans work
from home. Restrictions that had been lifted have been restored in
some places, portending more economic damage.

Many industries that usually rebound when the economy
recovers may stay depressed for years — including airlines, hotels,
tourism, oil and gas and commercial real estate.

Worse, every effort to contain the epidemic has been subverted

by the person who should be doing the most to help: the incumbent
president. He has encouraged his followers to resist measures
recommended by public health experts, and many of them have
done so. Their noncompliance will outlive his presidency.

The Trump administration brings to mind the Buchanans in F.
Scott Fitzgerald’s “The Great Gatsby”: “They were careless people,
Tom and Daisy — they smashed up things and creatures and
then retreated back into their money or their vast carelessness or
whatever it was that kept them together, and let other people clean
up the mess they had made.” Cleaning up will be the task of the next
administration.

Biden mightlike to emulate Democrat Franklin D. Roosevelt, who
entered the White House during the Great Depression and embarked
on an ambitious effort to rescue Americans from hardship, keep
banks functioning, create jobs, boost farm income and revive the
economy. He signed 15 major bills in his first 100 days. The result
was a monumental reshaping of the federal government’s mission.

But it came about only because Roosevelt had a Congress heavily
dominated by his party. In seeking legislation, he was pushing an
open door. Many of the measures FDR signed originated not in the
White House but on Capitol Hill.

Biden, however, will most likely have to work with a Senate
controlled by Republicans, who have rarely shown a willingness
to work with Democrats on compromise solutions. Not a single
Republican senator voted for Barack Obama’s Affordable Care Act,
and only three voted for his 2009 stimulus package. And let’s not
even talk about Merrick Garland.

It’s not likely the Senate would give Biden what he would want
in the way of federal stimulus and relief. McConnell has said that
Congress should pass a “rescue package” before the end of the year,

Don’t get too excited about t

The announcement that a coronavirus vaccine developed by
Pfizer with the German drugmaker BioNTech is more than 90
percent effective at preventing Covid-19 cases — much better than
many anticipated — is cause for celebration. With a vaccine of this
efficacy, suppression of the disease is entirely realistic.

Unfortunately, this development doesn’t mean we can all relax
and start doing more things. It means we need to tighten up even
further until the vaccine becomes available.

The goal is now no longer to learn to live indefinitely with the
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virus. It’s to get as many people through the winter as possible
without getting sick. Keeping the infection rate low is important,
because that’s what will allow us to push the virus into the ground
as quickly as possible once we have the vaccine in hand.

A death avoided this winter is a life saved. We are no longer
delaying the inevitable.

It’s always been hard to convince people to make good choices
when considering sacrifices. Uncertainty around when we’d get
an effective vaccine made it even harder. Cutting off in-person
interactions for an uncertain stretch of time was excruciating. But
it may be more palatable to hunker down if it’s only for a defined
period.

To make the situation concrete, let’s consider the upcoming
Thanksgiving holiday. With cases growing rapidly around the
country, especially in the northern Midwest, indoor social gatherings
are more dangerous than at any point since the spring. Thanksgiving
dinners are ideal settings for “superspreader” events: They crowd
people from all over around a table to talk, laugh and drink, often
in poorly ventilated rooms. Many families stuff themselves into
houses for an entire long weekend.

Many of us haven’t seen our extended relatives for months. If
we believe this pandemic will be raging for another year — or more
— it’s tempting to think that the benefits of reconnecting over
Thanksgiving might outweigh the risk of infection. We can’t wait
forever; maybe it’s worth rolling the dice.

The calculus is very different, however, if a vaccine is around
the corner. While Pfizer’s still needs to be approved, manufactured
and distributed, the company estimates that 50 million doses could
be distributed before the end of the year. Another 1.3 billion would
come in 2021. If other vaccines also show success, relief could come
as soon as the spring.

