ast week, the US Centers
for Disease Control and
Prevention announced
that those of us who
are fully vaccinated
could remove our masks in most
situations. After over a year
of living in a Covid-19 world, I
thought that I would have been
ecstatic.

Instead, I greeted the news
with a nervous chuckle.

I received my second shot of
the Pfizer vaccine back in April
and have been considered “fully
vaccinated” for just about a
month. As such, I have started to
venture back out into the wide-
open world again with a little bit
more confidence in my stride.

Even still, I wore my mask;
sometimes two.

While California still has
strict mandates in place and
is not anticipated to reopen
completely until June 15, the
CDC’s latest rollback seems to
have left many —myself included
- with more questions than
answers.

As such, there are a few
reasons why I am not so sure I
am ready to take my mask off
just yet.

The ability to unmask comes
with a significant caveat: “Those
who are fully vaccinated.”

While the concept of “fully
vaccinated” sounds simple
enough, I have yet to hear
any compelling or convincing
argument on how governments,
stores, restaurants, and the like
can or will be able to enforce that
particular provision.

Everything [ have seen to
this point seems to depend on
the highly undependable “honor
system.”

At the time of writing, Los
Angeles County is reporting that
just over 59% of residents have
been administered at least one
dose of a Covid-19 vaccine, with
over 43% being considered fully
vaccinated. While promising,
that leaves a significant number
of the population without a shot
in their arm.

Some cannot be vaccinated
for health concerns. Some kids
are not eligible yet. Some will
ultimately choose not to receive
the vaccine, and that is their
right.

Who is to say if the person
next to you in the grocery store
has been vaccinated or not and
why?

While we seem to be in the
final stretch of the pandemic, we
have certainly not crossed the
finish line yet. While numbers
are low, we cannot neglect that
they still do represent a life
affected.

Speaking of numbers, while
writing this piece I desperately
searched for a key bit of evidence
or statistics that I could wave
around and put on a pedestal;
something to say that wearing a
mask is still extremely relevant.

The fact is, I couldn’t find
any.

Covid rates are continuing to
decline. On Tuesday, the county
reported only 159 new cases
and 12 deaths, which is a far cry
from the numbers that we were
seeing back in November and
December.

Thompson. “When Covid hit the
LA area, and we recognized that
our health system was going to be
impacted, we did several things.”
“We recognized that our role
for the health system may have
to change because we don’t have
an emergency room. Typically, all
of our patients are transfers from
other hospitals who are being sent
to us because we will meet their
needs at that point along their
recovery or continuum of care.”
Thompson said that the
hospital needed to “move as many
patients as we could from our sister
hospitals” who were stable enough

to be cared for from a medical bed.

“We took patients that we
normally wouldn’t have brought
over; patients that were highly
acute, very complex medical
situations,” said Thompson. “We
knew we could manage them,
and our staff had the skill set and
expertise in order to free up beds
at the other hospitals so that their
ERs didn’t get backed up, trying to
avoid the ambulances sitting out
in the ambulance bays for hours,
trying to manage patients, waiting
for space. That was a really critical
role we took on.”

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How Downey celebrated Memorial Day in the 1950s

What do I remember about
Memorial Day weekend in
Downey during the 1950s? Few
things, read on...

Always around the 3-day
weekends in the summer, before
and after the holiday weekends,
you could see homeowners’
travel trailers spotted/staged
throughout the city, as residents
traveled to the desert, mountains
and mostly to the beach. Name
brand camping trailers included
Travel-eze, Airstream, and
Shasta travel trailers (with wings
on the side). Many Downey
residents traveled to Huntington
Beach and former Tin-Can Alley
for weekend camping excursions.

Some families from out of
state came to vacation in Downey,
camping in driveways while
visiting with relatives in Downey.
Travel trailers became backyard
guest houses for Downey and
some homes had guest homes
built in the backyards, attached
to the garages. Family cars
were large, 20 feet long, so the
streets and driveways were
jammed with these large cars and
station wagons. Parked cars on
streets made for holiday parking
traffic....no such thing as small
cars back then. Many streets
in Downey had man-made
barricades, which made for more
traffic snarls. Very few homes in
the city had front yard pedestrian
sidewalks.

Vacationers hit Downey
early from the Midwest since
the school year ended earlier,
compared to So Cal school years.

Many families in Downey had
family reunion picnics in their
backyards during this holiday.
Many of the dads who lived in
the homes (after World War II),
and after the ban of backyard
incinerators, built backyard
barbecue centers, much different
than the ones today. BBQs
were a custom brick fireplace,
resembling a traditional brick
fireplace, but they were used for
barbecuing; ribs and hamburgers
were the main choices along with
hot dogs. Grills were oversized
and could easily fit a couple
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dozen pieces of meat on its iron
grills. No such thing back then as
stainless-steel BBQ, no propane,
no gas. Back then, entire blocks
of homes could smell the aroma
from BBQ grilling, and it smelled
oh so good.

