m More than 4,000 people
signed a petition to recall
Downey Councilwoman
Catherine Alvarez.

Her criminal convictions for
welfare fraud and shoplifting
were made public after she was
elected.

DOWNEY - The recall effort
against Councilwoman Catherine
Alvarez pushed forward in its
attempt to oust Downey’s District
3 representative, turning in its
signatures ahead of schedule
earlier this week, setting the
stage for a recall election.

Campaign volunteers handed
4,016 signatures over to the city
clerk on Tuesday, surpassing the
3,454 it needed before its Jan. 5
deadline.

The signatures were tallied
by city clerk Alicia Duarte upon
submission. They will also need
to be verified by the LA County

Registrar-Recorder’s office
within 30 days.
Should the number of

signatures be deemed sufficient,
then the matter will come back
to the City Council, which then
has 14 days to call for a special
election. Should they fail to do so,
the county would have five days
to schedule the election.

The election would need to
take place between 88 and 125
days after that order is called.

According to the city charter,
the initial vote would only be to
recall Alvarez or not; there would
be no candidates attached to the

ballot.

After the initial recall vote,
if Alvarez is removed, then
prospective candidates could file
to run to serve the over two years
remaining of her term.

“We are energized; we feel
we are doing the community a
big service with everybody that
thanks us for doing what we were
doing,” said Dorothy Pemberton.
“It’s going to be a monumental
time in our history, but we’re
doing it for the best possible
reasons: Good decision makers
in crucial seats to make good
judgements for Downey.”

According to former mayor
Mario Guerra, this is the first
time in Downey’s history that a
council person faces a recall.

“We’ve never had such an
unethical council person on
there with this kind of history,”
said Guerra. “What happened is
the voters, once they found out,
these amazing people that are
passionate about our community
went out there and got the
signatures to put this on the
ballot.

“That shows you love of
community. They’re not getting
paid; this is a volunteer situation.
I’ve never seen a more dedicated
group of passionate people, only
for the love of their city.”

Since serving Alvarez recall
papers last July, the recall
committee  has  maintained
that its motivation for seeking
Alvarez’s removal stems from
her not disclosing her criminal
history to voters while running
for office.

Alvarez has been arrested

numerous times, including
convictions for welfare fraud
and shoplifting, none of which
was publicly revealed before the
November 2020 election.

The recall committee released
a statement to the Downey
Patriot, saying in part:

“Councilwoman  Catherine
Alvarez didn’t disclose her
criminal record before running
for office and the recall election
will give voters the opportunity
to vote to remove her, now being
fully informed of her past.

“She hid her criminal record
from the public because she knew
Downey residents would never
have voted for her knowing she
was convicted, and pled guilty,
of welfare fraud; has a lifetime
ban from Michael’s at Downey
Landing for shoplifting; and had
two warrants for her arrest. Her
evictions and bankruptcies do not
factor into the recall although it
does show a moral indifference.

“Our mission was simple:
inform Downey voters of
Councilwoman Catherine
Alvarez’s criminal record and
give them a chance to remove her
now that they know the facts and
her true character is exposed. An
election to do just that will now
happen.”

In a statement, Alvarez called
attempts to recall her an attack.

“This recall effort is an attack
on the voters that democratically
elected me to represent them
in November 2020. That the
political machine that I defeated
is unwilling to respect the voters’
wishes and is now spending
thousands of dollars to undo their
decision. These dirty tactics are
going to cost Downey taxpayers
several thousands of dollars.”

Downey mayor announces
candidacy for State Assembly

m Mayor Blanca Pacheco is
making a bid for the newly-
drawn 64th District.

DOWNEY - Downey Mayor
Blanca Pacheco on Wednesday
formally entered the race to
represent the newly-drawn
64th State Assembly District.

As mayor, Pacheco already
represents the largest city in
the new 64th, with Downey
encompassing 24% of the
district.

She has been endorsed by
L.A. County Supervisor Janice
Hahn and La Habra Mayor Jose
Medrano.

“California is at a
significant crossroads,” said
Pacheco. “After two years of
this pandemic, it’s clear that
we need leaders in the state
legislature who have a deep
understanding of the many
challenges that people across
the newly drawn 64th district
grapple with on a daily basis.
While our state has navigated
this reality better than others,
the fact remains that we can
and we must do more.

“I’m running for the State
Assembly to be a voice, an
advocate on behalf of, and a
fighter for, the people of the
64th Assembly District. In
Sacramento, I’ll stand up for

working people, create more
good paying middle class jobs,
invest more in public schools
to ensure our students receive
a world class education,
expand affordable housing,
urgently address the climate
crisis and ensure affordable
and accessible healthcare for
every Californian.

