DOWNEY — The Columbia
Memorial Space Center on
Monday announced a significant
sponsorship from Financial
Partners Credit Union for their
Girls in STEM program.

Launched this month,
interested Girls in STEM Chapter
Leaders will receive initial Club

Mayor Blanca Pacheco voiced
doubts that the council would
be able to come to a decision.

DOWNEY - The City of
Downey will seek applications for
an interim council member to fill
the currently vacant District 2 seat.

The vacant seat will need to be
filled by May 13, or 60 days after
former councilman Sean Ashton’s
official resignation on March 14.

Ashton stepped down from the
council, citing a job promotion.

While there is no legal
requirement for the council to
follow any specific method of
appointment, it is common practice
for a council in this situation to
post a notice of vacancy and invite
applications.

Council would then go through
an interviewing process with each
applicant, all in the context of a
public hearing.

The application ~ window
officially opened on Wednesday,
and will close on April 6 at noon.

Only those 18 and older,
residing and registered to vote
in District 2 will be able to apply.
Should the council fail to agree on
a successor by the deadline, the
seat would remain vacant and the
successor would be decided at the
general election.

When posed with the option to
either seek an interim successor or
leave the seat empty for the time
being, the council voted 3-1 in favor
of the former option with Mayor
Blanca Pacheco opposed.

Pacheco said she didn’t want
to subject council meetings and
residents to “more turmoil.”

Former Mayor Mario Guerra and candidate Hector Sosa have already expressed interest in filling the seat.

“My personal opinion is we
should leave it up to the voters in
District 2, for them to elect their
representative come November,”
said Pacheco. “There’s a lot of chaos
in this city, and it should be up to
you, the voters.”

Councilwoman Claudia
Frometa would say that the council
had the ability to “appoint someone
that can help us continue to move
our city forward.”

“There is a lot of disruption,
and it could seem as if there is a lot
of chaos, however it is up to us as
a council to be the calming voice of
our residents and move our city in
a uniting way,” said Frometa. “We
will always disagree because that
is just the nature of being human,
and in November somebody will
officially occupy that seat. But
having said that, there has been
a couple of times before where
the council has been faced with
this difficult decision, and I think
they’ve done the right thing.”

There have been two instances
where previous Downey councils
would fill a vacancy.

Pacheco suggested that the
council was not on the same page,
describing she and her colleagues as
“a council divided.”

“My concern is that we won’t all
agree on who [the appointee] will
be,” said Pacheco. “It will be very
difficult, and we’ll be subjecting the
residents to more disagreements
because we can’t all agree.”

There are already potential
suitors.

Former Mayor Mario Guerra
emailed the council last week
expressing his willingness to step in
to the position for the remainder of
the term.

“I feel I could help bring some
of my experience to our city for this
short appointment period. I have
no political agenda except to serve
and help move our city forward,”
Guerra wrote. “From economic

development to infrastructure
to businesses retention and

recruitment, these are some of the
things I could potentially assist the
council in a short period of time.

“I do not plan on initiating any
new items that would take away
staff time from the directions you
have started. I'm not interested in
trying to undo any of the initiatives
the council has already started or
instigated.”

While  Guerra could be
appointed to the seat temporarily,
he would not be eligible to run in
November, having already served
two terms.

Gangs out of Downey President
Hector Sosa — who has already
announced his intention to run for
the seat on the upcoming ballot — is
also eyeing the appointment.

“I'm going full speed ahead for
November, but I'm definitely going
to try to fill that seat in the interim,”
said Sosa.

Downey Symphony concerts
promises something for everyone

DOWNEY - “It’s filled with
sizzle and sparkle,” said Sharon
Lavery, Music Director for the
Downey Symphonic Society. “What
better way to open a program than
Bernstein’s Overture to Candide!
A perfect piece to get the evening
started.”

But even before the
Symphonic Orchestra
the official Overture, Dottie
Nadolski will begin the evening
by conducting “Simple Gifts,” a
Shaker song arranged exclusively
for the Orchestra by Luca Mendoza.
April 9 is the night the winner of
the last baton auction, in 2019,
will give the down beat to start the
Downey Symphony Orchestra’s
long-awaited spring subscription
concert.

“After the intermission the
auction for the April 2023 baton
will be conducted,” said Anthony
Crespo, president of the Downey
Symphonic  Society. “This is
everyone’s chance to bid for that
once-in-a-lifetime chance.”

Downey
plays

Twenty-five years ago the
winning bid was $400. Now it has
risen to a jaw-dropping $3,500.

“Next, as I always try to do,”
said Music Director Sharon, of the
Orchestra’s upcoming concert at
the Downey Theatre, “I included a
work that is very new, Open World,

Downey Symphony’s upcoming concert will feature highlights from

the highlights from Pinar Toprak’s
score from the blockbuster movie,
Captain Marvel.”

“I had worked with Pinar on
another concert,” said Sharon, “and
I always wanted the opportunity to
program her music because she is a
very talented composer, so here was
my chance. I was also very proud
that Captain Marvel was the highest

grossing film scored by a female
composer in history.”

Pinar Toprak is a Turkish-
American composer for film,
television and video games. Born
and raised in Istanbul, she earned
a master’s degree at California
State University, Northridge, in
composition.

