LA MIRADA - Candidates for 
the 64th State Assembly District 
explained how they would solve 
California’s housing crisis, gas 
prices and address controversial 
senate bills during the La Mirada 
Chamber of Commerce’s recent 
candidate forum. 

Elizabeth Alcantar (D), Robert 
Cancio (D), Raul Ortiz Jr. (R), 
Blanca Pacheco (D) and Rose 
Espinoza (D) discussed their views 
on creating affordable housing in 
the 64th district. 

Pacheco proposed that the 
main issue to housing was cost, 
citing her experience as the former 
chair of the Housing and Economic 
Development for the League of 
California Cities. She offered to 
provide funding for affordable 
housing if elected. 

“I tell everyone that we are 
dealing with the housing crisis, but 
it’s not just a housing crisis, it’s an 
affordability crisis,” Pacheco said. 
“In the city of Downey, we have 
created an inclusionary ordinance 
in the city. So this is something that 
needs to be done in other cities.”

Cancio cited his experience 
working for “the largest mortgage 
industry company in the world,” 
and proposed to make loans in 
California more accessible. 

“As of 2008, and even with the 
COVID pandemic, we saw people’s 
credit suffer. It was significantly 
difficult to have good credit 
scores,” Cancio said. “We have to 
think about housing in terms of 
the industry market by itself and 
then also the housing market and 
construction by itself. Buying a 
house means building the middle 
class, that’s how we build wealth 
here in the Golden State.”

Espinoza proposed that each 
city should build affordable housing 
for different levels of income. 

“We have to streamline the 
process wherever you allow people 
to purchase the home and make 
it affordable for them properly. 
But there is a supply and demand, 
there’s not enough supply,” 
Espinoza said. “The government 
is mandating every city to build 
affordable homes for medium and 
low income. A percentage of each 
home has to be identified.”

Ortiz said that reducing taxes 
would help Californians afford 
homes. The La Mirada Republican 
said he has seen taxes increase over 
time and that lawmakers want to 
continue to increase taxes. 

“The taxes were at 13.3% and 
legislators want to increase that 
to about 17%,” Ortiz said. “So 
with all these taxes, it’s becoming 
harder and harder for middle class 
Americans to go out there and look 
for homes.”

Alcantar said the issue is the 
lack of homes available, which is 
making them more expensive. 

“There are zero homes available 
in my city,” Alcantar said. “That 
means homes will cost more money, 
and it will go that much quicker. 
“In that we’re making it so difficult 
to build, that it’s expensive on the 
person that’s building it.”

The candidates also covered 
the controversial state proposal for 
a 32-hour work week and Senate 
Bill 1044, where any California 
employee could refuse to arrive to 
work regardless of health and safety 
precautions taken by employers. 

Espinoza admitted that she 
was unfamiliar with SB 1044, but 
reasoned that if an employee could 
refuse to arrive at work their boss 
can fire them.

Assembly candidates differ 
on state solutions
 ■ Five of the six candidates 
for the 64th Assembly District 
participated in a forum hosted 
by the La Mirada Chamber of 
Commerce. The field includes 
five Democrats and one 
Republican.

2008: U.S. Immigration and 
Customs Enforcement conducted 
the largest-ever raid of a workplace 
in Postville, Iowa, arresting nearly 
400 immigrants.

“Common sense that the 
individual leave and hire another 
person. I mean, this is a great 
renegotiation. And you’re at a 
point where you’re going to have 
to negotiate with the person that 
you’re hiring and firing,” Espinoza 
said.

The La Habra Democrat also 
argued that companies should 
determine the length of a work 
week. 

“For the 32-hour work week. 
I like local control. I like to draw 
where the companies can take 
charge of what they want. I know 
that in our city hall, they do work 
four days a week, 10 hours a day,” 
Espinoza said. 

Cancio shared that his siblings 
work in law enforcement to 
illustrate his feeling toward the bill 
and reduced work week. 

“There is absolutely zero return 
on investment when it comes to SB 
1044,” Cancio said. “Just like there 
is zero benefit in having my brother 
not patrol the streets and make sure 
they’re safe. And my sister not be at 
the jails and make sure that they’re 
safe for the inmates and also safe 
for the other officers.”