Assuming this timeline holds, the case for skipping Thanksgiving
becomes much stronger. People no longer have to pick between the
risk of spreading Covid-19 and the risk of forgoing seeing family
for the foreseeable future. They have only to sacrifice seeing them
this fall in order to see them much more safely a number of months
later. Why not wait?

The point generalizes. Without question, the sacrifices required
to keep us safe from Covid-19 are costly. And the costs are not just
financial; mental health is at risk as well as physical health as people
forgo care, including self-care, to remain free from infection. All of
that becomes easier to swallow if it’s for a shorter period of time.

but it would, undoubtedly, fall well short of what Democrats favor —
and, once passed, it would give McConnell a pretext to say nothing
more would be needed next year.

Biden thinks he can persuade some Republicans to cooperate,
but recent history suggests it will be a tough sell. GOP lawmakers
will have the luxury of balking at Biden’s proposals and then faulting
him for the problems they refused to ameliorate. Expect them to
suddenly rediscover the aversion to budget deficits and big spending
that they somehow lost as the federal debt soared under Trump.

There are many types of job stress, but one of the worst is having
important responsibilities without adequate authority. Scientific
research, according to the American Institute on Stress, finds “that
workers who perceive they are subjected to high demands but have
little control are at increased risk for cardiovascular disease.”

Should he win, it’s not easy to put out the fires of hell. Biden will
be expected to do it with a bucket of water.

The changed risk picture also has significant policy implications.
As we speak, a nervous Europe has mostly locked itself down again,
hoping to stave off the worst effects of a huge surge in infections.
Germany, France and England have closed bars, restaurants, gyms
and more.

For the most part, we haven’t done the same here in the United
States, even in states that have been hit hard. Part of that is because
our nation’s response to the pandemic has become politicized. But
part of it, too, reflects the belief that indefinite business closings
are just too costly. Countless small businesses would fail and
unemployment would skyrocket. Many argue that we have to live
with increased disease because we can’t lock down for years.

But mask mandates, gathering restrictions and business closings
are more tolerable — and the impositions they require more
justifiable — if we have more confidence that they’ll be temporary.

By the same token, Pfizer’s announcement strengthens the case
for federal financial support. Covid-19 is still going to hurt some
businesses disproportionately, either because they’ll be forced to
close again or because people have stopped going out as much. But
Congress no longer needs to write a blank check to support them. It
just needs to provide a lifeline for a number of months, a much more
palatable prospect.

Providing these resources will have the added benefit of making
it politically easier for states to adopt assertive measures to get a
handle on case counts that are spiraling out of control. It’s a bad idea
for restaurants and bars to be open for indoor dining this winter.
Temporarily closing them down would be easier to stomach if these
establishments are given the wherewithal to reopen next year.

The same is true for aid to individuals who find themselves out
of work as the virus-induced economic troubles deepen. Another
round of topped-up unemployment insurance doesn’t present the
same financial risk to the United States as a never-ending financial
obligation to the jobless.

The Pfizer announcement is unmitigated good news. But it would
be a tragic mistake to relax our vigilance. Instead, continue to mask
up, stay home and consider canceling or limiting your Thanksgiving
plans. This is still a marathon, but the end is much closer than
before.

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Survey: homebuyers
prefer newer homes
to older houses

m A growing number of
homebuyers - particularly
millennials - prefer newer
construction, according to a
nationwide survey.

DOWNEY — When it comes
to buying a newly-built home,
demand far outpaces supply.
A survey from the National
Association of Home Builders
(NAHB) found that in 2018, 31
percent of home buyers wanted
to purchase a brand-new home.
Another report by NAHB found
that 41 percent of millennial
home buyers would prefer to own
a brand-new home.

Despite  many  buyers’
preference for new homes,
only about 11 percent of home
sales each year are for new
construction. The rest are for
existing homes, many of which
were built decades ago. In fact,
U.S. Census Bureau data shows
that 12.3 percent of homes in the
U.S. were built before 1940, while
only 4.6 percent were built in the
past 5 years.