Downey meat markets
included All American, Crons,
Safeway, and Boys. Most of the
meat was purchased by the pound
in white meat wrap paper. Meat
was cheap, cheap, cheap. Beef
was 25 cents a pound. Back then,
stores did not carry high cuts of
beef or pork.

Ferndale Nursery in north
Downey supplied homes with
color plants: begonias, glads,
cannas, carnations, geraniums,
mums, sweet peas and a few
pansies. Orchids were just
starting to be introduced.

Many homes were building
backyards: aluminum patios and
heated swimming pools. Open
wooden lattice top patios and
vinyl patios were not introduced
yet. Most homes cranked up
the heaters in their pools
around Easter and Mother’s Day
weekends, so the pool was the
main atom to the picnics. Some
yards were deep enough in size
to have slip n slide blankets to
run and have wet times on the
grass. Had to be careful of the
galvanized Rainbird sprinklers;
hitting one of these assemblies
was like today’s shark bites in
the ocean. Don’t remember any
covered pools, as skin cancer was
not a concern for pool users back
then. Today, patio covered pools-
spas are flooding the market to
prevent skin cancer.

Early on Memorial Day
weekend, the local dads and the
men in the city sat around the
one radio and listened to the
Indianapolis 500 or watched it on
their black/ white TV’s. Portable
transistorized battery-operated
radios were just entering the
audio markets. Most homes only
had one TV set.

Downey moms and women
were busy preparing the picnic’s
menu: potato salad, Disneyland
bean casserole, deviled eggs,
garden-grown backyard pickles,
home-made ice cream, rice
crispy bars, Jello salads, yellow

corn on the cob, watermelons,
tap beer by Pabst Blue Ribbon,
popcorn balls, and Helms Bakery
goods: jelly rolls and hamburger
buns. A few times, early spring
temperatures brought us
backyard grown apricots to the
picnic tables.

Gas-filled tiki torches were
used at dusk, since Downey
had a lot of mosquito issues,
since there were still many
citrus groves. Tiki torches were
great when we sat around and
roasted BBQ marshmallows
and made graham cracker and
marshmallow sandwiches.
Bottled milk from Rockview
Dairy Farms provided us with
award winning chocolate milk
drinks, fresh from Ms. Cow to
the exterior milk doors on the
homes.

Styrofoam had not entered
the market so we used paper
plates, paper cups, plastic wood
cutlery, paper napkins, plus wash
n dry towelettes.

Downey backyard patios were
filled with aluminum tables,
umbrellas, and aluminum folding
web chairs. Most of the people
got their patio furniture at All
American Home Center, Thrifty
or Sav-On drugs. There was a
Sears catalog and many shopped
there and delivery came from the
Compton and Lynwood areas.
Downey had no Sears store. It was
rad to have festive floral patio
cushions along with matching
white cotton tassels hanging
from umbrellas and table cloths.
Terry cloth table covers were
just becoming vogue. Plastic
flowers in vases were the home
and garden specialty. Some of
the patios had telescopic chases
lounge but outdoor patio sofas
had not come into play during the
50’s.

Most of the Memorial Day
weekends, weather was overcast
gray all day. It would be kind
of cool, muggy, many times we
stayed under the patio or in the
garage to keep warm. Sometimes
the sun would break late in the
afternoon. Very seldom did we
have a hot summer Memorial
Day weekend. It was hard to look
up at the sky during the overcast
landscape and see the airplanes

following Firestone/Manchester
Blvd., landing at LAX.

Many of the Downey homes
had postcard perfect dichondra
lawns, very soft grass-like to
lay on for a picnic, and I do
remember smelling the orange
groves. They were in bloom in
late spring and the rose gardens
were just starting to bloom.
Most of the city’s azaleas and
camellias were finished blooming
by Memorial Day weekend. Some
homes had a backyard lemon or
lime tree, which produced great
juice for lemonade drinks for the
picnics. Almost no tropical fruit
yet. Our backyard viewed out to
a to 10 acre-plus citrus grove,
plus Dad and Mom had a small
plottage of 200 rose bushes,
planted in a formal garden
setting.

I remember going for
afternoon pony rides down in
Paramount in the North Long
Beach area. There were some
equestrian stables down there,
since the 91/105/605 freeways did
not exist. It was always fun to
go on pony rides in the arenas.
Many of the first-time residents
moving into Downey after World
War II were transplants from
the Midwest (the Heartland of
America) so a lot of the dads were

used to hanging around farm
horses and they enjoyed taking
us kidsto ride or play with the
horses. Not many kids had bikes
(too poor following World War II);
we always had used second hand
bikes for transportation. Bikes
were fun, along with skates,
during the holidays.

Many backyard patios had
colored hanging plastic lights,
strung from the roof rafters (a lot
like the cafe lights today) except
they were plastic flower fixtures,
and also some patios had
portable drinking water fountains
adjacent to the garages, plumbed
into the water lines. Some patios
had portable fiberglass waterfall
fountains bowls.