“T  am  hopeful and
optimistic about California’s
future, and I know that
together, we can build a
stronger, fairer and more just
state for all people across the
64th Assembly District.”

The new 64th district
replaces the current 58th
district, which is represented

by Assemblywoman Cristina
Garcia, who is vacating the
seat in an effort to replace
retiring Rep.

The newly-drawn district
encompasses Downey, Bell
Bell Gardens, Norwalk,
Santa Fe Springs, La Mirada,
La Habra and portions of
unincorporated Whittier.

Pacheco is active in serving
her community. She is a past
president of the Kiwanis Club
of Downey, and was recognized
by Assemblymember Garcia as
Woman of the Year in 2016. In
2019, she was inducted into
Downey High School’s Hall of
Fame as an “exemplary civic
leader.”

As an attorney, she
provided pro bono services
through various legal
organizations, including
the Southeast District Bar
Association and the Mexican
American Bar Association.
She was also instrumental
in bringing Teen Court, an
alternative program for youth
offenders, to Downey.

As an elected official, she
is immediate past president
of the League of California
Cities Los Angeles Division,
becoming the first elected
official from Downey to
serve in this capacity. She
also serves on the League of
California Cities’ state board
as an at-large director.

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Leslie Murray makes history as Downey
police chief

m A Downey native, she
becomes the first female police
chief in Downey history.

DOWNEY - Leslie Murray
officially took the reins as
Downey’s police chief this week.

Growing up in the cities of
Bellflower and Norwalk, Murray
eventually found herself within
Downey Unified School District
in the 8th grade. She would go
on to complete her secondary
education  within Downey,
ultimately  graduating  from
Downey High School in 1986.

Murray  pursued  higher
learning at California State
University, Long Beach, earning
a bachelor’s degree in sociology
in 1990.

At the time, a career in law
enforcement was the last thing
on her mind.

“Right up until the end, I
really didn’t know what I wanted
to do; I had no idea what I wanted
to do,” said Murray. “People kept
asking me ‘What are you going to
do with a sociology degree,’ and I
really didn’t know.”

“Some of the course work that
I took was juvenile delinquency,
law enforcement related, and
that’s what kind of sparked my
interest, but I still didn’t really
have an idea what jobs were
available, what career paths I
might take.”

It truly wasn’t until her last
semester of college that a fellow
classmate — an Orange County
Sheriff’s Deputy - pushed
her to pursue a career in law
enforcement.

“I never really seen too many
women in law enforcement,
especially where I live and work,”
said Murray. “You know, I’'m
kind of small, I’'m a female...He
assured me, ‘Oh no, there’s a lot

of women who work at Orange
County that work the jails, that
are on patrol. They’re all different
sizes and shapes. You ought to
look into it.””

“From there on that’s where
I started researching, and pretty
much never looked back.”

Murray graduated in May. By
August she was in the LA County
Sheriff’s Academy.

Joining Downey PD in 1990
and having never left, Murray
describes Downey as the “perfect
fit.”

“Ifyou’re going to give back to
the community, what better way
to do it than to give the one that
served you,” said Murray. “I went
to schools here, I had amazing
teachers at Downey High School,
my first part-time job was at the
Broadway in Downey...but then I
also had a part-time job over at
Downey High School working on
awork program.”

“I just never really left.”

Murray added that there was
also a sense of familiarity.

“The other thing that pulled
me to Downey was having grown
up here, I knew people who had
become police officers that I
had gone to high school with or
worked with, and so I already
kind of had that pull to Downey.”

Her younger brother worked
with DPD. Even her husband -
which whom she married early in
her career — was a sergeant in the
department.

“I had the family ties. I had
community ties. I had friends
who worked here,” said Murray.
“It’s continued to be that same
family environment working
here.”

Murray describes  herself
as “driven,” so her ascension
through the ranks should come
as no surprise.

“I had aspirations of doing
the best job I could do; I guess
that’s the best way to say it,”
said Murray. “I never really saw
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anything that would get in my
way, I just wanted to come to
work and do a good job. I wanted
to do well in this profession.”

Murray would work patrol
for a few years before eventually
being selected to work the
detective bureau, where she
would conduct sex crime and
child abuse investigations.

“That was difficult,” said
Murray. “I did it for three years,
and three years was about max.”

“It’s some heavy stuff you
deal with. You really have so
much empathy for people...You
feel like it’s a very worthwhile
thing that you’re doing, but those
kinds of cases stick with you.”