Growing up, Tovar says that

music and books gave her an escape
to another world that was not her
world at all.

“Sometimes a really cool song
goes a long way in telling the
story,” Pinar has said of her score,
a fusion of electronic and orchestral
sounds, with the electronic parts
representing the aliens and the
orchestra representing the main
character.

To cap the first half, the
Symphonic Society presents Bach’s
Well-Tempered Marimba. If the
marimba had existed 300 years ago,
in Johann Sebastian Bach’s time,
would he have composed for that
dark, mellow, resonant instrument?
Why not? The marimba has a range
of five octaves, the same as the
harpsichord, and the chromatic
bars are placed in order just like a
harpsichord keyboard.

Bach’s Harpsichord Concerto
No. 1 in D Minor, first performed
exactly 300 years ago in 1722,
translates well from an 18th century
string keyboard instrument, to
the marimba, brought to the New
World with the slave trade from
Africa. Its wooden bars resonate
when they are struck with rubber
mallets, like the harpsicord’s strings
that are plucked.

“As soon as I heard David and
Soojin play this Bach arrangement
for two marimbas,” said Music
Director Sharon, “I knew
immediately that I wanted to engage
them for our upcoming program
with the Downey Symphony

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Downey fire
station to undergo

repairs

DOWNEY - Work to repair
one of Downey’s fire stations was
approved on Tuesday, after a fire
late last month left the building
uninhabitable.

On Feb. 25, a fire broke out
at station no. 4 — located at 9349
Florence Ave. - causing no injuries
but considerable damage to the
building.

According to city staff’s report,
the fire most possibly originated
inside an exterior wall at the second
floor. A preliminary investigation by
the City’s Fire Inspector indicated a
malfunctioning electrical system as
the cause.

During the incident, the walls
and flooring sustained water
damage due to the activation of the
building’s sprinkler system. Areas
of the roof and portions of both the

interior and exterior walls as well as
ceilings were also removed during
firefighters’ attempt to contain the
fire quickly.

The odor of burnt building
material has also lingered since the
event.

It is estimated that cost of
repairs will be over $600,000,
which will be handled through a
claim with the city’s insurer.

Personnel have since been
moved to and operated out of
fire stations no. 1 and 3, and will
continue to do such until repairs
are complete.

The fire station had previously
been renovated and modernized
in 2021 as part of Measure S,
reopening in July.

City gives
Stay Gallery

remain open

DOWNEY - The city of
Downey will provide Stay Gallery
with $28,000 to operate through
the end of July.

The new agreement — which
was approved unanimously by the
council — covers the remaining
lease payments for April through
July at a cost of $12,128, plus an
additional $4,000/month from
April through July to ensure regular
operating hours and programming
for the public, bringing the total
cost to $28,128.

The subsidy is covered through
the city’s Arts in Public Places
funding.

The city has paid rent for the
facility — located at 11140 Downey
Avenue — since 2012.

DOWNEY - Mayor Pro Tem
Catherine Alvarez was once again
served papers of intent to recall on
Tuesday.

This is the second time in less
than a year that residents have
taken legal moves to oust the
council member.

A first attempt made it to
the signature-verification stage,
however came up just 35 votes short
of the over 3,454 needed to take the
recall effort to ballot.

Proponents have maintained
that their reasoning for seeking the

recall stems from Alvarez’s failure
to disclose her criminal past during
the 2020 election.

In a statement sent to the
Downey Patriot, representatives
of the recall also voiced their
displeasure in Alvarez’s recent
appointment to Mayor Pro Tem,
pinning much of the blame on
Mayor Blanca Pacheco.

“Our residents deserve better.
That is one reason we have served
Catherine Alvarez with recall
papers again. We were barely short
last time from having a successful
recall vote (35 signatures out of
over 4000 submitted). Based on
the outpouring of dissent from our
residents we will move forward to
recall her. Based on her criminal
record and deception to the
voters in Downey our community

overwhelmingly supported her
recall.
“We were also shocked,

disturbed and disappointed when

3 members of our city council voted
to appoint her as Mayor Pro Tem
a few weeks ago. The city council
obviously did not heed the wishes
and interests of our residents when
they voted to have the first convicted
criminal (welfare fraud, shoplifting
and two warrants for her arrest)
serve in the largely ceremonial
position of Mayor Pro Tem.

“We were especially surprised
when Mayor Pacheco cast the
deciding vote. It was shocking that
she did so even after knowing how
many Downey residents had signed
the recall petition, just in one
district, let alone the entire city. The
proof is there that we do not want
her and lack of ethics representing
us and yet the mayor ignored the
pleas of our city. Every day that she
is in office is another stain on our
community.”

Alvarez had previously faced
charges of welfare fraud and
shoplifting from the Michael’s Craft
Store at the Downey Landing.

Downey considers raising hotel

tax to 13%

m Voters will decide in
November whether or not to
increase Downey’s hotel tax.

DOWNEY - Hoping to raise
money for infrastructure repairs,
the City Council will allow voters
to decide whether or not to hike the
city’s hotel tax from 9% to 13%.

Downey’s transient occupancy
tax has been at 9% since 1998. The
fee is levied on customers staying at
Downey hotels, motels and Airbnbs
for less than 30 days.