Pacheco agreed that a work 
week should be determined by the 
company. She also disagreed with 
SB1044, arguing the need for a 
reliance on first responders. 

“Only, you know, as a business 
owner, what makes sense to you. 
If it doesn’t make sense for you 
and your business, then it doesn’t 
make sense to make it a uniform 
bill that would apply to all types of 
business,” Pacheco said. “We need 
to make sure that people show up 
unless it’s a health concern. And 
we need people for first response, 
health care providers and people 

that are employed by restaurants by 
our businesses, we need for them to 
show up.”

Alcantar and Ortiz admitted 
they were unfamiliar with SB 1044, 
but indicated they would be against 
a bill that allowed employees to 
refuse to arrive to work regardless 
of health and safety. 

The five candidates also 
addressed the issue of rising 
gas prices, as the cost per gallon 
continues to rise in the state.

Cancio encouraged companies 
to produce more gas and provide 
more jobs as a way of business 
innovation. 

“We need to be producing more 
gas, so it’s affordable for people 
to be able to fill their gas tank,” 
Cancio said. “So we need to be able 
to perform, we need to be able to 
provide more jobs in the industry. 
So folks are able to have a good 
paying union job.”

Espinoza explored the idea 
of utilizing clean energy, and the 
idea of creating homes closer to 
workplaces to reduce the drive or so 
people can walk to work. 

“And we also have to look at 
our carbon footprint and reduce 
the carbon footprint we have. 
We have to build housing close 
to the workplaces and make it 
more walkable instead of having 
to drive their cars,” Espinoza said. 
“This pandemic opened up the 
opportunity for people to stay at 
home and work at home. That’s less 
of a carbon footprint, which means 
less gas demands.”

Ortiz continued to advocate for 
lower taxes as a solution to reduce 
gas prices. 

“With all the hyperinflation 
that’s going on right now the cost 

of just going to the grocery store, 
we walk out with a bag of groceries, 
it’s $100, because of the delivery, 
because the gas prices are all in 
control right now,” Ortiz said. “To 
have an immediate impact on all of 
our lives, we need to suspend that 
tax right now.”

Alcantar brought attention 
to utilizing clean energy, and 
encouraging Californians to use 
vehicles that do not rely on gas. 

“We can say as much as we 
want that it’s a natural resource in 
California, but the reality is that 
it is a finite resource. So we have 
to address the issue of climate 
change,” Alcantar said. “That means 
also subsidizing and promoting and 
ensuring that our communities 
are able to utilize the equipment 
and the vehicles that don’t rely on 
finite resources like this, that means 
moving forward to other types of 
energies.”

Pacheco agreed that the state 
needs to move toward cleaner 
energy, and transitioning employees 
in the fuel and gas industry. 

“We need to start getting away 
from our reliance on fuel, but we 
need to be mindful of all of the 
working class families that do have 
jobs in the gas and fuel industry,” 
Pacheco said. “We need to make 
sure that it’s a transition. We need 
to make sure that it doesn’t impact 
our businesses as well.”

The last day to vote for a 
state assembly member is June 7. 
Californians are already receiving 
their mail-in ballots, which are 
valid so long as it is postmarked on 
or before election day and received 
no later than seven days after 
election day. 

Downey 
appoints 
interim 
city 
attorney

has announced Lauren Langer as

Garcia was honored by the 
Downey city council and staff on 
Tuesday, during what would likely 
be her final council meeting as part 
of Downey’s administrative staff.

During her comments, Garcia 
praised and thanked the council, 
city staff, and residents.

“This is a community that cares 
about people,” said Garcia. “I saw 
it first-hand especially during the 
pandemic, and that’s the secret 
sauce that makes Downey a unique 
place to live and work.”

“I wish the Downey residents 
good health, prosperity, and the 
very best going into the future.”

DOWNEY - The city council on 
Tuesday unanimously approved the 
purchase of a new ladder truck to 
replace Downey Fire Department’s 
current aging unit, though it will 
be nearly two years before the 
department receives it.

The new apparatus will be 
purchased from South Cast Fire 
Equipment Inc. at a total cost of 
$1,851,095, pulled from the city’s 
general fund. 