Older homes have their
pros and cons. According to
research from the National

Association of Realtors, many
buyers who purchase existing
homes appreciate their charm
and character, and others believe
that these homes offer lower
prices or better value.

On the other hand, older

homes also may be more
expensive to own due to
structural  issues, outdated

systems, and cosmetics, as well
as the presence of hazardous
materials.

Materials, like asbestos, lead-
based paint, and radon were once
common building materials;
however, these materials are
now known to be hazardous to
human health.

In fact, the Environmental
Protection Agency states that
exposure to asbestos increases
the risk of developing lung
disease such as lung cancer.

Additionally, mold and volatile
organic compounds (VOCs) from
remodeling activities are more
common in older homes.

Not surprisingly, some parts
of the country are more likely to
have older homes than others.
States with the most old homes
are located in the Northeast.

More  specifically, more
than 30 percent of homes in
Massachusetts, New York, and
Rhode Island were built before
1940. By contrast, states in
the South and the West have
a significantly smaller share
of older homes—fewer than
2 percent of homes in Alaska,
Arizona, and Nevada were
constructed before 1940.

At the city level there is
significantly more geographic
variation in which places have
the most old homes.

To find which cities have the
highest percentage of homes
built before 1940, researchers at
Filterbuy analyzed housing data
from the U.S. Census Bureau’s
2019 American Community
Survey 1-Year Estimates.

Researchers also analyzed

each city’s percentage of homes
built after 2010, as well as the
city’s median home price based
on the Zillow Home Value Index.
categorized

Cities were into

groups based on population
size: small (100,000-149,999),
midsize (150,000-349,999), and
large (350,000 or more).

The analysis found that in
Downey, 2.9% of all homes were
built at least 80 years ago. Here
is a summary of the data for
Downey:

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Alex Trebek, beloved game show host, dies of cancer

Alex Trebek, the beloved
host of the iconic game show
“Jeopardy!” for more than 35
years, died Nov. 8 following a long
battle with pancreatic cancer. He
was 80.

Trebek became the host of
“Jeopardy!” in 1984, reviving the
show after it had been off the
air since 1979. The answer-and-
question game show became
an entertainment institution,
watched daily by millions of fans
around the world.

Trebek set the Guinness World
Record for most episodes hosted
by the same presenter in 2014.

He won the Daytime Emmy

In Memory of

Award for Outstanding Game
Show Host seven times between
1989 and 2020 for his work on
“Jeopardy!”

In 2013, TV Guide ranked
“Jeopardy!” No. 1 on its list of “60
Greatest Game Shows.”

Trebek continued taping
episodes of “Jeopardy!”
throughout his fight with

pancreatic cancer, with his final
shows taped just a week before his
death and scheduled to air until
Christmas 2020.

Before ‘Jeopardy!’

The Canadian-born Trebek
started out working for the CBC,
originally reading the news as a
radio host before moving from
news to hosting game shows.

He moved to the United States
in 1973, becoming a naturalized
U.S. citizen in 1998.

In the U.S., Trebek’s early
game shows included “The
Wizard of Odds,” “High Rollers,”
and “The $128,000 Question.”
He continued to host other
shows occasionally even while
hosting “Jeopardy,” including the
late-1980s game show “Classic
Concentration” and the 1990s
“Pillsbury Bake-Off.”

A famous sense of humor

Trebek was a smooth-talking
host, but he also showed a sly
sense of humor on the show.

To lighten the intensity, he
walked out on set without pants
during the 2005 Tournament of
Champions; another time, for
the category “Alex Meets Auto-
Tune,” he read answers with a
digital boy band voice.

On April 1, 1997, Trebek
switched places with fellow game
show host Pat Sajak, hosting
Sajak’s  “Wheel of Fortune”
for the day while Sajak hosted
“Jeopardy!”

A fan-favorite “Jeopardy!”
moment was Trebek’s serious
reading of rap lyrics for the
category “It’s a Rap.”