Most of the laundry rooms
at that time were located in
the garages. Many homes had
clotheslines in their backyards
to dry their clothes. There were
not very many clothes dryers
available at that time. Some
families used manual clothes
drying techniques to squeeze
out the excess water by hand
rollers machines. Some washing
machines reused some of the
clear recycled rinse water over
and over again. Garage laundry
room was the go-to place for
storing picnic food, since dads

brought in large blocks of ice,

to cool the picnic foods, over

the long 3-day weekends.
Refrigerators and freezers were
small at that time. Ice was stored
in washroom sinks or large
aluminum tubs, along with tubs
of ice cool beer on tap.

U.S. garden flags were hard
to purchase, so some homes
displayed one U.S. flag on the
front of the homes. I cannot
remember flags all over the
city at that time. Select groups
of homes and store fronts had
decorated front porches, with
red, white and blue ribbons and
the U.S. flag. Porch decorating
was just becoming vogue.

Once in a while, during
these holiday weekends, trucks
full of redwood patio furniture
would drive up and down the
streets, selling patio furniture
off the trucks, which was custom
made by the men in the city.
Workmanship was awesome, but
the quality of redwood stain was
not so good back then. We just
did not have the technology to
make paint recipes. These truck
sales made big bucks selling
during these holiday weekends.

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Things You Didn’t Know About Downey: Paul Yokota

In going through some of our files
of saved historical writings of former
members of the Downey Historical
Society, I found a treasure given to us
by Paul N. Yokota. Paul died on March
17, 2008 at the age of 86.

I enjoyed reading his writings
again and want to share them with
you. Many in Downey probably
remember him and all that he did for
Downey.

A native Californian born in
Yuba City, Calif., most of my life
has been spent in the Golden State
except for the World War II years.
Courtesy of the US government,
we sojourned at the Santa Anita
racetrack for a half year and at
Jerome Relocation Center in
Arkansas for one year. All 18,000
of the Santa Anita internees could
claim they had slept in Seabiscuit’s
stall.

Prior to internment, our
family enjoyed the hometowns of
Whittier, Norwalk, Artesia, Santa
Monica, Los Angeles, Vernon and
Downey. Those moves accounted
for my attendance at nine
schools before matriculating at
Huntington Park High School. My

formal education was completed
at Los Angeles City College and the
University of Southern California.

Following internment, we lived
in Cincinnati and Dayton, Ohio,
when Uncle Sam decided to draft
me into the Army for a spell. After
the war, we returned to Downey,
although our home had been
burned during our absence.

Starting with a war emergency
credential in 1947, 37 years of
educational service in the Los
Angeles Unified School District
included teaching positions at
Albion Street, Marianna Avenue
and Ford Boulevard Schools. In
1956, I became vice principal at
Eastman Avenue School, possibly
the first person of Asian descent
to be a public school administrator
in the U.S. A year later [ was
assigned as principal of Marianna
and remained there for 11 years.
In 1968, I moved to Lorena Street
School and was principal there for
16 years.

Before the Downey schools
were unified in 1961, [ was a
member of the Old River School
District Board of Trustees for two
terms totaling six years.

In retirement, I volunteer
at Rancho Los Amigos Medical
Center, Meals on Wheels, Downey
Adult School ESL, and work
with community organizations.

I am past president of Downey
Presbyterian Men, Whittier
Division of California Retired
Teachers Association, Downey
AARP Chapter 262, Downey
Committee on Aging, Downey Rio
Hondo Unit of American Cancer
Society and Downey Meals on
Wheels. I have been active with
the First Presbyterian Church of
Downey for more than 40 years,
completing my fourth term as
elder on the session in 1998.

In recent years I have been
a surrogate parent for IEP
conferences at Allen Young School
and a Foster Grandparent Advisory
Council member at Metropolitan
State Hospital. In addition to
tutoring in the adult literacy
program, I am a member of the
Downey City Library Board. I try to
squeeze in some tennis from time
to time.

Life at Jerome

Executive Order 9066 in the
spring of 1942 set in motion
dramatic changes which
profoundly impacted the lives
of 120,000 Japanese aliens and
their children, mostly American
citizens. They were forced out from
the Western Defense Command
area by presidential decree.

For most Japanese Americans,

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temporary internment followed at
race tracks and county fairgrounds
where they were housed in
existing horse stables under

the Wartime Civilian Control
Administration. This lasted for

a half year or so while 10 more
permanent camps were built under
the War Relocation Authority

in the interior on desert and
desolate lands far removed from
metropolitan areas.

The 10 WRA centers were
situated at Manzanar and Tule
Lake in California, Poston and Gila
River in Arizona, Heart Mountain
in Wyoming, Minidoka in Idaho,
Topaz in Utah, Granada (Amache)
in Colorado, and Jerome and
Rohwer in Arkansas.

All WRA centers had the same
basic block plan: two rows of six
barracks separated by a block mess
hall; a block laundry and a block
toilet. The barracks were covered
with tar paper for insulation and
were heated by pot-bellied stoves.
Each barrack had six rooms of

varying sizes to accommodate
small to large families.