Murray moved on to

community relations and training
before promoting to sergeant in
2000, and then on to lieutenant
for 10 years.

She was promoted to captain
in 2018, overseeing the Detective
Bureau.

Murray was the first female
sergeant in department history.
Then the first female lieutenant.
Then the first female captain.
She is now the first female chief.

It’s a distinction that Murray
admits she has “mixed feelings”
about.

“You always want to be
recognized for who you are and
what you bring to the plate,”
said Murray. “You want to be
recognized for your strengths, for

your abilities, not necessarily just
because you’re a woman.”

However, it was former
police chief John Finch - after
promoting Murray to sergeant -
that taught her that “it’s not just
about you.”

“He took me aside and said,
‘Listen, it’s not just about you.
It’s about getting your face out
there for other women; we want
more women to be involved in
the department. It brings more
balance to the agency, it’s good
for the department,’” she said.

Still, Murray hopes that one
day women will promote and
“not be the first.”

“I want it to be the norm,
where it doesn’t matter who you

are, what color, what gender, it’s
just that you’re the best person
for the job,” said Murray. “I
think we’re at a place now where
we’re so diverse, especially our
department.”

“When I started here, we had
three or four women, and now I
think we have 19. It’s becoming
more the norm.”

There have been plenty of hard
discussions over the last several
years around police enforcement,
especially surrounding funding,
transparency, and ethics.

Murray believes however that
the core job and role of the police
has not wavered.

“I think if you look at policing
historically, we’ve seen changes
over the decades and it’s become
obviously more transparent,”
said Murray. “At Downey at least,
we’ve had cameras on our cars for
20 years now.”

“We’ve had all these different
changes over the years, but the
core job is the same: we’re always
going to be first responders,
we’re always going to be the
agency that people look to. When
bad things are happening, they
want to be able to call the police
and we show up. We’re always
going to do that.”

She added that the
responsibilities of police have
expanded, and that seeking
assistance from other partners
may provide a better solution
to how DPD navigates difficult
situations.

“We’ve seen the expansion
of our role into mental health
situations, into the homeless,
drugaddictionhasbeena problem
for years. We have all those
different hats that we wear, and I
think we’re moving towards more
specialized policing and bringing

»

other partners in,” said Murray.
“Here at the police department
in Downey, we brought in mental
health clinicians from LA County.
We’ve been doing that for years,
and they ride in partnership with
a police officer, and we’re open to
that. I think we provide a better
service that way.”

“We’re open to those kinds
of changes. I think we can
always provide better services
in different ways. We’re still
going to have some of the same
challenges that we have now,
but I think moving forward we’re
always going to try and do our
best to adapt to situations.”

Murray
department’s
within its people.

“We have always had very
high standards for the folks that
we bring on to the department,”
said Murray. “We look for people
who are of good moral character,
who are good decision makers,
good critical thinkers.”

“There are no perfect people,
but we’re looking for people who
have that strong character, and
then we build from that.”

This ties into her immediate
goal to continue the hiring of

more officers and development
of its current staff.

“We have three people
retiring at the end of this month,
and we’ll have some retirements
next year,” said Murray. “For us,
it’sabout bringing on good people
to replace those positions.”

“We have a really young
department too, a lot of our
officers have been hired in the
last five years, a good number
of them. For me, it’s continuing
to develop those people so that
every step of the way we have
people in place to take over
those next positions. Succession
planning is really important,
and especially important for our
department right now having
such a young staff. When you
lose people, you lose institutional
knowledge, and it’s important to
develop people.”

Murray said she is “humbled”
to be the next chief.

“It’s a very proud moment
for me,” said Murray. “For the
community, I just promise to
give them my best effort to be
responsive to their needs, and
to provide the best public safety
services that I can.”

human trafficking one of its
priorities.

DOWNEY - Youngsters in
California are constantly being
charmed and then harmed,
into sex trafficking and labor
trafficking.

Human trafficking is
second only todrug trafficking,
and brings millions of dollars
to the traffickers, while
they enslave and abuse their
victims. This January, Rotary
is stepping up to help solve
the problem.

Cozette Vergari is heading
the project. Downey Rotarians
know her as the District
Governor 2016-17. Cozette is
anamazingwoman. A member
of the State Bar of California,
she is trained in mediation,
but before her career in law,
she made her living in the
performing arts, and owned
three dance studios.

They want to encourage all
Californians to help spread
the word because Los Angeles,
San Diego, and San Francisco
are three of the top 10 cities
in America with the most
reported cases of this criminal
activity.  Children = whose
average age is 13 are being used
over and over for prostitution,
which is now Big Business.