Raising the tax to 13% would

generate an additional $950,000 in
annual revenue, city officials said.
The money would be earmarked
or infrastructure projects
such as street repairs and park
improvements, according to a staff
report prepared by the city.

Downey voters approved a sales
tax increase in 2016 — Measure S —
that is funding improvements to
the police and fire departments,
along with parks and city facilities.

But there remains “a need for
greater funding for residential roads
and right-of-way improvements
as they are in desperate need of
rehabilitation,” City = Manager
Gilbert Livas wrote in a report to
council members.

If the tax increase is approved
by voters, Downey would have
the highest transient occupancy
tax among local cities, exceeding
Cerritos, Buena Park, Commerce
and Glendale, each of whom have
12% hotel tax rates.

On Tuesday, the City Council
unanimously agreed to place the
tax hike on the November 2022
ballot.

Council members also agreed
to hire a public relations firm at
a cost of $123,250 to help get the
measure approved.

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While Democrats debate
Latinx, Latinos head

to the GOP

Democrats working to save their slim majority in the House in November’s
elections have been sounding alarm bells lately over research showing that
Republican attacks on culture-war issues are working, particularly with center-
left, Hispanic and independent voters. Hispanic voters, many of us alienated
by progressive labels and mottos like “Latinx” and “defund the police,” have
been drifting rightward as Donald Trump marginally increased the G.O.P.
Hispanic vote share in 2016 and again in 2020 — a phenomenon, it should be
noted, that goes beyond Mr. Trump or any individual campaign.

Democrats now understand that they are losing support among Hispanics
on culture as well as pocketbook issues, leaving little in the message arsenal for
the party’s candidates to use to stanch what appears to be a long-term bleed.

The Democrats’ problems with Hispanics are especially glaring when you
consider that Republicans are not exactly flawless when it comes to appealing
to these voters. Both parties have committed a mind-boggling form of political
malpractice for years: They have consistently failed to understand what
motivates Hispanic voters, a crucial and growing part of the electorate.

As the growth of the Hispanic eligible electorate continues to outpace other
new eligible voting populations, the caricatures and stereotypes of “Hispanic
issues” are proving further and further removed from the experience of most
Hispanics. Yet, for all the hype and spin about Republican gains with Hispanic
voters, the rightward shift of these voters is happening despite Republicans’
best efforts, not because of them.

In the eyes of some on the American right, Hispanics are hyper-
religious Catholics or evangelicals, entrepreneurial, anti-communist, social
conservatives reminiscent of the ethnic white voters of yesteryear. To some
on the left, we're seen as angry, racially oppressed workers of the cultural
vanguard who want to upend capitalism while demanding open borders. While
none of these caricatures are accurate, in them there are enough grains of truth
to lull self-righteous partisans on both sides into believing that they may be
on the winning side of the emerging ethnically pluralistic American majority.

In our current era of negative partisanship, voters are as often motivated
to oppose the party they dislike or view as extreme as they are to support the
party with which they align. Latinos, of course, are no different, and it is at
the cultural extremes where Democrats face the greatest threat to losing what
they have long viewed as the foundational base of their long-term majority
prospects. As “culture” grows as a proxy for “race,” the electoral math for
Democrats will most likely get bleaker as political campaigns continue as
referendums on “critical race theory” and “defunding the police.” It will be
worse still if Hispanics increasingly do not view themselves as an aggrieved
racial minority.

This understanding will help determine which party controls Congress
and the White House, beginning with the 2022 midterms. Under newly drawn
district lines, four of the most competitive House seats will have Hispanic
populations of at least 38 percent and are in California, Texas, New Mexico
and Colorado. Additionally, Hispanic voters will be essential components of
Senate and other statewide contests in Arizona and Nevada. The Latino voters
in these states and districts are important for both parties. As the Democratic
Party drifts away from its working-class roots and emphasizes cultural issues,
Republicans are well positioned to pick up these politically untethered voters
and with them the reins of power.

The recent debate over the term “Latinx” symbolizes the cultural alienation
of institutions far removed from the realities of life for an overwhelming
number of working-class Hispanics. “Latinx” was created as a gender-neutral
alternative term in Spanish, a gendered language, that refers to males as

“Latino” and females as “Latina’.

Commonly used by media, political and academic elites as a sign of gender

inclusivity, it is virtually nonexistent in the communities it refers to. In 2020
Pew Research revealed that only 3 percent of Latinos use the term, while 9
percent of white liberals think it is the most appropriate term to use. In fact,
only 14 percent of Latinos with just a high school degree or less had even heard
of it.

This was not a sign of intolerance but rather was emblematic of one class
with the luxury of being consumed with such matters trying to impose their
values on working-class families trying to keep up with paying the rent on
Friday. Members of the Democratic Party don’t just live in a distinct cultural
bubble removed from the realities of their blue-collar counterparts, they are so
removed from the rapidly growing Hispanic working class that many of them
are now literally speaking a different language.

The growing cultural divide in America, in which Hispanics appear to be
increasingly turned off by progressive mottos and movements, is linked to
the education divide in America between college-educated and noncollege-
educated voters of all ethnicities. According to Pew Research, Republicans
increasingly dominate in party affiliation among white noncollege voters, who
make up 57 percent of all G.O.P. voters. This in a country where 64 percent of
voters do not have a college degree.