It will still be some time before 
the department receives its new 
vehicle, as – due to supply chain 
issues – officials are anticipating 
that it will take around 22 months 
to manufacture. 

Once it does arrive, the new 
ladder truck will ultimately replace 
the current truck in use by the 
department, which has been in 
service for over 16 years. 

The current truck will then 
be placed in reserve status and 
used only due to maintenance or 
emergencies.

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Are you aware that the liver 
is the second largest organ in 
our body? When blood leaves 
our stomach and intestines, 
it passes through the liver. 
The liver processes this blood; 

breaks it down, 
b a l a n c e s 
it, creates 
nutrients, and 
m e t a b o l i z e s 
m e d i c a t i o n s 
into forms that 
are easier to 
use. Fatty liver 
disease occurs 

when fat builds up in the liver. 
It is also known as hepatic 
steatosis, and is a common 
condition. What should you 
know about fatty liver disease?

It is normal for the liver 
to contain fat, but too much 
leads to inflammation, which 
can cause damage and create 
scarring. In severe cases, 
this scarring can lead to liver 
failure. Fatty liver in those who 
drink a lot of alcohol is called 
alcoholic fatty liver disease 
(AFLD), and in others, it is 
called nonalcoholic fatty liver 
disease (NAFLD). 

NAFLD is the most common 
chronic liver condition here in 
the United States. About 55% 
to 75% of obese people likely 
have some degree of NAFLD. 
Perhaps 20% of those with 
AFLD will progress to cirrhosis, 
and they account for some 50% 
of cirrhosis deaths worldwide. 
For those with NAFLD, perhaps 
5-12% progress to cirrhosis. 
Fatty liver disease is the most 
common reason for liver 
transplantation. 

Both NAFLD and AFLD have 
four typical stages: 

· Stage 1: Simple fatty liver. 
There is a buildup of excess fat. 
Simple fatty liver is generally 
not harmful if it doesn’t 
progress. For many, there are 
no symptoms.

· Stage 2: Steatohepatitis. In 
addition to the excess fat, there 
is inflammation. 

· Stage 3: Fibrosis. Persistent 
inflammation leads to scarring. 
However, the liver can still 
usually function normally. 

· Stage 4: Cirrhosis. Scarring 
has become widespread, 
impairing the liver’s ability 
to function. This is the most 
severe stage, is potentially life 
threatening, and is irreversible. 

Cirrhosis has a number 
of really terrible symptoms, 
including abdominal pain, 
loss of appetite, weight loss,

weakness, nausea, itchy skin, 
yellow skin and eyes (jaundice), 
easy bruising or bleeding, dark 
colored urine, pale stool, fluid 
accumulation in the abdomen, 
swelling of the legs, clusters of 
blood vessels under the skin, 
breast enlargement, and even 
confusion. And, of course, it 
can lead to liver failure. In 
addition, steatohepatitis and 
cirrhosis are risk factors for 
hepatocellular carcinoma, the 
most common form of liver 
cancer.

The cause of AFLD is simple: 
drinking too much alcohol. 
Alcohol can alter certain 
metabolic processes in the 
liver, and when the products 
combine with fatty acids, there 
is excess fat accumulation. The 
Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention defines heavy 
drinking as 15 or more drinks 
per week for men, and eight 
or more drinks per week for 
women. 

Causes of NAFLD include 
obesity, type 2 diabetes, 
and high cholesterol, as 
well as pregnancy, certain 
medications, hepatitis C, and 
some rare genetic conditions. 

The diagnosis of fatty liver 
disease is usually made when 
blood tests show elevated 
liver enzymes, which indicate 
inflammation. It shows up on 
ultrasound, CT or MRI. A liver 
biopsy will indicate how serious 
it is. 

If you are diagnosed with 
this disease, even if you 
experience no symptoms or 
problems with liver function 
yet, it is critical to take action 
to stop or reverse it. There are 
no medications to treat fatty 
liver disease. However, in most 
cases, lifestyle changes can 
manage it and even reverse 
the damage. The key steps 
are to stop drinking alcohol, 
lose weight, change the diet, 
exercise, and avoid medications 
or supplements that are hard 
on the liver. 