Trebek the philanthropist

Trebek was involved with
World  Vision Canada, an
organization helping families
overcome poverty and injustice.
He donated millions of dollars to
his alma mater, the University of
Ottawa, funding the Alex Trebek
Forum for Dialogue, which brings
notable speakers to the campus.

He also funded the annual
Alex Trebek Leadership Award at
the university.

Trebek traveled to military
bases around the world as part
of the USO, and he was a major

supporter of the homeless shelter
Hope of the Valley Mission as well
as the Santa Monica Mountains
Conservancy.

How Trebek got into his career

“Originally, I think, I wanted
to be an actor. But I got into
broadcasting by accident, if you
will, because I needed money to
pay for my college education,” he
told Time magaziner. “I applied
for a summer announcing job at a
couple of radio stations.”

Elsa Raven

Elsa Raven, an actress known
for roles including a brief but
memorable one in “Back to the
Future” when she begged people
to “Save the clock tower!”, died
Nov. 3 at the age of 91.

Raven had notable TV roles

including  housekeeper  Inga
on “Amen” and as Carlotta
on “Wiseguy.” She made

appearances on other TV shows,
such as “The A-Team,” “General
Hospital,” “The Fresh Prince
of Bel-Air,” “Seinfeld,” and
“Everybody Loves Raymond.”

Raven played Ida Straus in the
hit movie “Titanic,” and she was
featured in Celine Dion’s video
for the movie’s theme song, “My
Heart Will Go On.”

Candido Camero

Candido Camero, a
percussionist who is considered
one of the fathers of Latin jazz,
best known for his conga and
bongo drumming, died Nov. 7 at
age 99.

A native of Cuba, where he
played regularly at the famed
Tropicana Club, Camero came
to New York in 1947. There, he
began introducing his Latin
rhythms into contemporary jazz
music, becoming the first jazz
percussionist to play conga drums
as he helped develop the genre of
Latin jazz.

Camero was also the first to
play multiple congas at once -
though this is common now, he
pioneered the technique of tuning
his congas to different notes and
playing melodies on them.

He performed and recorded
with jazz notables including Dizzy
Gillespie, Tony Bennett, and Stan
Kenton, and he appeared on “The
Jackie Gleason Show” and “The
Ed Sullivan Show.”

Camero’s 2004 album
“Inolvidable” was nominated for
a Grammy Award. He received the
National Endowment for the Arts
Jazz Masters Award in 2008 and
was honored with a Latin Grammy
Lifetime Achievement Award in
2009.

Norm Crosby

Norm Crosby, a legendary old
school comic known as the “The
Master of Malaprop,” died Nov. 7
of heart failure. He was 93.

Crosby was known for his use
of malaprops, the humorous use

Crosby started out as a stand-
up comic in the resorts of the
Catskill Mountains of New York
known as the Borscht Belt. He was
a popular guest on TV talk shows,
especially “The Tonight Show
with Johnny Carson,” appearing
more than 50 times.

Crosby was a regular on the
Dean Martin Celebrity Roasts
in the 1970s and appeared on
television shows including “The
Larry Sanders Show” and “The
Love Boat.”

Most recently, he was in the
Adam Sandler movie “Grown Ups
2.))

Tom Heinsohn

Boston Celtics legend
Tom Heinsohn, who won 10
championships with the franchise
as a player and head coach, has
died at the age of 86. A date of
death was not revealed.

Heinsohn  played  power
forward for the Celtics for all 10
of his NBA seasons. He was part
of the Celtics dynasty of the 1950s
and 1960s, when the team won
eight NBA championships.

He was known as a tough
grinder on the court and was a
six-time NBA All-Star. Heinsohn
averaged more than 18 points and
almost nine rebounds a game in
his Hall of Fame career.

In1969, he became the Celtics’
head coach and led the team to
NBA championship wins in 1974
and 1976. In 1981, he became a
legendary color commentator for
Celtics games, calling games as
recently as the 2018-2019 season.