The last WRA camp to open on
Oct. 6,1942, Jerome also had the
shortest life span, closing June
30, 1944 to make way for use as
a facility for German and Italian
prisoners of war. In the southeast
corner of Arkansas close to the
Mississippi River, Jerome was built
on swampland which had some
of the deadliest species of snakes
serving as deterrents to escape.

Most of the Jerome residents
came from Santa Anita and Fresno
assembly centers with more than
800 arriving later from hawaii.
The WRA center was named
after Jerome, the closest town,
but Denson was the official post
office name. During its 21-month
existence, there were 239 births,
76 deaths and 103 weddings in
Jerome. Fifty-two entered the
armed forces in that time.

Unforgettable recollections of
Jerome were the following:

Nightly the searchlights
crisscrossed the center from guard
towers on the perimeter.

Spectacular electrical storms
often resulted in humid weather
for days.

Insects abounded including
chiggers, crickets, mosquitoes and
fireflies.

Arkansas water was so soft
one felt soapy after showering and
rinsing off thoroughly.

Some enterprising individuals
searched for “kobu” (gnurls) to
fashion decorative pieces.

From scrap lumber many
residents made furniture
ingeniously in attractive styles.

Montgomery Ward and Sears
catalogs were extensively used to
obtain mail order items.

Wood chopping crews went into the surrounding forest to procure
firewood for the pot-bellied stoves. Those closest to the stove were
baked, others further away shivered.

All the customary community services were active: schools,
recreation, churches, hospital, fire and police departments, barber shop,
shoe repair shop, canteens, laundry and newspaper.

Because shrimp was readily available from the Gulf region, regularly
“shrimp with rutabagas” was served much to the disgust of most
people.

“Whtie Christmas” sung by the Seno brothers with snow on the
ground was a standout camp experience.

The usual holiday activities were pursued including “mochi tsuki”
for New Year’s Day.

Sugar beet workers were among the first permitted to leave camp to
harvest crops in the Midwestern states.

Nisei soldiers from Camp Shelby, Mississippi, visited Jerome and
Rohwer.

While the majority of Jerome residents opted to return to the West
Coast after the war, many chose to remain in the Midwest and East. For
all, the Jerome experience was a life-altering period.

What it means to be an American

Although over our lifetime we have gone through many ups and
downs, this country is the best there is. Let me explain some of the
reasons for this assessment.

As Japanese Americans, we have suffered some discrimination,
however, many things have improved with the passage of time. We have
been afforded public school education which has enabled us to gain
skills and knowledge to explore fields of work hitherto not open to us.

The United States of America is a nation willing to own up to its
mistakes and to make amends for them. The internment of 120,000
Japanese Americans during World War II was a huge mistake and
many people lost their property and valuables, but decades later
the government passed legislation to make a public apology and
send reparations to those still living at that time. One-third had
already passed away, but the remaining two-thirds did receive these
acknowledgments.

Many of those interned in relocation centers spread across Arizona,
Arkansas, California, Colorado, Idaho, Utah and Wyoming returned to
the West Coast after the war. However, a significant number chose to
remain in the Midwest and East where they found less prejudice and
were able to seek housing and work to their liking. The WWII dislocation
of Japanese Americans was wrong but it enabled them to see other parts
of the country to gain another perspective which proved to be more
favorable to many.

In 1952, federal legislation enabled Asians to acquire naturalization
privileges just like all other immigrants. Grandma Yokota became a
naturalized citizen in the mid-1950s and voted in elections until she
passed away at almost 98 years of age.

There are still imperfections but on the whole our country has tried
to live up to the challenge of being the home of the free and the brave
with liberty and justice for all. We all have the obligation to do whatever
we can to work toward the goal of a more perfect union.

We are now blessed in being able to pursue life careers in almost
every field of endeavor. Even the women are now gaining acceptance
in many areas closed to them in the past. We live in a nation still
perfecting itself and it will never be perfect because we are human
beings prone to make errors. It’s still the best we have in this universe
and we are blessed to be living here.

Those worried about “breakthrough cases” should take comfort in
the fact that they are extremely rare.

As of this writing, the CDC’s website shows only 1,359 hospitalized
or fatal vaccine breakthrough cases reported with only 223 deaths,
compared to the over 115 million in the United States who it says are
fully vaccinated.

Everything points to us being on the precipice of normality.

However, mentally - for me at least - it is not so simple as data.

It has been an agonizingly long road even to just get to this point.
For over a year, we have been advised to stay home and - if we did need
to leave for any reason - to be as quick and strategic as possible while
maintaining a healthy amount of suspicion about those around us.

“Treat everyone as if they’re Covid positive.”

It was a lesson learned hard and fast for many of us. We lost jobs and
income. We lost family members and loved ones. Some of us became
sick ourselves.

I trust the science. I do not dispute what medical and government
officials are telling us. I believe that those of us who are fully vaccinated
are adequately protected.

I am just not ready to trust the world again yet; not completely at
least.

My trust and my faith need to grow again. Like a small child in a
swimming pool, I need to slowly walk down the steps and doggy paddle
in the shallow end to get accustomed to the water before I decide to dive
into the deep end again.