Labor trafficking involves
luring young people into
“jobs,” domestic work that
turns out to be virtual slavery,
or field labor or sweat shops
where they cannot escape.

The survivors are seeking
a way out, and into an
environment where they
can thrive.

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[ fear for our democracy

One year ago, a violent mob, guided by unscrupulous politicians,
stormed the Capitol and almost succeeded in preventing the democratic
transfer of power. All four of us former presidents condemned their
actions and affirmed the legitimacy of the 2020 election. There followed
a brief hope that the insurrection would shock the nation into addressing
the toxic polarization that threatens our democracy.

However, one year on, promoters of the lie that the election was stolen
have taken over one political party and stoked distrust in our electoral
systems. These forces exert power and influence through relentless
disinformation, which continues to turn Americans against Americans.
According to the Survey Center on American Life, 36 percent of Americans
— almost 100 million adults across the political spectrum — agree that
“the traditional American way of life is disappearing so fast that we may
have to use force to save it.” The Washington Post recently reported that
roughly 40 percent of Republicans believe that violent action against the
government is sometimes justified.

Politicians in my home state of Georgia, as well as in others, such
as Texas and Florida, have leveraged the distrust they have created to
enact laws that empower partisan legislatures to intervene in election
processes. They seek to win by any means, and many Americans are
being persuaded to think and act likewise, threatening to collapse the
foundations of our security and democracy with breathtaking speed. I
now fear that what we have fought so hard to achieve globally — the right
to free, fair elections, unhindered by strongman politicians who seek
nothing more than to grow their own power — has become dangerously
fragile at home.

I personally encountered this threat in my own backyard in 1962,

when a ballot-stuffing county boss tried to steal my election to the
Georgia State Senate. This was in the primary, and I challenged the fraud
in court. Ultimately, a judge invalidated the results, and I won the general
election. Afterward, the protection and advancement of democracy
became a priority for me. As president, a major goal was to institute
majority rule in southern Africa and elsewhere.

After I left the White House and founded the Carter Center, we
worked to promote free, fair and orderly elections across the globe. I led
dozens of election observation missions in Africa, Latin America and
Asia, starting with Panama in 1989, where I put a simple question to
administrators: “Are you honest officials or thieves?” At each election,
my wife, Rosalynn, and I were moved by the courage and commitment of
thousands of citizens walking miles and waiting in line from dusk to dawn
to cast their first ballots in free elections, renewing hope for themselves
and their nations and taking their first steps to self-governance. But
I have also seen how new democratic systems — and sometimes even
established ones — can fall to military juntas or power-hungry despots.
Sudan and Myanmar are two recent examples.

For American democracy to endure, we must demand that our leaders
and candidates uphold the ideals of freedom and adhere to high standards
of conduct.

First, while citizens can disagree on policies, people of all political
stripes must agree on fundamental constitutional principles and norms
of fairness, civility and respect for the rule of law. Citizens should be able
to participate easily in transparent, safe and secure electoral processes.
Claims of election irregularities should be submitted in good faith for
adjudication by the courts, with all participants agreeing to accept the
findings. And the election process should be conducted peacefully, free
of intimidation and violence.

Second, we must push for reforms that ensure the security and
accessibility of our elections and ensure public confidence in the accuracy
of results. Phony claims of illegal voting and pointless multiple audits
only detract from democratic ideals.

Third, we must resist the polarization that is reshaping our identities
around politics. We must focus on a few core truths: that we are all human,
we are all Americans and we have common hopes for our communities
and our country to thrive. We must find ways to re-engage across the
divide, respectfully and constructively, by holding civil conversations
with family, friends and co-workers and standing up collectively to the
forces dividing us.

Fourth, violence has no place in our politics, and we must act urgently
to passor strengthen laws to reverse the trends of character assassination,
intimidation and the presence of armed militias at events. We must
protect our election officials — who are trusted friends and neighbors of
many of us — from threats to their safety. Law enforcement must have
the power to address these issues and engage in a national effort to come
to terms with the past and present of racial injustice.

Lastly, the spread of disinformation, especially on social media,
must be addressed. We must reform these platforms and get in the
habit of seeking out accurate information. Corporate America and
religious communities should encourage respect for democratic norms,
participation in elections and efforts to counter disinformation.

Our great nation now teeters on the brink of a widening abyss.
Without immediate action, we are at genuine risk of civil conflict and
losing our precious democracy. Americans must set aside differences and
work together before it is too late.

Russia 1s not our greatest rival

While all facts are true, not all facts are relevant.