The Democratic Party is losing its brand among white, working-class
voters and Hispanics. This is especially pronounced among Hispanic men and
Hispanic noncollege-educated voters, who are trending more Republican, just
as their white noncollege-educated peers are. Latinos are increasingly voting
similarly to noncollege whites, perhaps because they don’t view themselves all
that differently from them. Pew Research studies on Hispanic identity have
shown that fully half of the country’s Hispanics view themselves as “a typical
American”; fewer responded as identifying as “very different from a typical
American.”

For all the discussion about diversity within the Latino community, and
the now-trite adage that the community is not “monolithic,” in fact what
unites most Hispanics is that they are an important share of the blue-collar
noncollege-educated work force, and their presence in the labor force is only
growing. The “essential workers” of the pandemic are disproportionately
Black and Latino, and as a decidedly younger demographic, Hispanic workers
are filling the roles of manufacturing, agricultural and construction trades in
states with large Hispanic populations.

Democrats have increasingly become a party shaped by and reliant upon
white voters with college degrees. Compared with 40.1 percent of white adults
age 25 and older, only 18.8 percent of Latino adults in this age group have a
bachelor’s degree. Latinos are, and increasingly will be, a key part of the blue-
collar work force of the future and their politics are reflecting that.

From 71 percent support for President Barack Obama in 2012 to 66 percent
for Hillary Clinton and 59 percent for Joe Biden in 2020, Democrats find
themselves slowly but measurably losing hold of Latinos, the fastest-growing
segment of the electorate. As Latino voters grow in number in key battleground
states, they are increasingly rejecting the minority construct promulgated by
the media, academia and Democratic politicians and consultants.

The party that is able to express the values of a multiethnic working class
will be the majority party for the next generation. As we continue to watch the
country’s culture war increasingly divided by education levels, it is quite likely
that Latino voters will continue to trend, even if marginally, into the ranks of
Republican voters. The country stands on the precipice of a significant political
shift. As President Ronald Reagan once quipped, quoting a Republican sheriff
nominee, “I didn’t leave the Democratic Party, the Democratic Party left me.”

The next Covid wave 1s probably already

on 1ts way

The most important lesson of the Covid pandemic is that the only constant
is change. Variants spread, cases surge and abate, treatments change and
knowledge expands. This means that we — the public, elected officials and
public health leaders — need to learn constantly and adapt quickly, acting on
the insight that no one policy response is likely to stay effective for long.

Now is the moment to put that flexibility into practice. Rising Covid cases
in Europe, the toll Omicron is taking particularly on unvaccinated elderly
people in Hong Kong and slowing vaccinations are warnings that another wave
of infections is likely approaching the United States. But we are by no means
helpless. We can prepare better, save lives and reduce disruption.

Although the exact reasons for the rapid increase in cases in Europe aren’t
known, it almost certainly results from a combination of the highly infectious
BA.2 Omicron subvariant, changing public behavior and waning immunity.
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BA.2 is making up an increasing proportion of new cases, and is extending
the Omicron surge. At the same time, countries in Europe are lifting Covid-19
restrictions, including mask mandates and indoor capacity limits, and
immunity to infection from vaccines and possibly also from prior infections is
waning. Thankfully, although protection against infection through vaccination
is something of a flash-in-the-pan phenomenon, the protection vaccines
provide against severe infection and death is more durable.

We've also learned more about the nature of the threat. It has been an
open question whether Omicron is a much less severe variant of the Covid
virus than earlier strains, or if it has caused much less severe disease because
it had run into a wall of immunity from vaccination and prior infection in the
United States, Europe and parts of Asia with high vaccination rates. The deadly
outbreak in Hong Kong answers that question: Covid remains ferocious, and
Omicron is lethal in an immunologically naive population, particularly among
unvaccinated older people. This has caused the devastating surge in deaths
there and helps explain why the United States continues to report around 1,000
deaths per day, the vast majority among people not up-to-date with vaccination.

Unfortunately, in the United States and many other high-income countries,
vaccination has slowed to a trickle: It's down in the United States by more than
95 percent from the peak of 4 million vaccinations a day. In some countries
of Africa, where competing health risks are substantial and the health care
infrastructure is stretched thin, vaccination rates are very low and are likely to
remain so for many months.

The risks for the United States are clear. BA.2 is increasing and will
likely soon account for most new cases in the country. Masks have come off
and approximately 60 percent of Americans, including more than one third
of people above age 65 — more than 15 million seniors — are not up-to-date
with vaccination. This doesn’t mean that BA.2 will inevitably cause a deadly
surge. But it does mean that cases may increase soon, and that unvaccinated
and under-vaccinated elderly and medically vulnerable people could face a
deadly threat.

Leaders need to redouble efforts to get more Americans, particularly
older adults, vaccinated and boosted. Also, people who are older or
immunocompromised and those around them should consider masking with
a more protective Ng5 or equivalent mask. Increasing access to rapid testing
could blunt the case increase by isolating people faster and linking those who
test positive to rapid treatment with medications which drastically reduce the
risk of severe illness.

Improving vaccination rates may be harder with the rollback of vaccine
mandates, which increased vaccine uptake and saved lives. With vaccine
mandates politically or legally infeasible in some places, other strategies
become increasing important. These include ensuring that every physician
offers Covid-19 vaccination to every patient at every clinical visit. Outreach
programs and media campaigns can engage people without a regular doctor
or who are otherwise not receiving care. Providers and health systems should
reach out to every Medicare patient who may not be up-to-date to schedule

vaccination.