I encourage you to consider 
a diagnosis of fatty liver disease 
as an early warning sign. 
Use this notice to avoid life-
threatening cirrhosis or liver 
cancer. As always, speak with 
your doctor, and together make 
a plan.

Downey YMCA eyes smaller, 
sleeker facility
 ■ Officials hope to demolish 
and rebuild the Downey YMCA 
at its current site.

DOWNEY - “So many things 
that make Downey special,” said 
Steve Roberson, “we have our own 
police department, our own fire 
department, an independent school 
district, the DUSD.  But what sets us 
apart is, we have our own Downey 
Family YMCA.”

Steve, best known as former 
broker/owner of Century 21 My 
Real Estate Company, gave an 
update on the Y’s plans to the 
Downey Coordinating Council 
last week. Steve has been involved 
with the Y since 1986, when Phil 
Presicci, who also started Downey’s 
Gangs Out of Downey program, 

invited him to join the Y’s Board of 
Managers. 

The Downey Y, a fixture on 
Downey Avenue since 1962, has 
been closed since 2020, when Covid 
restrictions started. Even then 
the Board was facing a decision 
about its future. Should they build 
a new facility, or spend millions to 
renovate the old one? It wasn’t ADA 
compliant and needed an elevator. 

“It’s an old building,” Steve said, 
“constructed sixty years ago. We’ve 
been putting on band-aids, but we 
were in the process of deciding to 
build a new one instead.”

Space is scarce and expensive in 
Downey. The Y’s Board of Managers 
liked the idea of building on two 
acres that were part of the Sussman 
Middle School campus, and the 
school board was enthusiastic about 
the partnership. But then problems 
arose.

LA Metro, the umbrella 
organization that coordinates and 
oversees Y’s in the United States, 
wanted to own the land, and the 
school district was offering a 
lease. Building costs were found 
to run approximately 30-40% 
higher because of more stringent 
regulations on buildings on school 
property.

The present big white 
structure on Downey Avenue is 
approximately 65,000 square 
feet, putting it in the category of a 
“big” Y.  But the thinking at Metro 
nowdays is for Y’s to be smaller, 
with lower maintenance costs to 
suit today’s energy-saving mood. 
The maintenance on a 65,000 
square foot building is very high: 
it’s less expensive to maintain the 
smaller building.  

A Y isn’t just another 24-hour 
fitness center. Y’s have state-of-the-
art equipment, world-class pools, 
and programming for every age. But 
the Y also supports the community 
through food distribution centers, 
teen scholarships, and equity & 
justice initiatives. It strengthens the 
foundation of community through 
youth development, healthy living 
and social responsibility.

The name isn’t Young Men’s 
Christian Association anymore. In 
1844, the first Y was established in 
London to answer a pressing need: 
country boys coming to London to 
look for jobs needed a cheap and 
safe place to lodge in the big city 

till they could support themselves. 
Over the years the Y has evolved 
with the needs of the times.

Today the Family Y serves 
women and children too, and a 
senior population.  It’s the Family 
Y, emphasis on promoting healthy 
lifestyles for kids and families, 
with special programs for today’s 
growing population of seniors too. 
Moms can exercise while their kids 
are cared for.

With this in mind, the Board of 
Managers decided that renovating a 
60,000 square foot building wasn’t 
the way to go. So the decision was 
made to keep the present location 
and downsize, building a new 
30,000 square foot facility.

The new plan envisions two 
pools, a laps pool for teaching 
swimming classes, and a full size 
one for activities like senior water 
aerobics. There will be an outdoor 
basketball court on top. Inside will 
be classrooms for dance and yoga 
and child care.

“The fitness-type programs will 
be very similar to what we had at 
the old Y,” said Steve. 

“There will be modern 
stationary bikes, treadmills, 
universal weight machines and 
stationary weights. I don’t believe 
we will discontinue any programs. 
It will be very similar to what we 
did in the past. We should still have 
child care and hopefully areas for 
teens to study and do homework. 
We do want to put emphasis on 
children and seniors.

“Parking will be a challenge, 
said Steve. “It has always been 
a challenge. We’ll relocate the 
parking lot to the northwest corner 
of Downey Avenue and Arnett. 
Some creative solutions are being 
floated, like free valet parking with 
membership. That has worked for 
some Y’s.”