“Tommy doesn’t really do
color. In his heart, he’s still
coaching the Celtics and he
always will be,” Heinsohn’s
longtime broadcasting partner
Mike Gorman told the Boston
Globe. “It doesn’t matter who the
coach is, and it’s no disrespect
to the coach. This always will be
Tommy’s team. Tommy will be
coaching this team till he takes
his final breath. If it was possible
to still be playing for this team, he
would be.”

DOWNEY — Rio Hondo
Police Academy celebrated the
graduation of 49 cadets in Class
No. 210 during a special drive-
through ceremony held Nov. 5
at the college’s Whittier campus
that followed COVID-19 physical
distancing guidelines.

Among the graduates were
Downey Police Department
recruits Kimberly Izaguirre and
Jacob Gil who were sworn-in
by Downey Police Chief Dean
Milligan immediately following
the commencement ceremony.

The event featured the
Los Angeles Police Emerald
Society Pipe and Drums Corps,

a presentation of colors by the
Pasadena Police Department
Honor Guard and an invocation
by Covina Police Chaplain Ron
Butler.

“After six long months of
intensive training amid very
restrictive COVID-19 conditions,
the cadets of Class 210 have
earned the right to graduate from
the Rio Hondo Police Academy,
joining the ranks of hundreds
of police officers and police
chiefs who have come before
them at the Rio Hondo Police
Academy since 1964,” Acting
Superintendent/President Teresa
Dreyfuss said.

Cadet training covers
constitutional law, criminal
law, domestic violence, traffic
enforcement, emergency vehicle
operations, tactical first aid and
CPR, mental health, lifetime
fitness, firearms, among other
subjects mandated by Peace
Officer Standards and Training.

The cadets represent 23 police

departments from Los Angeles,
Orange and Ventura counties,
who sponsored their instruction.

Class President Jullian Silva
noted the unique circumstances
surrounding the training, which
began in early March but was
halted briefly by the pandemic.
When the class resumed in May
with new precautions, 17 new
cadets joined - from many walks
of life.

“Our oldest officer in the
class is 43 years old and fulfilling
a lifelong goal,” Silva said. “Our
youngest is 21 and is living
the dream. Our class includes
veterans, EMTs, realtors,
students and the list goes on. But
no matter our past profession,
we all came here with a common
goal, and that was to become a
police officer and to serve our
communities in a way we have
never done before.”

Academic Director Walter
Allen III reminded the cadets
of the grave responsibility they

inherit.

“You are the new guardians
of our great democracy charged
with tremendous responsibility
and authority to enforce the law,”
Allen said. “It will be important
that you use this newly acquire
power with the highest ethical
standards, compassion, care and
wisdom.”

The event was attended by Rio
Hondo College Board of Trustees
President  Oscar Valladares,
Trustee Rosaelva Lomeli, Rio
Hondo College Vice President of
Finance and Business Stephen
Kabui, Division of Public Safety
Dean Mark Yokoyama and Rio
Hondo Police Academy Advisory
Board Members Anthony
Miranda (chief of the Vernon
Police Department) and David
Reynoso (chief of the El Monte
Police Department).

In addition, chiefs from
21 additional police agencies
attended.

LA County supervisors explore ways
to remove sheriff

m Calling him ‘the worst
sheriff in recent memory,’
county leaders search
for ways to have Alex
Villanueva removed.

LOS ANGELES — The L.A.
County Board of Supervisors
escalated its battle with Sheriff
Alex Villanueva this week, voting
to explore ways to remove the
sheriff from his elected position.

Ona3-2vote, the board voted
to seek advice on legislative
changes that would result in the
sheriff being appointed rather
than elected.

Supervisors  Janice Hahn

and Kathryn Barger voted
against the motion, which also
inquires about ways to remove
certain responsibilities from
the sheriff to mitigate damage
to basic department functions,
and to “curtail the sheriff’s
resistance to transparency and
accountability.”