If you decide that now is the time to take off your masks (whether
vaccinated or not), I hope that you act responsibly, safely, and
courteously to your neighbors and the community around you.

As for me, I think I will hold on for just a little while longer.

A few Downey churches participated in decorating the cemetery
graves for Memorial Day: Rose Hills, Artesia, Downey and All Souls. A
lot of Downey families contacted local florists in another city to put up
flowers on gravesites for Decoration Day. My family did that also. My
family paid florists to decorate the graves in Iowa and Minnesota via
contracted florists in those cities. There were no tele-florists yet. I don’t
think this practice of decorating graves is done very much anymore.
Mums and carnations were the noticeable flower around the graves.

Most of our clothes came from either Pennies, The Broadway, Gemco
or Sears. It was hard at that time to get Levi pants. I wore Levi cut offs;

since money was tight and we grew fast, cut offs were very cost effective.

Double knit clothing had not come yet, most of the clothes were cotton,
and perma press or wrinkle-free clothes were just starting to enter the
market. Women were just starting to wear shorts and pants, and dresses
were the number one outfit for women. Some women wore floor length
dresses to avoid leg bites by insects. Men never wore Speedos, very few
women wore 2-piece bikinis either. The wealthy could afford to buy
unisex true Hawaiian clothes on the Firestone store front.

I have very good memories of the yesteryears in Downey, especially
Memorial Day weekends. That was the grand opening for great summers
and planning for summertime car trips.

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Happy 80th, Bob Dylan

Bob Dylan made me break into silent tears once, in concert on Nov. 11,
2001. Two months from the Sept. 11 attacks, people were still shattered.

The song was “Tangled up in Blue.” Pitch-perfect for the moment
in time, from the album “Blood on the Tracks.” Try it sometime and you
shall be released.

The greatest American bard (Sorry, Walt and Bruce) turns 80 on
Monday, May 24. Dylan has serenaded
generations since the early ‘60s,
when he rose from Greenwich Village
folk music haunts.

The young man from Minnesota
seized a breeze in the bright JFK era.
The nation had an ear for the utterly
new, true and fresh songs spinning
off his guitar.

“Blowin’ in the Wind,” “A Hard
Rain’s A-Gonna Fall” and “Chimes
of Freedom” set the sound stage for
social protests and marches of that
decade.

In the ‘70s, a young girl played
Dylan songs on the piano. Always
crowd-pleasers, among them “Don’t
Think Twice, It’s AllRight” (“Goodbye
is too good a word, babe.”)

His eyes were bluer than robin’s eggs, as singer Joan Baez wrote in
bittersweet lyrics about their love affair.

With his raspy voice, sulky charm and matchless harmonica, Dylan
enchants the world over.

Given the 2016 Nobel Prize for his music and literary memoir, Dylan
didn’t go to Sweden for the honor.

So let the songbook speak for itself. Dylan recently sold it for about
$300 million. Laced in every line, the restless artist remains a mystery to
be solved.

“Mr. Tambourine Man” is my favorite for dazzling wordplay. It seems
a self-portrait — keeping time with a wandering troubadour who plays in
the jingle jangle morning mists (“Yes, to dance beneath the diamond sky
with one hand waving free / Silhouetted by the sea”).

To be fair, “Like a Rolling Stone” that ode of scorn, was ranked as
Dylan’s best song — by Rolling Stone magazine, no kidding. That came
soon after Dylan went electric at the Newport Folk Festival.

The song “Mississippi” captured me, from the record “Love and
Theft.” Don’t we all know the feeling: “Only one thing I did wrong /

2020’s startling

We’re a statistics-happy society. We obsess over the latest numbers
on just about everything — birthrates, jobs and population changes —
mining them for trends.

Some stats are really obscure, such as the shocking amount of
electricity Bitcoin uses. The digital currency’s complex computing
process devours 143 terawatt-hours a year — more than the country of
Norway! Can you believe?

Anyhow, the commonly quoted stats are dribbling in, but because
they are being compared to those of the wildly abnormal pandemic year
of 2020, what should we do with them? The answer may be to marvel at
the dramatic shifts but with asterisks attached.

Take changes in state and city populations. California reported a net
loss in population last year, the first time since 1900, when the state
started counting. The effects of the pandemic, says Hans Johnson of the
Public Policy Institute of California, should put an asterisk on last year’s
shrinkage.

Two big reasons for the falloff were the large number of COVID-19
deaths and a sharp decline in international immigration. But as shots in
Californian arms curb the disease and more normal immigration patterns
return, the state should resume growing slowly, as it has in recent years,
Johnson adds.

New York state also lost people last year. Some of it resulted from
COVID lockdowns sending people out of its cities to less crowded parts of
the country. As with California, however, more of it reflects a decline in
foreign immigration, according to the Empire Center.

The country as a whole last year grew at its slowest pace since 1918 —
by only 700,000 residents, or 0.2 percent. Some of that low count reflects
deaths from COVID and a lower birthrate. The number of babies born in
the U.S. hit a 4 million high in 2015 and has fallen every year since.