And what are the relevant facts in this crisis where 100,000 Russian
troops are now stationed along the Ukrainian border?

Fact one: There is not now and never has been a vital U.S. interest in
Ukraine to justify risking a war with Russia.

History tells us that. Even as Ukraine was suffering in the Stalin-
induced Holodomor, the terror-famine of 1932-33, President Franklin
Roosevelt granted diplomatic recognition to the Bolshevik regime.

During four decades of Cold War, the U.S. never regarded Moscow’s
control of Ukraine as any threat to the USA.

President Joe Biden was thus right to rule out military action in
response to any Russian incursion or invasion of Ukraine.

Moreover, as it is declared U.S. policy not to retaliate militarily
to an invasion of Ukraine, Biden should make it clear that Ukrainian
membership in NATO is a closed question.

Not going to happen.

Ukraine is not going to be invited to join NATO and be given Article 5
U.S. war guarantees that are the primary benefit of membership.

Hence, with U.S. negotiations with Moscow over Ukraine impending,
what is the state of play?

Russia is demanding that the U.S. give formal assurances that
Ukraine and Georgia will never be admitted to NATO, and no nation
bordering Russia will ever accept offensive NATO weapons that could
imperil Russia’s security.

If Moscow cannot get such assurances that Ukraine will never become
a member of NATO, Russian President Vladimir Putin warns, Russia may
invade and occupy Ukraine to neutralize that threat.

The U.S. position?

While we will not resist Russia militarily, the most severe sanctions
in history will be imposed on Russia, possibly including cancellation of
the Nord Stream 2 gas pipeline from Russia to Germany.

Putin has lately issued a counterthreat.

If such severe sanctions are imposed on Russia, this will result in a
“complete rupture of relations” and be a blunder “which our descendants
will later appreciate as a huge one.”

Not long ago, a total severing of relations was the prelude to war.

While Putin and Russia initiated this crisis with the deployment
of 100,000 troops to Ukraine’s borders, we should try to see this crisis
through Putin’s eyes.

The heart of Greater Russia as one ethnic, cultural and historic nation
consists not only of Russia but also of Belarus and Ukraine.

Yet, consider the political condition of that core nation today.

Ukraine has broken from Moscow and seeks its future in the West,
the EU and NATO.

Belarus, a nation of 10 million, just went through an election where
only fraud guaranteed victory for its 67-year-old autocrat, Alexander
Lukashenko, who has ruled Belarus for a quarter-century.

Though an ally of Putin, Lukashenko is not the future.

And Putin himself, while popular, has been in power for two decades
and is bedeviled by rising democratic resistance in Russia.

Now the Americans — who have, in a quarter-century, moved NATO
across Germany into Eastern Europe and the Baltic states — are planning
to bring into an alliance established to contain Russia the former Soviet
republics of Georgia and Ukraine.

Putin has to see himself as the ruler of a diminishing Russia, not a
rising power.

Time is not on Russia’s side or Putin’s side.

Diet culture 1s unhealthy an

This past fall, my daughter, at 20 months, became fascinated
with her bellybutton. At every chance she got, she began lifting her
T-shirt to joyfully point it out. The inference that Mama and Daddy
had bellybuttons too was not far behind, and neither were further
exploration efforts. But when she lifted my shirt, I could feel myself
sucking in my stomach. I felt shame — and ashamed of my shame.
And that’s when it hit me: I have to sort my head out, regarding my
body, for the sake of my daughter.

My relationship with my body is, to put it mildly, fraught. I have
not always, but I have usually, been fat. [ have always hated that fact,
although I have tried not to. I have been a so-called normal weight,
by the standards of the draconian body mass index guidelines, only
when I have been starving myself or eating a highly restrictive and
often downright odd diet. Over the past year, I have lost nearly 50
pounds, prompted by a vague sense of obligation to shrink myself
back down to size. As usual, the weight came off only with efforts so
extreme that [ hesitate to admit to them: Over the course of a month
last winter, I didn’t eat for 17 out of 30 days.

And I am someone who knows better. I recognize all the reasons
I shouldn’t do this. I recognize that the relationship between fatness
and health is far from straightforward — that many fat people are
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healthy and many thin people are not, that the correlation between
being fat and having certain diseases is complex and generally
mediated by other risk factors, including poverty and the social
stigma that keeps fat people from getting the health care they
deserve.