Repeated Covid surges have thrown into relief the underlying weaknesses
and chronic underfunding of our public health and primary health care systems.
Infectious diseases emerge where society fails. Lack of trust limits the ability of
governments to protect their people. Weak public health systems mean that new
threats are discovered when it’s too late to take action. Sustained funding can
help ensure Americans are protected from future pandemic threats by allowing
permanent budget-cap exemptions for critical health defense functions rather
than relying on transient supplemental funding for each health emergency.
Until U.S. primary health care systems are much more robust, diagnosis,
treatment and vaccination against Covid and other threats will remain lacking,
allowing Covid to spread, and to do so among populations that are far less
resilient than they would be if people received good preventive care.

“Follow the science” is a mantra, but science can be painfully slow and
decisions inevitably need to be made before perfect information is available.
We don’t yet know what’s driving the emergence of variants or what future
variants will bring. Nor do we know the optimal vaccination schedule for
different groups, whether a fourth dose will be needed, and, if so, for whom and
when. And we don’t know whether the highly effective treatments that have
been discovered, on which the Biden administration is betting heavily, can
reach enough people to greatly reduce hospitalizations and deaths. The struggle
to get even half of eligible Americans up to date with vaccination doesn’t bode
well for widespread treatment; treatment is generally much more difficult to
scale than vaccination.

Even so, we must try. Public health, like politics, is the art of the possible.
Rigorous epidemiology, meticulous response management and well-
communicated science need to be the foundation of public health action.
Increasing vaccination, including boosters, among older and vulnerable people
is a life-or-death challenge. Scaling up the linkage of testing to treatment
can reduce hospitalizations and deaths substantially and protect health care
systems. The United States also needs to support faster detection and response
systems nationwide and globally. As a supplement to strengthening other
tracking systems, monitoring for Covid in wastewater, as is done for polio and
other diseases, may identify disease spread before many people become ill. If
public health professionals find outbreaks right as they start, leaders can limit
spread.

For now, most of us can enjoy the warm spring sun on our unmasked
faces. But we can also do a lot more to control Covid. If we learn quickly and
act quickly, we can outmaneuver the virus. As Covid continues to adapt, our
response needs to adapt along with it. We could be entering the endgame for
Covid. How we play it will determine what happens next.

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Things you didn’t know
about Downey: Political buttons

Quick: who was Rutherford
B. Hayes’ running mate in the
presidential election of 1876?

If you're like most people, that
information is about as accessible
to you as the Magellan Strait and
about as interesting.

If you are a button collector, on
the other hand, you probably know
the answer.

Bill Author, of Downey, is a
button collector. On one of the
approximately 6,000 buttons he
owns is — you guessed it - the name
of that running mate.

“Political buttons provide us
with a history of the times we've
lived through that isn’t available
anywhere else,” says Auth. “You
can tell a lot about the mood of a
particular time by the slogans they
wore on their lapels.”

Auth’s collection isn’t limited
to political buttons and badges
but includes company buttons,
advertising buttons, union buttons,
miscellaneous  slogan  buttons,
achievement buttons, sports
buttons - in fact, just about every

kind of buttons that ever started as a
gleam in the eye of some PR man or
political sloganeer since the nation
began. Sentiments conveyed range
from the sublime to the ridiculous
with more than a few stops at the
blatantly sexual.

“Back in 1925 when I was a boy,
I started saving things,” says Auth.
“TI collected cigar bands, stamps,
coins, trade marks, match folders,
bottle caps, and buttons. One by
one, interest waned except for
coins, stamps and buttons.”

Today it is the button collection
that draws the most attention,
including frequent invitations
to speak before clubs, churches,
schools and hobby shows.

Auth says it was a neighbor
who worked as a motorman for the
Pittsburgh Railway Co. who first got
him interested in buttons.

“He gave me his union pins for
1909, 1913 and every month for all
of 1926 and 1927,” Auth explains. “I
was hooked.”

For the next seven or eight
years, Auth collected in earnest
until he enrolled in college in 1933.
He forgot about them through four
years of college, a first job, four
years in Liberia, nine years back
in Akron, Ohio, and a transfer to
California in 1951.

In 1957, during a visit back
home in Pittsburgh, his mother
said, “Take them back to California
with you or out they go.”

More buttons were given to him.

“Everytime I speak somewhere,”
he says, “I get a bunch of calls
from people who have buttons to
give away. I've found that a lot of
people have collectable items such
as old buttons lying around which
they are willing to part with if they
know the items will be cared for and
appreciated and shared.”

Among the most telling buttons,
says Auth, are the slogan buttons.

For instance, here are a few
slogans that were considered risque
in the early 1900s: “I need a wife -
you'll do,” or “If you love me, grin,”
or “You’'ll want me yet.”

Compare these with slogans of
the seventies: “Save water — shower
with a friend,” “Sex is my hobby” or
“Birth control takes practice.”

The twenties, it seems, managed
to find a happy medium — naughty
but still nice: “T'd like to but my wife
won'’t let me,” “Kiss me I won't bite,”
or “Won’t you let me love you?”