The timetable involves selling 
the present parking lot, an attractive 
large parcel, and some of the 
surrounding houses and buildings 
the Y owns, and designing a smaller 
building. 

The YMCA’s Board of Managers 
plans to launch a capital campaign 
to raise the balance with the 
support of the community. Several 
large pledges have already been 
obtained.  Construction will take 
another estimated two years.

“We can’t go back to where we 
were,” said Steve. “We had about 
1,400 members before. We can 
double that. People like the Y. They 
like the Y’s atmosphere.”
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Pat was born February 6, 1930 to Marion “Bob” White and Martha L. Ingersoll in Greely 
Colorado. When Pat was ten months old her mother passed away due to complications 
from an appendectomy. Pat and her older sister Phyllis moved in with their Aunt and Uncle 
Pauline and Loys Green to be cared for until she was five years old.

In October 1935, Pat and her sister, along with their dad, moved to Phoenix Arizona 
where he took a job at the Ford garage. While in Phoenix, Bob met Grace McCoy and they 
were married in 1936. Together, they had three daughters: Jackie (1938), Barbara (1940), 
and Marilyn (1942). However, life would take an unfortunate turn as their mother Grace 
would pass away in 1944 from breast cancer. At age 14, Pat and her sister Phyllis, 16, were 
responsible for the three girls. Fortunately, Aunt Pauline and Uncle Loys stepped in to assist 
with now five girls. By 1946, the family had moved to Southern California where their dad 
found employment. It was in this year that he met Marion Peterson, whose husband had 
been killed in World War II. Marion was a single mom with a young son, Mike. Bob and 
Marion were married in 1947 and moved the family to Bishop California. Pat being in her 
senior year, graduated from Bishop High School. In 1949, her dad and Marion had a son, 
Robert “Bobby”, and now the blended family was complete. 

After graduation, with her sister Phyllis, now married, Pat moved back to Lynwood 
California where she took a job at the bank. It was there she would meet Gene W. Neilan, 
and they were married February 10, 1951; from here they moved to Downey California 
where they had two sons. 

Pat was an active homemaker being involved in PTA, Downey Women’s Club, North 
Downey Little League, Team Mother, and Room Mother, not only for her two sons, but later 
for her three grandchildren as well. In her employment career, she worked at Security Pacific 
National Bank, bookkeeper at Don’s Market in Downey, and in the credit department at RCA 
Inc. as an assistant credit manager. Pat also helped her husband start Downey Trucking by 
doing the bookkeeping.

Pat was a remarkable lady, mother, and grandmother. She went to her heavenly home at 
the age of 92 on Sunday May 1, 2022. She loved Jesus, prayed faithfully for her family, and 
was faithful with her daily devotions and bible reading; she reminded all of us to say our 
nightly prayers even into our adulthood. 

Pat is survived by her two sons: Gary and Greg of California, two grandsons: Grant 
(Hannah) and Garrett (Liz) of California, one granddaughter Brandy (DJ) of Nevada, and two 
great-grandchildren Penelope “Penny” and Ezekiel “Zeek” of Nevada. In addition, she is also 
survived by her siblings Jackie Neilan of Nevada, Barbara (Bob) Kopple of California, and 
Robert “Bobby” (Dana) White of Nevada. Since growing up with her Aunt and Uncle, Pat had 
a special bond with her cousins Ed and Shay Green of Colorado. Pat will also be missed by 
her many cousins, nieces, nephews, and extended family and friends, as well as those who 
adopted her as “Grandma Pat”. 

Pat was preceded in passing by her husband Gene W. (1991) after 40 years of marriage; 
her son Scott W. (1958), daughter-in-law Betty, granddaughter Elizabeth, two sisters Phyllis 
Clark and Marilyn Smith, her brother Mike Parker, her parents Bob and Martha, her two 
stepmothers Grace and Marion, and her Aunt Pauline and Uncle Loys Green.

Going food shopping feels like getting punched in the gut. You pick up a 
whole roasting chicken, hoping it will feed four, and see the price: over $10 
in many New York area stores — a staggering $18 if the bird’s organic. Apples 
are close to $3 a pound. And forget buying a steak; you might have to take 
out a mortgage.