“We have managed to inherit
the worst sheriff in recent
memory, and he has set off what
is as close to a constitutional
crisis at the local level that we’ve
ever seen,” Supervisor Mark
Ridley-Thomas said, noting
recent scandals over fatal deputy
shootings, secret societies,
the rehiring of previously fired
deputies, and a department

budget in turmoil.

“Under the current Sheriff,
hard-fought law enforcement
reforms are being undone,
eroding public trust,” Supervisor
Ridley-Thomas added. “It is
painfully obvious that we need
mechanisms to hold the Sheriff
accountable and we are willing
to consider executive, legislative,
and judicial authority to restore
order.”

Supervisor  Sheila Kuehl,
who co-authored the motion
said, “The LA County Sheriff
has continuously refused to
cooperate with the Civilian
Oversight Commission and our
Inspector General, defying both
subpoenas and requests for

information. He has incurred
tens of millions of dollars in
settlement costs in excessive
force litigation, re-employed
deputies who were lawfully
terminated, and aggressively
resisted the County’s attempt to
balance the department’s budget
which is running unprecedented
deficits.”

“True community safety
means having a  Sheriff’s
Department  that  operates

within the law, within budget,
and works collaboratively with
local officials and the public to
build and maintain community
trust,” Supervisor Kuehl added.
“The Supervisors have taken
this action to explore ways of

removing or limiting a Sheriff’s
authority as a last resort, because
our paramount obligation is to
our County residents to ensure
that any County law enforcement
agency is accountable and worthy
of the public’s confidence and
trust.”

In their motion, Ridley-
Thomas and Kuehl noted the
board is ultimately responsible
for setting policy and supervising
the official conduct of county
officers and employees, ensuring
they discharge their duties
faithfully. The board’s authority
to supervise elected officers like
the Sheriff, however, is more
limited.

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The holidays are fast approaching. Every day I hear these
questions: “My kids are coming home for the holidays. How do
we handle this?” “I want to spend time with my
family and friends over the holidays. What should
we do to make that safe?” As if this year hasn’t
been challenging enough. What is the best way to
celebrate during a pandemic?

The easy response is that there is no easy
response. Let’s be clear. This rotten pandemic is
far from over. Daily new cases and hospitalizations
are at an all-time high. Sharing the holidays often
involves travel, and every form of travel carries
some risk.

Members of your family and close friends are not automatically
part of your pod. Your loved ones bring the exposure of their own
pod along with them. Are you ready to suddenly accept a higher
level of risk simply because the calendar tells us that it happens to
be November?

Let’s evaluate your own particular level of acceptable risk. What
risk factors do you have? Age? Obesity? Diabetes? Are you a cancer
survivor? What are the risk factors of every other member of your

one’s health.

Let’s get creative. You can absolutely take steps to minimize
these risks. What about quarantining and testing in advance? You
might all agree to get tested before gathering, and only convene if
everyone tests negative. This doesn’t entirely remove the risk. Note
that those in the early stages of infection can test negative but still
be infectious later, or that one might be exposed after taking the
test but prior to the gathering. These lags have been blamed for
many outbreaks. Ideally, everyone would quarantine for a full 14
days and then be tested.

Let’s recognize that there is no such thing as a perfectly safe
way for groups to gather. COVID-19 is a highly contagious virus.
Consider this:

m Outdoors is better than indoors in a big way. The virus spreads
when we are exposed to respiratory droplets. These large drop-
lets are unlikely to travel further than six feet (unless the infected
person is, for example, running, singing, coughing, or sneezing). It
is easier to stay distanced outdoors, since particles dissipate fairly
quickly. In an enclosed space, particularly one that is poorly venti-
lated, particles can build up and potentially endanger anyone in the
room, even those who are more than six feet away. If there will be
an indoor gathering, do your best to replicate the advantages of the
outdoors. Choose as large a space as possible. Open windows and
doors to increase multidirectional air circulation.

m Keep in mind that, just by breathing, an infected person is
constantly exhaling those tiny particles. Wearing a mask reduces
the number of droplets and aerosols. Wearing a mask at all times
is far safer than no mask at all, and wearing that mask as much as

the odds of the virus being present, and the carrier may very well be
asymptomatic. California health officials suggest that we restrict
gatherings to no more than three households.

m Consider cutting back on the number of food courses and vari-
ety, in order to minimize both the amount of time spent together,
and the amount of time spent mask-free. Say your goodbyes in two
hours or less, as the length of time directly increases the chances of
exposure.