The pandemic may have accelerated the process. Last December,
when babies conceived early in the health crisis would have been born,
the U.S. birthrate posted its sharpest decline in history. Was a drop-off
this severe a temporary phenomenon reflecting health and economic
fears of those strange times? We will see.

Cities are reporting significant spikes in shootings. Experts have
offered some pandemic-related explanations for that as well. Lost jobs,
closed schools and suspended after-school activities have left vulnerable
young people on the streets where violent youth gangs do their recruiting.

COVID knocked the economy on its rear, so a large jump to more
normal levels of consumer spending is producing price numbers that just
reflect a return to normal. Gasoline prices, for example, soared 50 percent
in April compared with the same month of 2020. For perspective, though,
they actually decreased 1.4 percent from March 2021.

Economists surveyed by the Wall Street Journal expect the economy
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Stayed in Mississippi a day too long.”
Dylan’s love songs are unbelievably tender under his shiny hard shell.

When sung by Judy Collins or old muse Baez (“Visions of Johanna”),
their beauty truly rocks. Collins sings “Farewell” and “Tomorrow is a
Long Time” in her piercing golden voice.

One exception is the plaintive song “Sara” written for his then-wife,
“So easy to look at / So hard to define / ... sweet love of my life.” Only
Dylan could sing that song.

On the same album, “Desire,” is an arresting song no writer can
resist: “One More Cup of Coffee.”

No other singer-songwriter possesses his psychic grasp of the
country’s soul, captivating over miles, tears and years. Dylan’s life is the
road.

The man from the Midwest wrote vividly about the South, from
beloved New Orleans to Mobile, Alabama, to Memphis, Tennessee, to the
Nashville skyline.

Baez’s haunting ballad “Diamonds and Rust” shows just how easy —
and how hard — it would be to love Dylan. (“My poetry was lousy, you
said.”)

In song, Baez addresses Dylan in memories that travel back in time to
standing in Washington Square, where their breath comes out as white
clouds, mingles and hangs in the air.

At a concert while Bruce Springsteen played, a historian who knows
Dylan told me about this scene in her song.

I answered with Baez’s line: “Speaking strictly for me, we both could
have died then and there.”

Nailed it, history repeating itself.

Baez’s 8oth birthday was in January. A couple of Aprils ago, Iwent to a
farewell concert. Boy, did she sing a lot of searing Dylan songs.

In 2020, Dylan released a major work, a montage titled “Murder Most
Foul,” on JFK’s assassination as a tragic point of no return for America.

Innocence, optimism and common dreams were dashed by the shots
that blasted a young vibrant leader. It’s an apt coda, for Dylan launched
in that promising period.

But he was so much older then.

Remaking the ocean of experience, seeing and feeling things as if for
the first time — isn’t that what it takes to be forever young?

Play it, Bob.

to grow in the second quarter at an annual rate of 8.1 percent over the
same time a year earlier. This would be the most torrid growth in about
40 years. Then again, consider the pathetic base we’re starting at — the
annus horribilis of 2020.

The U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention says the number
of new COVID cases — almost 350,000 a week early this month — could
drop to below 10,000 by August if vaccinations continue apace. The
scourge seems to be ending, and barring some other astounding turn of
events, the trend lines could start becoming less dramatic.

Clearly, 2021 is turning into a whole new ballgame. Making
comparisons to the sick, sick year of 2020 may offer opportunities to
exclaim over the biggest year-to-year surge or drop in this or that since
the nation’s founding. We can have fun with that, but, hey, remember
the asterisks.

Government debt

In his opinion piece (Patriot, May 6, 2021), Steve Chapman
argues that the S4 trillion in relief doled out under the Trump
administration was justified, but that the $6 trillion proposed by the
Biden administration is not, because “the emergency has subsided.”

Has it? Millions of Americans are still out of work. Moreover, the
climate emergency shows no signs of easing.

Mr. Chapman referenced the Penn Wharton Budget Model that
found that increasing the tax rate on capital gains would reduce
revenue. That reminds me of Reagan’s (and more recently Trump’s)
claim that lowering taxes would increase revenue and balance the
budget. History shows otherwise.

Moreover, the claim that “over the first decade, Biden’s
infrastructure package would cost $S600 billion more than it would
bring in” must be put in context. That works out to $S60 billion a year,
compared to the $628.6 billion spent on national defense.

Mr. Chapman claims that “piling more federal debt...is bound
to divert funds that would have gone to private investment, to the
detriment of the economy.” Where does Mr. Chapman believe that
the money is being diverted? Spending on infrastructure, etc., does
not leave the economy; it stimulates the economy, hence the term
“investment.”

More wisdom from Mr. Chapman: “The budgetary binge may
also lift inflation to levels that Americans have not seen since the
1980’s.” Really? Wasn’t Mr. Chapman just arguing that more federal
debt was going to divert funds from private investment, slowing the
economy?