I have long admired the work of fat activists — Marilyn Wann,
Sonya Renee Taylor and Aubrey Gordon among them — and recognize
that fat bodies can be not only healthy but also athletic, beautiful,
sexy. I believe in the concepts of intuitive eating and health at every
size — at least, for other people. I recognize that the vast majority
of diets fail to make people any thinner or any healthier in the long
term. I recognize that even if you are a fat person who would be
healthier if you lost weight, you don’t owe it to anyone to do so; you
don’t owe it to anyone to be healthy in general. And I know how much
my internalized fatphobia owes to oppressive patriarchal forces —
the forces that tell girls and women in particular to be small, meek,
slight, slim and quiet.

I recognize all of this in the abstract. In practice, however, I
struggle.

I have lately wondered how much my self-directed fatphobia
owes to my career as an academic philosopher. More than one
author has remarked that there is a dearth of fat, female bodies in
academia in general and in philosophy specifically. Philosophy, with
its characteristic emphasis on reason, often implicitly conceives
of rationality as the jurisdiction of the lean, rich, white men who
dominate my discipline.

We praise arguments for being muscular and compact and criticize
prose for being flabby, flowery and, implicitly, feminine. When it
comes to our metaphysics — our pictures of the world — we pride
ourselves on a taste for austerity, or as W.V.0. Quine put it, “desert
landscapes.” And what is the fat body in the popular imagination but
excess, lavishness, redundancy?

I struggle as a philosopher to reconcile my image of my body with
its task in the world of being the emissary of my mind. I think of
it, tongue in cheek, as my body-mind problem. Often, I cannot bear
the idea of sending out my “soft animal” of a body, in the words of
the poet Mary Oliver, to fight for feminist views that are edgy and
controversial and to represent a discipline that prides itself on
sharpness, clarity and precision. I feel betrayed by my soft borders.

This false binary exists partly in my own head, yes, but also very
much in others’: I was recently apprised of a caption on a portrait
of David Hume, the 18th-century philosopher, in an introductory
philosophy textbook: “The lightness and quickness of his mind was
entirely hidden by the lumpishness of his appearance.” Thus have
other fat philosophers been warned that our bodies may similarly
mask our intellects.

The cognitive psychologist Steven Pinker isn’t a philosopher, but
his latest book, “Rationality,” handily demonstrates the worldview
that equates thinness with reason. After bemoaning the fact that
rationality is no longer considered “phat” (as in “cool”), he chides
the irrational doofus who prefers the “small pleasure” of chowing
down on lasagna now over the supposedly “large pleasure of a slim
body” in perpetuity. They “succumb” to “myopic discounting”
of future rewards — an (ableist) term for short-term thinking,

His principal ally, China, has 10 times the population of Russia and
an economy 10 times Putin’s. Moreover, China harbors ancestral claims
to Russian territory in the Far East, which, in 1969, caused a border clash
between the two countries.

Putin has decided that the long retreat of Russian power must end,
that the eastward march of a NATO alliance created to contain and resist
Russia must end, and if this means risking war over Ukraine, so be it.

Putin may see this as a now-or-never moment to halt the decades-
long attrition of Russian territorial and national power.

And theU.S.?

In the Cold War, President Dwight Eisenhower did not intervene
militarily to save the Hungarian rebels who rose against Moscow in 1956.
Nor did President John F. Kennedy act to stop the building of the Berlin
Wall in 1961. Nor did President Lyndon B. Johnson intervene to prevent
Moscow’s crushing of the “Prague Spring” in 1968. Nor did President
Ronald Reagan act when Solidarity was crushed in Poland in 1981.

Historically, those presidents who refused to use force in Central or
Eastern Europe, to avoid a war with Russia where U.S. vital interests were
not imperiled, were proven right.

Time was on America’s side in the Cold War. And, with Russia, time is
still on America’s side.

Our great challenge in the 21st century is not Russia.

Indeed, in the long term, we want Russia on our side in the long
struggle between the U.S. and the West, and Communist China.

What the U.S. should do in this Ukrainian crisis is to avoid a war with
Russia, avoid an escalation, and leave our adversary with an honorable
avenue of retreat. Again, with Russia, time is on our side.

illustrated with a fatphobic example.

Such examples proliferate in philosophy too: The standard
example of the much-studied phenomenon of akrasia, weakness
of the will, is succumbing to a cookie. The natural human appetite
for rich and sugary foods is thereby derided as not only contrary to
reason but also something to be tamed, shunned, even shamed. The
constant deprivation and, sometimes, sheer hunger of someone who
sticks to a rigorous diet is envisaged as an unambiguously good thing
and as an achievement, even a virtue.