Most valuable buttons are the
early ones made of celluloid, a
material used extensively in the
manufacture of buttons in the early
part of the century but abandoned
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when it was discovered that the
material was flammable.

Auth says that Democratic
buttons generally are more valuable
than Republican ones because there
are fewer of them. The Republicans,
he says, usually have more money
to spend on buttons and hence
produce more.

One of the most valuable
buttons, according to Auth, is the
campaign button featuring the faces
of James Cox and FDR, Democratic
hopefuls in 1920. These, he says,
are valuable for two reasons: first,
this was the only election FDR ever
lost, and second, there are probably
no more than 24 of them still in
existence. Today these buttons are
worth about $4,000 each.

Children, he says, tend to go
for the buttons containing snappy
slogans and smiling faces while
adults over 35 are almost invariably
drawn to the old political campaign
buttons.

Incidentally, Rutherford B.
Hayes’ running mate in the election
of 1876 was a man named Wheeler.

And now you're ready for the
most telling button of all. It reads,
“Don’t you feel stupid wasting your

Last weekend my wife and I

planned to stream a movie,
and I offered
to microwave
some popcorn.
The popcorn
was delicious,
but was that
actually a good
idea?

Air-popped

popcorn is
whole grain, high in fiber,
low in calories, and linked to
a lower risk of heart disease,
diabetes, some cancers, and
several other diseases. It’s a
good snack, inexpensive, and
tasty. This sounds just great.

However, before you start
eating it by the handful, let’s
ensure that your popcorn is a
truly healthful snack. We see a
completely different product in
a movie theater: A tub of old-
fashioned movie theater pop-
corn can contain 2,650 milli-
grams of sodium. Sodium is one
of the leading risk factors for
hypertension and stroke. That
same tub can also pack over a
thousand calories of saturated
fat. Saturated fats contribute
to atherosclerosis, which leads

to vascular disease, stroke and
heart attack. (Of course, not all
movie theater popcorn is the
same. Some is popped in canola
oil, which certainly has calories,
but is heart healthy.)

It certainly is simple, clean,
and fast to make popcorn in
prepared microwave packets.
But ingredients vary widely.
Select one with the fewest in-
gredients, and avoid those with
additives, artificial ingredients,
processed oils and saturated
fats, and high amounts of salt
Or sugar.

Some of the most healthful mi-
crowave popcorn options that
you might wish to try include
Quinn White Cheddar and Sea
Salt; Black Jewell; Whole Foods’
365 Organic Popcorn; Orville
Redenbacher’s Skinnygirl; and
Newman’s Own Touch of But-
ter.

Many of the larger, popular
microwave popcorn brands now
offer more healthful alterna-
tives alongside their more
traditional offerings. Jolly Time,
Pop-Secret, and Act Il now have
options that are not loaded with
palm oil, butter, and salt. The

secret is to avoid the ones that
do!

It’s clear that popcorn can be a
fantastic, unprocessed, whole-
grain, and healthful snack. It
is simply an entire corn kernel,
which pops when heated.
However, movie theater-style
popcorn, loaded with butter
and salt, is an entirely different
matter. [ urge you to limit your
saturated (”bad”) fats, and to
limit your sodium. Be vigilant
in reading microwave popcorn
labels. They are not all created
the same.

Of course, the best way to be in
control of the oil, butter, salt
and sugar that you put into your
body is to make your snacking
popcorn at home with an air

popper.

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Reflecting on a legacy of service in the

Army: Women’s History Month

During the celebration of
Women’s History Month, I wanted
to reflect on a few amazing women
soldiers that have helped change our
country.

The national 2022 Women'’s
History Month theme is “Women
Providing Healing, Promoting
Hope.” This theme pays tribute to
the ceaseless work of caregivers and
recognizes the thousands of ways
that women of all cultures have
provided both healing and hope
throughout history.

Throughout history, women
have made our Army stronger, from
the vital roles they played in the
Revolutionary War to their service
today as Soldiers, nurses, operators,
secretaries, codebreakers, military
intelligence, troop leaders and
maintenance and supply workers.
Female Soldiers, Army Civilians,
Veterans, and family members are
critical members of our Army team.

The strength of the Army comes
from its diversity. Developing
and maintaining qualified and
demographically diverse leadership
is critical for mission effectiveness
and is essential to national security.
Army leaders across the department
continue to set the conditions for all
Soldiers and civilians to reach their
full potential and assign tasks and
jobs throughout the force based on
ability, not gender.

Making up 16% of the total
force, by the end of 2021, the Army
had assessed and integrated more
than 9,400 women into Infantry,
Armor, Field Artillery, Air Defense,
Engineer, Field Artillery and
Aviation specialties.

In 2021, Secretary Christine
Wormuth was sworn in as the 25th
Secretary of the Army and the first
woman named to the service’s
highest position. I proudly serve
under her leadership.

Later that year, Lt. Gen. Donna
Martin became the first woman to
be appointed Inspector General of

the Army. The Army had its first
all-woman changing of the guard at
the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier at
Arlington National Cemetery.

And while women continue to
take advantage of the opportunities
finally open to them through elite
training and schools, they are also
able to see women in leadership
roles previously held only by men.

Gen. Laura Richardson became
the second woman in Army history
promoted to the rank of four-star
general and only the second woman
in history to lead a combatant
command in October 2021. I've
been able to meet with her several
times and you can see her leadership
instantly.