The Biden administration’s woke policies are to blame for food-flation, 
making your trip to the supermarket sheer agony. President Joe Biden 
is prioritizing climate preservation over your ability to feed your family 
affordably.

His policies are driving up the costs of fertilizer, energy and farm-to-store 
transportation — add to that overall inflation driven by excessive federal 
government spending. The result is sky-high food prices.

There’s no relief in sight. You can expect record-breaking food-flation 
through the rest of 2022, according to Bank of America market analysts.

Americans have been whiplashed with a series of phony White House 
explanations for soaring prices.

50% more than just a year ago. Chemical fertilizers are made largely from 
natural gas.

Ending Biden administration restrictions on domestic natural gas 
production, including opening up exploration and production on federal 
lands and offshore, will help bring down fertilizer prices, according to 
Heritage Foundation agricultural experts Daren Bakst and Joshua Loucks.

Biden’s war on fossil fuels pushed up the cost of fertilizer before Vladimir 
Putin invaded Ukraine. True, Russia is a fertilizer producer, but the war in 
Ukraine is merely making a self-imposed problem worse.

Reducing fertilizer costs is critical to making fruits and vegetables 
affordable but also meat. Feed prices for livestock and poultry went up 12.7% 
last year, largely because of soaring fertilizer prices. If feeding beef cattle 
costs less, steaks will, too.

Energy inflation drives up food prices in another way. Shipping goods 
within the U.S. costs nearly 25% more than a year ago, according to St. Louis 
Federal Reserve data, thanks to the trucker shortage but also fuel prices.

You’d think Biden would be bending over backward to tackle the food 
price crisis. Instead, he’s doubling down on climate extremism. Food 
shoppers be damned.

The federal Conservation Reserve Program pays farmers to leave 
farmland idle. Agricultural groups asked Secretary of Agriculture Tom 
Vilsack for permission to cultivate idle land, but Vilsack said no, predicting a 
“detrimental impact on ... efforts to mitigate climate change.”

Not all the factors pushing up food prices are within Biden’s control. 
Avian flu is ravaging poultry and egg producers. Drought is curbing 
production in California. Putin’s war is diminishing wheat production in 
Ukraine. But Biden has the power to tame food-flation by standing up to the 
climate extremists in his own party.

He should also curb overall inflation by calling for tight monetary policy 
(the Federal Reserve’s job) and halting out-of-control federal spending, 
including shelving even a pared down Build Back Better.

Sadly, the president offered none of these remedies in Tuesday’s speech.

What can average Americans do? Shop smart. Those precooked 
supermarket chickens are loss leaders — a bargain designed to lure you into 
the store. They actually cost less than uncooked chicken, though they tend to 
be smaller.

You can vote smart, too. There’s a direct relationship between who 
governs in Washington and what you’re paying at the checkout.

Biden must be channeling Marie Antoinette, who dismissed public 
anguish over the price of bread by saying, “Let them eat cake.”

The Downey Savings Story 
begins back in the year 1955, 
when Maurice L. McAlisteer and 
Gerald H. McQuarrie met and 
became good friends as well as 
business associates. Both men 
- having extensive backgrounds 
in real estate, building and 
finance - often discussed the 
possibility of founding a savings 
and loan association based on 
the community’s needs. A year’s 
time was spent in making an 
economic survey of the Downey 
area and gathering together a 
group of prominent, forward-
looking businessmen in the 
community who were to become 
the incorporators of the new 
Association.

Early in 1957, a successful 
application was filed and a charter 
was granted on March 18, 1957. 
Application was then made to 
the Federal Home Loan Bank for 
insurance of accounts. Approval 
was received at 2:10 pm on 
October 16, 1957, and the doors 
were opened five minutes later 
that same day. Downey Savings 
began at 8600 Florence Ave. with

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a capital of $330,000 and two paid 
employees. Within two months 
after opening, the assets had grown 
to $1 million.

Downey Savings quickly 
outgrew its original office and the 
new, larger main office was opened 
in December 1961, at which time 
the Association was pushing $20 
million in assets. The first branch 
office was opened in Norwalk in 
June 1962. 