My advice is to find your own level of comfort. Faced with the
potential emotional minefield and prospect of a holiday meal filled
with restrictions, testing, and quarantine, some family members
will choose to not be physically together this year. Everyone will
need to work hard to understand and respect one another’s deci-
sions. If you do get together for the holidays, work out the rules
ahead of time, so that there is no new territory to navigate once
everyone has gathered.

Thinking outside the box is the best way to survive 2020. I have
attended a Zoom bridal shower, wedding, and funeral. This may be
the year to be creative and gather for a Zoom Thanksgiving, Christ-
mas or Hanukah. Perhaps your virtual gathering will involve dining,
streaming a movie, or playing an online game. Perhaps you will
organize a family recipe swap so that everyone can be enjoying your
aunt’s famous mashed potatoes. Perhaps you will drop off favorite
foods to older relatives.

Needless to say, avoid hugs, kisses, and handshakes like...
well...the plague. Whatever you do, I urge you to carefully think it
through, communicate clearly with everyone involved, and to have
safe and loving holidays.

How to choose the best face mask, according
to CDC guidelines

m Health experts agree
that wearing a mask
significantly reduces the
risk of spreading Covid-19.

It’s official -- wearing a
mask not only protects others
from your expelled respiratory
droplets, it protects you as
well; according to new guidance
from the US Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention.

“Theevidenceispilingup that
masks work in terms of driving
down the risk for everyone,”
said Harvard environmental
health researcher  Joseph
Gardner Allen, who directs the
Healthy Buildings program at
the Harvard T.H. Chan School of
Public Health.

But what type of mask will
offer you and others the best
protection from any novel
coronavirus circulating in the
air?

“Youwant to haveaminimum
two-ply mask, preferably a
three-ply mask,” said Allen,
who has focused his career on
“sick buildings” and how they
affect worker performance and
productivity.

Stay away from bandanas and
gaiter masks unless that’s all
that’s available. A recent study
found both types to be the least
effective in terms of protection.

“In  addition to level
of filtration, we have to
pay attention to fit,” Allen
continued.

“You want the mask to go
over the bridge of the nose,
below the chin and be flush on
the face, resting along the skin.
You want your breath going
through the filter media and not
escaping out the sides.”

No N95 masks

This is important: Do not buy
No95 masks for your personal use,
the CDC says. While those are the
most effective -- filtering out
95% of all particles -- they are
considered critical supplies and
must continue to be reserved for
health care workers and other
medical first responders.

In addition, N95 masks must
be fitted to adhere to the unique
contours of each doctor or
nurse’s face. You and your loved
ones don’t have access to that
sort of expert fitting.

And be especially wary of
the look-alike N95-type masks
being sold at major retail
distributors, Dr.  Marybeth
Sexton, an assistant professor
of medicine in the division of
infectious diseases at Emory
University in Atlanta, told CNN
recently.

“Some of those community-
use N95 masks have exhalation
valves in them,” she said. “They
do make them more comfortable
towear, but you’re not protecting
the people around you -- it’s
putting your airflow right out in
the environment.

“It may actually make things
worse because it concentrates
your breath into that valve,
allowing it to come through with
some force and the droplets
may travel a little farther. So we
strongly recommend that people
don’t wear a mask that has an
exhalation valve.”

A tightly woven cloth
mask

Cloth masks with high thread
counts seem to be an excellent
choice, according to the new
guidance from the CDC.