Paul Krugman recently argued that government debt tends to
lower inflation. He offers as evidence not only recent U.S. experience,
but also that of Japan, whose accumulated debt equals over 266% of
its GDP. Far from experiencing inflation, the central bank in Japan
has been fighting deflation for the past 30 years.

So whom to believe—Mr. Chapman, or the guy with a Nobel Prize
in economics?

Why did the sports complex
project shrink?

Dear Editor:

It was so exciting and awesome to hear that we are getting a new
5-acre $12 million sports complex on a portion of the Rancho Los Amigos
National Rehabilitation Center’s abandoned south campus. But when I
saw the rendering of the proposed sports complex I noticed that it only
showed three soccer fields of different sizes, the existing Rose Float
buildings, and parking.

This looked more like a soccer complex and when you deduct the Rose
Float area (1.75 acres) and parking (1 acre) you are left with approximately
2.25 acres of field space. A previous rendering showed one multiple
purpose field, which was a better approach.

The sports complex should be developed with at least two full-size
fields with striping on both fields to accommodate multiple sports
(football, lacrosse, and soccer) to qualify as a sports complex where
regional tournaments could be hosted.

Since the county is looking to develop a future county office complex
that will require parking, a shared parking arrangement should be
pursued as the future office uses and sporting activities will operate at
opposite times and be able to share the parking and free up parking for
much needed field space.

When reviewing the project, something didn’t look right and it
appeared that this project was being rushed without proper planning,
negotiations, and design, which was concerning. Due to this, I did a little
background research and I found a Downey Patriot article dated August
10, 2016 by Eric Pierce titled “S468 million development approved for
South Rancho campus.” The article reports that the L.A. County Board
of Supervisors unanimously approved a $468 million project, which was
comprised of a 70-acres development project and calls for a 15-acre
sports complex.

The article also stated that the county supervisors voted to spend S17
million in initial funding. That’s 10 acres more park area compared to the
five acres that Downey is settling for and $5 million less that what was
previously approved.

The article quotes then Supervisor Don Knabe as praising the process
and thanking the City of Downey as well as quotes from then Downey
mayor and mayor pro tem Alex Saab and Fernando Vazquez along
with Councilman Sean Ashton. The article states that all three council
members as well as city manager Gilbert Livas, along with AYSO players
and coaches, attended the L.A. County Supervisors meetings and testified
in support of the 15-acre sports complex.

I was surprised to see how much the project was scaled back and
without explanation. What happened? Who negotiated this project on
behalf of the city and who at the county decided and had the authority to
reduce the size of the approved 15-acre sports complex? Why is our youth
being short changed and why?

The county and city are indeed trying to rush this project at the
expense of our youth and the site is currently being graded. Aside from
the questions being raised, the proposed design has many short falls and
design flaws. It must be stated that all the current council members with
the exception of Sean Ashton were not on the City Council when the 15-
acre sports complex was approved on August 10, 2016, hence why they
were excited for the measly 5-acre sports complex.

There is still time to fix this project and make it right. Will the current
council step up or will they let this happen on their watch?

Mayor Claudia Frometa, Mayor Pro Tem Blanca Pacheco, Council
member Catherine Alvarez, Council member Sean Ashton; and Council
member Mario Trujillo need to step in now and fix this project and hold
city staff that negotiated this project accountable. The Downey Patriot
also needs to do a follow up story and see what changed and what votes
were taken by the L.A. County Supervisors to cut this approved project by
two thirds in size and $5 million.

I reached out to former staff of former L.A. County Supervisor Don
Knabe, who spearheaded this project and they were surprised at the
cutbacks of project size and funding. I also reached out to Janice Hahn’s
office and they did not respond.

We need answers and hopefully get what we were originally promised.
Thank you and I look forward to a fast resolution to this matter.

while the City seeks a permanent
replacement for director.”

As the new Interim Director of
Public Safety, Kato now leads and
manages day-to-day operations
of the Norwalk Public Safety
Department and its staff of 52
employees.

Katoexpressed hisenthusiasm
for the new task when he stated,
“Pm grateful and excited for
this opportunity. My experience
with the LAPD along with my
training has provided me with
the foundation to lead the many
efforts here and to expand on
the duties of community policing
efforts for Norwalk’s growing
community.”

Thompson added that Rancho also took on patients that
needed “safe placement” without necessarily needing complex
care.

Inevitably, Rancho did end up taking on patients positive
with Covid-19.

“We did bring a number of patients were were acutely ill with
Covid into our ICUs, again to create space,” said Thompson. “The
critical role, the essential role we took on were those patients
who had very prolonged, very severe illness and then were on the
recovery process.”

“Those are the patients that came in for rehab. Most of them
had prolonged stays in the ICU on a ventilator. Because of the
microvascular impact of Covid on all of the organs, they may
have a lot of organ damage; kidney, dialysis, things like that that
really just wiped the body out...We did our specialty there, which
is rehab.”

Rancho created a specialty Covid team specifically for rehab,
made up of therapists, physicians, and nurses.

The display this week was a celebration of lives saved and
rehabilitated during the pandemic.