Is it, though? As someone who recently dieted with some success
(“success”), it is obvious to me that I’ve set a bad example for my now
2-year-old daughter — one that will only become more problematic
over time, as she becomes more and more aware of what I am or
am not eating. I have contributed in a small way to a society that
lauds certain bodies and derogates others for more or less arbitrary
reasons and ones that lead to a great deal of cruelty and suffering.
(The most common basis for childhood bullying is a child’s weight.) I
have denied myself pleasure and caused myself the gnawing pain and
sapping anxiety of hunger.

These are all things we usually think of as straightforward ethical
ills. Almost all versions of the family of moral theories known as
consequentialism hold that pleasure is morally good and pain and
suffering are morally bad. Even if this is not the whole truth of ethics,
it is plausibly part of the truth.

And it has the superficially surprising implication that dieting
inflicts real moral costs, real moral harms, ones we largely impose
on ourselves (albeit under the influence of potent social forces). If
the chances of long-term weight loss (and the supposed benefits and
pleasures that conveys) are vanishingly small, then why do we keep
doing it? I suspect the answer is not only habit and a false sense of
obligation but also the lure of aspiration: a dieter’s perpetual sense
of getting somewhere, getting smaller and thus becoming more
acceptable, more reasonable, as a body.

But while philosophy in its current form may fetishize thinness,
it also has within it the power to challenge these ideas and even to
reconfigure our moral relationship to them entirely.

We are at a moment during the year when many people will try,
and even regard themselves as duty bound, to go on a diet. But if
dieting is a practice that causes a great deal of harm — in the form
of pain, suffering, anxiety and sheer hunger — and rarely works
to deliver the health or happiness it has long advertised, then it
is a morally bad practice. It is plausibly not only permissible but
obligatory for individuals to divest from it, to condemn it and not to
teach it to our children, either explicitly or by example.

Instead, we might strive within ourselves to meet new and better
“liberating duties,” to borrow a notion from Joseph Raz. In this case,
the duty — for those of us fortunate enough to have the resources —
is simply, or not so simply, to eat when we are hungry.

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Mervin Chantland shares
life story to inspire hope

m After enduring multiple
struggles, Mervin Chantland
hopes his life story will inspire
others to never give up.

NORWALK - “Maybe
somebody who is about ready
to give up on life might read
this and say ‘if he can do
it, T can, too,”” said Mervin
Chantland.

The 87-year-old Norwalk
resident endured a life of
struggle but managed to
persevere and live a full life
with a career and family.

He was diagnosed with
tuberculosis as an infant. As
walking became a struggle, his
father worried that he would
need assistance for the rest of
his life.

“My dad told my brothers
that they would need to take
care of me,” said Chantland.
“I said ‘No way!’ I just wanted
to make him proud.”

As a young boy, he was
teased by others for having
TB. However, Chantland still
made friends.

“I remember at 13 years
old, finally walking on
crutches to my best friend,
Tom’s, ball game,” said the
Norwalk resident. “When he
hit a home run, I got up and
went across the street to tell
his mom.”

Unfortunately, the doctors
later told a 19-year-old
Chantland that his leg needed
to be amputated. However,
the young Chantland was still
determined to make his father

After coming from a family
with a history in the military,
Chantland wanted to serve
in the armed forces but was
unable to enlist because of his
handicap.

Instead, he joined the Civil
Air Patrol that was stationed
in Norwalk.

During his time with the
civilian volunteer unit, he
took trips to the Mojave Desert
to tow Gliders and get them
airborne and took trips to
conventions. He also assisted
in recruiting volunteers for
the patrol.

Chantland began taking
classes at Cerritos College and
earned an Associates’ Degree
in General Technology.

It was a challenge to find
work that could accommodate
his situation, but the officer

in charge of the Civil Air
Patrol called employers on his
behalf.

Chantland was able to get a
job at General Motors Advance
Technical Division.

“When my boss hired me,
he only asked, ‘What won’t
you do?’ That was the only
question he asked,” said
Chantland. “I told him that if
I have to sweep the floor to get
the job done, I’d do it. He hired
me on the spot.”

Chantland and his wife,
Mary Ann, went on to have
two kids, six grandkids, and
two great-grandkids.

She passed early one
morning in May, 2008.
Chantland stayed out of the
house for the rest of the day.
When he returned, he found
every light in the house was
turned on.

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Mother & young daughter killed
in violent collision

m Shannon Alvarez and her
13-year-old daughter, Ashley,
both died in the violent
collision. A Las Vegas woman
was arrested and charged with
manslaughter but has since
been released.

NORWALK - Ashley
Alvarez, 13, died on impact
when Brittany Lopez’s vehicle
burst into the intersection of
Foster and Studebaker Road,
colliding with the passenger
side of her mother’s Camaro.