These women embody the
Army’s virtues of loyalty, duty,
respect, selfless service, honor,
integrity, and personal courage. I
want to share with you the stories of
some women who made our diverse
nation what it is today.

During the  Revolutionary
War, women served the U.S. Army
in traditional roles as nurses,
seamstresses and cooks for troops
in camp.

Some courageous women served
in combat either alongside their
husbands or disguised as men,
while others operated as spies for
the cause. Though not in uniform,
women shared Soldiers’ hardships,
including inadequate housing and
little compensation.

Deborah Sampson, a descendant
of preeminent Pilgrims Myles
Standish and William Bradford,
disguised herself as a man and used
the name Robert Shurtleff in order
to fight in the Revolutionary War.
Assigned duties as a scout, even
leading a raid on a Tory house that
led to the capture of 15 men, she
evaded detection for a year and a
half, despite being wounded twice.

When she was shot, she pulled
out the ball herself rather than have a
physician discover she was a woman.
Later, when she was admitted to
the hospital for a fever, physicians
learned — and kept — her secret. She
received an honorable discharge in
1783 and became the first woman to
receive a full military pension when
a court ruled that she had performed
the duties of a Soldier.

Women continued to distinguish
themselves with selfless service
during the Civil War as well. For
example, Harriet Tubman, born into

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slavery and best known for her work
guiding dozens of slaves to freedom
on the Underground Railroad, was
also a scout and a spy for the Union
Army. She helped John Brown
plan and recruit for his 1859 raid
on Harpers Ferry, and organized
and a led a group of freed slaves
who sought out information about
Confederate troops in the Beaufort,
South Carolina area.

Her work enabled Union troops
to conduct a series of raids to
acquire supplies and destroy enemy
torpedoes, railroads and bridges.

Tubman is also the first woman
to lead an armed expedition in
the Civil War, guiding the raid at
Combahee Ferry and liberating more
than 700 enslaved people. Following
the war, she remained active in the
Women’s Suffrage movement until
being overcome by illness. In 2021,
Tubman was posthumously inducted
into the Military Intelligence Hall
of Fame in a ceremony at Fort
Huachuca.

Also during the Civil War, Dr.
Mary Edwards Walker served as a
surgeon with the Union Army. She
was captured and imprisoned as a
spy, and when released returned
to work as a surgeon at a prisoner-
of-war hospital. Dr. Walker was
awarded the Medal of Honor by
President Andrew Johnson, and is
still the only woman to receive this
highest military honor.

Dr. Walker knew well the
importance of women in the military,
once stating, “Let the generations
know that women in uniform also
guaranteed their freedom.” More
than 35 thousand American women
volunteered for military service
during World War 1. The Navy and
the Marine Corps were the first
military services to recruit women
for non-combat positions such
as radio electricians, telephone
operators, accountants and clerks.

More than half of the women who
served in the military during World
War I were part of the Army Nurse
Corps, and most of the switchboard
operators were women. They worked
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close to or at the front lines, living in
bunkers and makeshift tents. Grace
Banker, a switchboard operator who
served as the chief operator of mobile
for the American Expeditionary
Forces in the Signal Corps, was
awarded the Distinguished 4 Service
Medal for her extraordinary service
assuring the success of the telephone
service during the operations of the
1st Army during the Meuse Argonne
offensive in 1918.

Women had been fighting for
the right to vote for decades, without
much real success. But with women
serving overseas, it was hard to
ignore the call for equality. The
service of these women inspired
change across the nation and helped
to propel the ratification of the
19th Amendment in August 1920,
guaranteeing women the vote.

During World War 1II,
approximately 140 thousand women
served as members of the Women'’s
Army Auxiliary Corps and the
Women’s Army Corps.

They provided critical services,
such as military intelligence,
cryptography, parachute rigging,
maintenance and supply. More than
a thousand women flew aircraft
for the Women’s Air Force Service
Pilots and more than 60 thousand
Army Nurses served, often in harsh
conditions.

Mary Roberts Wilson was the
first woman awarded the Silver Star
for gallantry in combat for her action
during the battle of Anzio. With her
Army evacuation hospital under
fire, Wilson continued to supervise
her nursing staff of 50, allowing the
hospital to continue functioning.
Anna May McCabe Hays worked
as an Army nurse overseas during
World War II and Korea. She
led the Army Nurse Corps at the
height of the Vietnam War and
in 1970, became the first woman
promoted to General Officer in the
U.S. Armed Forces. She pushed to
expand scholarship opportunities
and education for Army nurses.
She also supported policy changes,
so married nurses who became
pregnant were not automatically
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discharged.

Due to the exceptional service
of women in the military during
World War II, President Harry S.
Truman signed the Women’s Armed
Service Integration Act into law on
June 12, 1948. This bill authorized a
permanent presence of women in the
military. Women continued to prove
themselves over and over during the
conflicts in Iraq and Afghanistan.

In 2005, Sergeant Leigh Ann
Hester, a military police officer
in the Kentucky National Guard,
became the first woman awarded
the Silver Star since Mary Roberts
Wilson in World War II. When her
convoy was attacked near Baghdad,
Hester maneuvered her team
through an enemy Kkill zone, where
she assaulted a trench line with
grenades and M-203 rounds, then
engaged three enemy soldiers while
clearing two more trenches, thus
saving numerous American lives.