At its peak, Downey Savings 
has 14 offices throughout Los 
Angeles, Orange, and San Diego 
counties with assets totaling nearly 
$300 million.

Since its inception, Downey 
Savings had made every effort 
to live up to its motto, “the 
Association that cares,” carrying 
through with the basic philosophy 
of its founders. Downey Savings 
strived to maintain a community-
minded financial institution 
dedicated to the ideas of honesty 
and integrity.

High interest, safety of funds, 
free services, and good service were 
the basic ingredients why more 
Downey families keep their money 
at Downey Savings than any other 
bank or savings and loan in the 

city. Downey Savings was proud to 
service the fine people of Downey.

DOWNEY - RMB stands for 
many things: the Randell Milan 
Band, Read More Books and/or 
Rock Meets Blues but mainly RMB 
stands for three beings, Randell 
Milan, Jose “Pudge” Pascal and 
Carlos Soto. 

Milan, 27, and Soto 28, have 
known each other since high 
school, where they both attended 
Downey High School. 

However, it wasn’t until they 
discovered that they were both 
attending Cerritos College did they 
seek a musical venture together. 

Pascal, 30, is a Norwalk native 
who met Milan at an open mic 
night at a cafe in Norwalk. 

“After I played, Jose was the 
only one who came up to me and 
talked in really motivated and 
specific terms, they were musician 
terms and I was like ‘oh that’s my 
vernacular, my lingo,’” said Milan.

Upon their first meeting, 
Pascal invited Milan to play music 
together that same night. Pascal 
and Milan hit it off and eventually 
Soto joined the mix about a year 
later when he was invited to 
audition.

“His ‘audition’ was that he 
learned the entirety of the songs on 
my SoundCloud in an afternoon, 

he came ready and he played every 
song perfectly and I remember 
going home that day and thinking, 
‘If I can’t get this group together 
then I don’t think I’m ever going to 
get a band together because these 
are the guys, this is it,” said Milan.

RMB’s first rehearsal together 
was in January of 2016 and they 
have been playing and writing 
music together since then.

“We may never be on the 
radio, we may never have a million 
dollars but we made it already, we 
made it seven years ago,” said Soto.

“I think what happened with 
us is and I think this is the most 
important part if your going to be 
in a band is that it doesn’t matter 
your skill level, your resources, 
you guys all have to be on the same 
page and all have to be passionate 
about the same thing and with us 
we all got really lucky that we just 

love making music,” said Pascal.

Funky bass riffs courtesy of 
Pascal, Milan’s strong bluesy vocals 
and Soto’s ability to compliment 
and tie it all together with his 
percussion gives their albums the 
potential of being a soundtrack to 
a life of vice, Camaro-driving and 
dark sunglasses-wearing in the best 
way possible.

Songwriting in RMB is an open 
and collaborative process, with 
each member bringing either a riff 
or a lyric  that can be shopped and 
molded into something collectively.

“There is a merit in any art 
with technical proficiency, I mean 
especially with music, you can 
play all sorts of amazing things 
but I think one of the things that’s 
important to the collaborative 
process and important to how we 
started writing music was that we 
started separating the idea that we 
don’t fall in love with our own ideas 
and we became this one organism 
essentially where we all kind of 
have our individual essence and 
we all just kind of throw it in to the 
song and we let it take shape,” said 
Pascal.

The trio are signed to Red Eye 
Records, based out of Harmony 
Studios in Anaheim.

RMB currently has two albums 
and several singles that can be 
streamed on Spotify, and are 
currently and actively recording a 
third studio album.

The “goofball rock n rollers” 
promote RMB on Facebook and 
Instagram by posting irreverent 
skits and comical photos of 
themselves.

Although RMB are not a cover 
band and all compositions are their 
own, their cover of “Dayman,” 
a gag song featured in the show 
“Always Sunny in Philadelphia,” 
gave the group social media 
recognition.

RMB’s cover of “Dayman” was 
originally posted on Facebook in 
2017 and has since garnered two 
million views on the social media 
site. The cover is one of RMB’s 
most streamed songs on Spotify 
with a total of 2,209,832 streams.