Look for a tight weave 0f 100%
cotton, according to studies. Use
the light test to check the weave:

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If you can easily see the outline
of the individual fibers when you
hold up the mask to the light,
it’s not likely to be effective.

You want as many layers
as possible without sacrificing
breathability -- if you can’t
breathe though it, you won’t
keep the mask on your face.
Two- and three-layer masks
appear to do the trick for most
people.

According to the
“multiple layers of
with higher thread counts
have demonstrated superior
performance compared to single
layers of cloth with lower thread
counts, in some cases filtering
nearly 50% of fine particles less
than 1 micron.”

That’s good news -- studies
have detected SARSCoV2
in aerosols between 1 and 4
microns.

In addition, studies have
found that multilayer cloth
masks can block between 50%
and 80% of fine droplets and
particles, and “limit the forward
spread of those that are not
captured,” the CDC said, “with
cloth masks in some studies
performing on par with surgical
masks as barriers for source
control.”

Enhancements

The CDC says that
polypropylene, one of the most
commonly produced plastics
in the world, may “enhance
filtering effectiveness” because
it creates a triboelectric charge
-- or in simple terms, static
cling.

That electrical static traps
both your outgoing respiration
and any droplets headed your
way from others. Because cotton
is a more comfortable fabric on
the skin, polypropylene is often
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used as filters that can be placed
inside of a two- or three-ply
mask.

Washing kills the electrical
charge, but don’t worry. A brisk
rub between your fingers should
bring back that “clingy” charge.

A very breathable option,
according to the CDC, is silk,
which “may help repel moist
droplets, and reduce fabric
wetting and thus maintain
breathability and comfort.”

A study published in
September examined the ability
of cotton, polyester and silk to
repeal moisture when used in
masks or as mask inserts.

“We found that silk face
coverings repelled droplets in
spray tests as well as disposable
single-use surgical masks,” the
authors wrote, adding that silk
masks “can be more breathable
than other fabrics that trap
humidity, and are re-useable via
cleaning.”

That brings up an important
point: To avoid trapping germs
that might irritate your face or
reduce the mask’s effectiveness,
reusable masks should be
washed daily with soap and hot
water. Don’t wear the mask
again until it’s completely dry
-- it’s harder to breathe though
wet fabric.

“If you use a filter in your
mask, be sure to change it
regularly because it can clog. You
can tell if it gives you a sensation
that’s a little harder to breathe,”
said Emory’s Sexton.

Mask etiquette

Even the most protective
mask will fail if you wear it
wrong. Full face coverage is
necessary at all times, and that
means no letting it slip under
your nose, please.

Noses are important.

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Droplets from the nose are
typically smaller than from the
mouth, but that also means they
can remain in the air longer.
High-speed camera studies show
sneezing can spread respiratory
droplets 7 to 8 meters -- that’s
more than 26 feet, well over the
height of a giraffe (20 feet).

If you’re finding it difficult to
breathe with your nose covered,
find a better-fitting mask.

It’s also important to wear
the mask everywhere you go --
even in the car if you are with
people outside your bubble.

“If you’re going to ride an
Uber taxi, you absolutely want
to have a mask on and the driver
should have a mask on,” Allen
said. “And you want to put
down the windows, even if it’s
inclement weather. Just opening
the windows a little bit will really
help.”

Always carry hand
sanitizer
Regardless of what type of

mask you wear, you will have to
take it on and off to eat, or adjust
it in some fashion while it’s on
your face. That makes hand
sanitizer a mask’s best friend,
experts say.

“Masks slip all the time,
especially when you’re talking,”
said Dr. Henry Wu, an associate
professor of infectious diseases
at Emory University School of
Medicine in Atlanta.

“So, it may need periodic
adjustments,” Wu said. “That’s
all the more reason to have hand
sanitizer with you so that you
can always have clean hands to
tighten that mask or to pull it
back up.”