“Having gone through this traumatic experience, this really
challenging year, I think all of us have been touched by it by some
way or another,” said Thompson. “We felt that acknowledging
the loss that as a nation we’ve experienced, as families, as
individuals is really important, but also acknowledging those
that survived, and the positive outcomes for so many as well...
each one truly is a celebration.”

Rancho also placed a wreath in honor of those who lost their
lives to Covid-19.

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Mentors needed for
Operation Jumpstart

DOWNEY - The Downey
Care Collaborative is looking for
volunteers to mentor fostered and
homeless youth through the length
of their high school tenure.

According to Victor Manalo,
co-convener of the Downey Care
Collaborative, the organization
is looking to bring Operation
Jumpstart into the city.

“Operation Jumpstart is an
organization out of Long Beach,
they’ve been in existence for over
25 years now,” said Manalo. “Their
mission is to get students in the
Long Beach Unified School District
who come from under-resourced
and low-resourced communities to
make sure that they get into a four-
year college or university.”

“They do it basically through
mentoring, and by providing
activities and events for the
mentors as well as for the students,
and they’ve been very successful.”

There have been 20 eighth
grade students within Downey
Unified School District who have
been identified as potential

candidates, which means that
there are 40 mentors needed.

Mentors will be screened and
interviewed before being matched
with their student.

“Part of their success is they
match a mentor with their student
with very detailed interviews to
make sure they’re a good match,”
said Manalo. “Not everyone that
volunteers will be matched right
away, because we want to make
sure they are good matches that
last a while.”

While there is no financial
requirement involved, mentors will
be asked to make at least a one-
year commitment and required to
spend six to eight hours a month
with their mentee.

“The way that we envision it
happening is that we’ll start with
the children that we have now who
are in eighth grade and soon to
be freshmen,” said Manalo. “We
want to have them in a mentoring
relationship  throughout high
school, so that by the time they
graduate high school, they’ll have a
plan for what they want to do after
high school.”

“Unlike what they’re doing in
Long Beach, we want to make sure
these kids have multiple options in
front of them. Not all kids are able
or willing or could even benefit out
of going to a four-year university,
for example. We want to make
sure that in addition to four-year

universities, that students know
they can go to a junior college, or
a community college, they could
go to a trade school, they could
get a job, or they could go into the
military, that there are a variety of
different options.

Manalo added that it is the
relationship between the mentor
and their pupil that is “the most
important.”

“Unfortunately, many of these
kids don’t have very good outcomes
after they graduate high school,”
said Manalo. “Nationwide, what
happens is, what we usually find
is about 50% - we’re just talking
about kids in the foster care system
- about 50% of them after they
graduate high school or after they
turn 18 and age out of the foster
care system, half of them become
homeless or incarcerated within 18
months, which is really a horrible
statistic.”

We want to change that here
in Downey so that we can get youth
engaged in some plan ready for
them after they graduate from high
school so they don’t end up being
one of the 50% that is homeless or
incarcerated within 18 months.”

In light of the pandemic, the
hours spent with each mentor
and mentee can be spent over the
phone or on a video call.

Roybal-Allard supports plan to give
undocumented students relief

DOWNEY - This week, The

U.S. Department of Education
announced that it will allow
undocumented college students

to access over $36 billion in
federal coronavirus relief funding,
authorized through the American
Rescue Plan. The decision reverses
Trump-era guidance that made

undocumented students ineligible
to receive relief funding.
Additionally, the department
released new guidance detailing
how institutions can use these
funds to support students with
“exceptional need,” retain and
reengage students, and prevent
and help mitigate the spread of
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COVID-19.

Per the Department’s directive,
in order to be eligible for these
funds, students must be enrolled
or must have been enrolled at an
eligible institution on or after the
COVID-19 national emergency was
declared on March 13, 2020.

After the department’s
announcement, U.S. Representative
Lucille Roybal-Allard (CA-40), an
original co-author of the Dream Act,
issued the following statement:

would be unethical to make an
offer on the house based on its
size and location but high for
the neighborhood as if it was all
fixed up and remodeled if you
already have seen a description
and pictures that indicate the
property is a fixer-upper.

“Why,” you may be asking
yourself, “would someone make
a too-high offer like that?”
Because an offer subject to
interior inspection is sometimes
the only way you can get an
appointment to see a property
inside (especially on properties
currently occupied by the seller’s
tenant, because he normally
doesn’t want the tenant to know
the property is even for sale
before he has the foundations

There are a small percentage
of available listings that are
listed in the MLS as “subject to
interior inspection”. That means
the seller doesn’t want to be
bothered with showings, because
perhaps the property is occupied
by a tenant who doesn’t yet
know the property is for sale, or
perhaps the owner lives there and
has a health issue, or there is a
divorce going on or .. there could
be a thousand reasons. Maybe the
seller just doesn’t want to have to
keep his house clean enough for
showing all the time! So you must

The seller may agree to any
adjustment you propose, they
may counter-offer, and they
may reject your adjustment.