Her  mother, Shannon
Alvarez, later died on Sunday
after suffering from traumatic
internal injuries.

The two were returning
from a weekend getaway.
Shannon Alvarez’s boyfriend,
Juan Zuniga, said the two often
took trips to local hotels to get
some time out of the house.

Enrique Zuniga, the brother
of Juan Zuniga, lives near the
crash site and heard the impact
of the vehicles.

“l heard a car speeding,
which is common on Studebaker
Road. One second later, I heard
an explosion, and I jumped out
of bed,” said Zuniga. “When
I walked out, I could see the
accident, and I walked over to
see if I could help.”

He did not realize who was
driving the Camaro until the
airbag was lifted and he saw
Shannon Alvarez’s face.

Zuniga said that Alvarez
was screaming but he could
not understand what she was
saying. He called to her, asking
about her daughter.

Two nurses attending Grace
Brethren Church ran out to
help, too. They tended to Ashley
but she was unresponsive.

“Immediately, I feared the
worst. I called for my wife to
call my brother,” said Enrique
Zuniga. “The firemen pulled up
and they pulled out Shannon.
They laid her down, and she was
complaining about her back.”

Despite the first responder’s

efforts to revive Ashley,
the vyoung teen remained
unresponsive.

Juan Zuniga was preparing
to go out later Sunday with
Shannon and Ashley. As he was
getting ready, he received a call
from his sister-in-law.

“I got the call from my
sister-in-law telling me
Shannon was in a car accident,
but I didn’t know how serious it
was,” he said. “As [ was getting
dressed to go, she called back
and told me that Ashley was
unresponsive and Shannon was
really hurt.”

When he arrived, the young
girl was already taken to St.
Francis trauma center, and her
mother soon followed.

“l don’t really remember
much after I got there.
Everything was happening
so fast. There was so much to
process,” said Juan Zuniga.

His sister-in-law took him
to see Alvarez’s mother, Linda
Seagroves, to tell her about the
accident.

As people worked to help
the mother and daughter, the
26-year-old Lopez was focused
on the damages to her vehicle.

Margaret Mitchell came
out of the church when the
accident happened and saw
the wreckage. She saw that
Lopez was trying to gather her
belongings to flee the scene.

“She was standing at the
driver’s side door when I came
out. I told her to move off to the
side, and she said, ‘I need to
get out of here,”” said Mitchell.
“She walked around the car
to open the passenger door to
get her stuff, but the door was
stuck.”

Mitchell said she saw
the young woman rummage
through her belongings and
make a phone call to someone.
Afterward, Lopez started to take
her belongings from the car.

“By the time the police got
there, she was already walking
away,” said Mitchell. “But I
pointed her out to the police.”

When the police caught

her, Lopez allegedly tried to
deny her involvement in the
fatal crash and said she was not
the person driving. However,
security camera footage shows
the entire crash and that Lopez
was the only person in the
vehicle.

The Las Vegas
was arrested for vehicular
manslaughter and  driving
without a license. Authorities
believe drugs and alcohol
played a role in the collision but
are still waiting for a toxicology
report.

At St. Francis hospital, the
Zunigas and Seagrove were
informed that Ashley was
already dead. Doctors informed
them that the force from
Lopez’s car was so great that
her heart stopped on impact.

“She was my little girl. She
was like my daughter,” said
Juan Zuniga. “We spent some
time grieving and crying over
her body.”

Juan Zuniga said he pleaded
with the doctor but there was
nothing else they could do for
the young girl.

“T was so shooken up. I
don’t remember much other
than when they told me my
granddaughter was dead,” said
Seagrove. “I wanted to see her,
and they let me go in and spend
time with her.”

Zuniga and  Seagroves
wanted to see Shannon Alvarez,
but when they went upstairs,
the nurse informed the family
that the 50-year-old had died
from her internal injuries after
surgery.

“They said she was given
multiple pints of blood. When
we went to see her, there was
blood on the bed, on the floor,
everywhere,” said the mother.

Shannon Alvarez adopted
Ashley after a surgery prevented
her from having children, said
Seagroves. The mother and
daughter became inseparable.

Juan Zuniga recalls that
Ashley attended Ross Middle
School, and was in eighth
grade. She was a musician and
artistically gifted.

Seagroves and the Zuniga
brothers were furious that
Lopez was released Tuesday
evening before they received
the toxicology report.

Enrique Zuniga plans to
pursue legal action against
Lopez.

The families are also angry
at the Norwalk City Council
for ignoring calls to make the
intersection safer. Community