Specialist Monica Brown, a
medic, was the first woman to
receive the Silver Star during the
War in Afghanistan, and the second
to earn the Silver Star since World
War II. Brown was riding in a convoy
on a routine security patrol when
the trail vehicle struck a pressure
plate improvised explosive device
— commonly referred to as an IED
— the initiating event for a planned
ambush. As enemy fighters engaged
the patrol, Brown ran through
gunfire to provide medical care
to wounded Soldiers, at one point
throwing herself over the wounded
to shield them from mortar
fire. Approximately 15 mortars
impacted within close range as
Brown continued to help her fellow
Soldiers. As the platoon continued
to return fire, Brown once again
shielded the wounded from enemy
fire and falling brass, ensuring all the
wounded were stabilized and ready
for MEDEVAC.

There are common threads that
run through the stories of these
women and our veterans. These
individuals are willing to put the
needs of their country above their
own. They fight for equality and
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fairness. And it is this self-sacrifice
and determination that ensures that
our country not only survives, but
thrives.

Today, women have more
opportunities than ever in the Armed
Forces. About 16% of the Total Army
is female and all positions in the
Army are open to women. Women
are serving in positions that provide
full and challenging career and
promotion opportunities. We know
from history and experience that
the contributions and achievements
of women make our Army stronger.
I said before that the theme this
year is: “Women Providing Healing;
Promoting Hope.”

We honor the hard work of
the women who paved the way for
today’s Soldiers. And we honor
today’s Soldiers for securing our
future — a future for women with
more opportunities than ever
before. Right now, in a recruiting
station, or Basic Training class, or
ROTC program are young women,
eager to serve, whose energy, talent
and leadership will shape our future
military.

We know that when women
succeed, America succeeds. The
strength of our economy rests on
whether we make it possible for
every citizen to contribute to our
growth and prosperity. As we honor
the many patriots who have shaped
not only the destinies of other
women, but also the direction of our
history, let us resolve to build on
their efforts in our own time. Thank
You for reading this and allowing me
to honor just a few amazing women
in our country.

College, said she is struggling
to manage her budget as prices
increase at the pump.

NORWALK - Norwalk parks
are in store for upgrades and
renovations over the next several
years, according to a presentation
to the City Council on Feb. 22.

Among the recommended
upgrades are adding block walls
in parks that would provide better
security and decrease continued
maintenance costs for repairs due
to cut fences and vandalism.

Orchestra. They did a wonderful
job making this arrangement for
two marimbas, and an equally
impressive job performing it. Two
marvelous percussionists.”

This won’t be the first time
the Downey Symphony Orchestra
has featured marimbas. Back
in the 1990’s when the Downey
Symphonic Society started doing
celebrity soloist concerts as fund
raisers and I was on the Board,
we invited Roger Williams. He
absolutely charmed the audience,
with his patter talk while playing
the grand piano: Chopin, Falling
Leaves, and a medley suggested
by the audience that somehow
produced the Notre Dame Fight
Song.

Roger had two talented women
playing marimbas to accompany
him, plus our own symphony
orchestra under Tom Osborn’s
baton. The sound was amazing, and
the audience absolutely loved it,
and wanted us to hire his marimba
players for our orchestra. Here is a
2022 version of that success.

one with the largest orchestra:
Symphonic Dances from West Side
Story, Bernstein’s masterpiece. I
began programming around that.
If you loved the music in the movie,
here’s your chance to hear it again.”

As musical theatre, West Side
Story is a blend of everything
from jazz syncopations to Latin-
American dance, all treated with
classical techniques. There’s even
mambo and cha cha in Rumble and
Cool, as Shakespeare’s updated
story of Romeo and Juliet draws to
its tragic end.

Something to listen for: the
dances, and the score of the musical,
revolve around these notes: C, F
sharp, G, the three tones of the well-
known opening of the song Maria.
As Bernstein later wrote: “The three
notes pervade the whole piece,
inverted, done backwards. I didn’t
do all this on purpose. It seemed to
come out in ‘Cool’ and as the gang
whistle, in the Prologue. The same
three notes.”

“But we won’t be using the
Symphonic Dances as our program’s
climax, for one simple reason,” said
Sharon. “It ends very softly, and
ending a concert this way would be
extremely awkward. Because this is
an important piece I knew it had to
come on the second half, but I knew
something emphatic was needed to

follow it. I chose Ives, Variations
on America, to follow the Suite
because I knew it would be a fun
and exciting way to end the concert,
and it also beautifully ties the whole
concert together.”

Optimistic, idealistic, fiercely
democratic, Charles Ives is an
American modernist composer and
he forged a distinctly American
music, for the growing American
nation. Born in 1874 and a virtuoso
organist, when people asked Ives
what he played, he would reply,
“shortstop.”

Ives’s Variations on America
was premiered at a recital
celebrating the Fourth of July and
it uses variations on the tune My
Country ‘Tis of Thee, the same one
as the national anthem of the UK,
“God Save the Queen.” You can hear
the town band in a holiday parade,
the fiddlers at Saturday night
dances, a set of close harmonies, a
march, a polonaise, and a ragtime
allegro.
