Samperi, Swenson
will seek re-election
to school board

DOWNEY - Two of the three Downey Unified School District Board of
Education incumbents up for reelection this year have confirmed that they
intend to run for reelection.

The current terms of President Bobbi Samperi (Trustee Area 7), Vice
President Martha Sodetani (Trustee Area 1) and board member Nancy
Swenson (Trustee Area 5) are all coming to a close in December.

Samperi and Swenson both confirmed with the Downey Patriot that
they intend to run for reelection this coming November.

Samperi has served on the Board of Education since 1993, including
four terms as its president.

Swenson was first elected in 2005. She has served as the president of
the board twice.

Sodetani has yet to make an official announcement concerning her
future on the Board. Like Swenson, she was elected in 2005, and has
served as its president twice.

Roybal-Allard
decries overturning
of abortion rights

DOWNEY - Congresswoman Lucille Roybal-Allard, who represents
Downey in the House of Representatives, released the following statement
following the Supreme Court’s decision to overturn Roe V. Wade last week:

“There was a time before Roe when women sought out clandestine
clinics with unlicensed providers to end an unwanted pregnancy, often
resulting in serious complications or death.

“The decision that the Supreme Court advanced today not only
infringes on a women’s right to choose but has also created a public health
crisis for millions of women across our nation.

“Today’s SCOTUS decision will not affect abortion access in California.
In 1969, our highest court recognized abortion rights under our state’s
constitution, four years before Roe was decided. Our state law protects the
right to personal reproductive decisions.”

Elks operating
fireworks stand despite
losing non-profit status

DOWNEY - Downey Elks Lodge could potentially be operating a
fireworks stand this year despite having previously lost its nonprofit status.

According to an entity status letter from the State of California
Franchise Tax Board, Downey Elks Lodge 2020 is currently “not in good
standing” with the Franchise Tax Board.

Additionally, the IRS website currently lists Downey Elks’ federal tax-
exempt status as having been revoked on August 15, 2018 and posted April
11, 2019, with no listed reinstatement.

A person who answered the phone at Downey Elks Lodge said that the
organization declined to comment, but did claim that the issue had been
“resolved internally.”

If Downey Elks has lost its nonprofit status and not been reinstated,
then it would no longer be eligible to operate a fireworks stand, according
to the Downey Municipal Code.

Application for and approval to operate a safe and sane fireworks stand
is handled through Downey Fire Department. Proof of non-profit status is
one of several qualifications that applicants must submit along with their
application, also including a financial statement of current year’s sales (if
applicable), a current membership roster (minimum 25 members), and
proof of two-year continuous history in Downey preceding the application
filing.

Assistant Fire Chief Anthony Hildebrand described the process as
“lengthy,” adding that it begins in October. He said that applications are
thoroughly vetted prior to approval.

Eighteen permits are available annually for safe-and-sane firework
stands in Downey. Although usually competitive, this was the first year
that Downey Fire received fewer applications (17) than slots available,
according to Hildebrand.

DOWNEY - The Downey
Chamber of Commerce officially
swore in Carmen Gonzalez as its
new president in the upcoming
year.

Thechamber’s 119th Installation
of Officers and Directors was held at
the Embassy Suites on Wednesday.

Downey Arts Coalition
named ‘legacy organization’

m The designation by the City
Council entitles the Downey
Arts Coalition to discounted
rental theater rates.

DOWNEY - The Downey
City Council voted on Tuesday to
recognize the Downey Arts Coalition
as a Legacy Group in regards to use
of the Downey Theatre.

In 2013, the city approved the
development of a rental credit
program for the theater.

There is currently a $40,000
“Downey Civic Theatre Assistance”
program in the annual budget for
providing assistance in the form
of rental credit to Downey based
non-profit organizations wishing to
present a program at the theater.

Two groups — The Downey
Symphony and the Downey
Rose Float Association — were
grandfathered in to the rental credit
program.

There are some benefits to

being a Legacy member.

Legacy members are allowed
more freedom in what the financial
assistance program will cover. In
addition to the waiving of rental
fees (which non-legacy members
are awarded), Legacy members
may also have labor, box office,
and other costs associated with the
rental of the theatre waived.

According to staff’s report,
historically the Downey Symphony
applies for $25,000 of the
assistance program funds, while
Downey Rose Float applies for
$8,000. This leaves around $7,000
for other applicants.

The DAC is currently hoping
to submit a monthly “open house”
style program. According to staff,
the program could see the DAC
ask for $25,000, however that cost
may be offset by other sponsorship
opportunities the nonprofit is
seeking.

The DAC is hoping to have their
first installment in July.

The council voted 4-1 to grant
the DAC legacy status.

The sole vote against came from
Donald La Plante, who cast doubts
that the cost of a DAC event would
match the turnout.

“We had an extraordinary event
with [Mexico en el Corazon]; the
place was full, it cost $3,500. I'm
not so sure you're going to get a few
100 people even to come see an art
show,” said La Plante. “We need to
think through how we want to do
art in this community too.”

“We have the Stay Gallery that’s
in a miserable location for anybody
to go see anything... I can’t support
this tonight, because we need to
get a comprehensive plan of art
in Downey. As much as I'd like to
tell [DAC] they can have it in July,
if they started in September or
October, the world won’t end.”

La Plante has been vocal about
his desire to have a “comprehensive
discussion” about the city’s art,
culture, and history programming
and future for several weeks.

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Things you didn’t know
about Downey:
Downey as a college town

DOWNEY - This is an article
from John Adams’ Time Traveler
series in the Downey Eagle dated
8/13/93:

A brass monument in front of
Fire Station No. 1 commemorates
one of Downey’s two historic
colleges that helped shape the
history of early Los Angeles.

The fire station on Paramount
Boulevard at Alameda Street is

where Los Nietos College Institute,

the first Protestant college in Los
Angeles County, once stood.

The college was founded in
1868 when Methodist Minister
John C. Ardis bought the plot of
land to found a private school.

Ardis and his family had come
west by covered wagon from
Arkansas.

A graduate of Emery College
in Atlanta, Ardis had taught at
Arkansas State College for several
years. On arrival here, he first
established the small Alameda
School District which he ran for
ayear. Even as he ran the small
grade school, he recognized the
need for a larger school with more
advanced grades.

Luckily, the Methodist Church
had decided to erect a college
somewhere in the West. In line
with the local need, the Methodist
Assembly convened in what later
came to be Downey on March
19, 1869. They laid the college’s
cornerstone and named former
governor John G. Downey the
school’s chairman, and Ardis its
secretary.

After the cornerstone was in
place, an auction of lots was held,
establishing a community that
came to be known as the College
Settlement. It included an area
between Paramount Boulevard

and Montgomery Street, and from
Alameda Street to Orange.

The first building erected
was described as “barn-like” and
seated 100. The five-acre campus
was surrounded by a picket fence
which was prettily decorated with
shrubs and flowers.

Soon, another large building
— the general store — went up at
College and Alameda. The Masonic
Lodge met there.

In 1876, a Methodist Church
was erected on an acre-and-a-
half of property at College (as
Paramount Boulevard was then
called). William Steel donated
the land, and the church was
considered a landmark because of
its 100-foot steeple.

Unfortunately, the church
chose to sell the college.

Its operators chose to close it
in 1879, reopened it in 1894, then
closed it for good in 1897.

Meanwhile, another Downey
institution of higher learning had
come into being. Southern Pacific
College was founded in 1877 by
Downey, the same ex-governor
who had originally been named
chairman of Los Nietos College
Institute.

This second and even larger
school, Southern Pacific College,
stood on a 10-acre tract of
property just north of Fifth Street.
The land was donated by Judge
M.D. Crawford, a good friend
and business partner of the ex-
gOovernor.

At its peak, Southern Pacific
College had 200 students who
studied in a spacious, three-story
building under the direction of the
Rev. J. M. Monroe of the Christian
Church.

Unfortunately, the building
was leveled by flames in 1880. It
was in the midst of a depression,

and money could not be raised to
rebuild.

The college had established
loyal alumni, which honored its
name by holding reunions which
continued to the mid-1930’s.
They met at the Central Christian
Church where Monroe was pastor.

The Blasters

The following article was
from the Southeast LA Times on
Thursday, April 14, 1983 and was
written by Times Staff Writer Jan
Klunder.

Members of the rockabilly
Blasters credit their youth in
Downey with nurturing their
interest in early rock n’ roll and
maintain that their careers would
not have developed had they lived
west of the Harbor Freeway.

Four members of the group
grew up in Downey, and the fifth,
who lived in Norwalk, spent much
of his time here.

Their style of music —
reminiscent of the country and
blues sound popularized in
the 1950’s by Elvis and Chuck
Berry — is handed down from
one generation to the next by
Southerners and Midwesterners,
they say. And the Southeast part
of Los Angeles County, with a high
population of residents from those
regions, provides the necessary
musical tradition for a group like
the Blasters, who played April 1 at
the Universal Amphitheatre.

“We could not have developed
our music in Century City,”
said pianist Gene Taylor. “it’s
important to be able to play music
for people from the rural South,
the Midwest or East LA. They
bring with them whatever musical
traditions they have.”

Lead singer Phil Alvin, who
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graduated from Pius X High
School in 1971 and now lives in
Long Beach, recalled playing
songs at mom-and-pop bars in
Downey early in his career.

“People in this area tell you
stories about musicians, about
songs,” Alvin said in an interview
at Hollander’s Cafeteria in the
Stonewood Mall, the band’s
hangout in the early days. “They’ll
say, sing ‘Love Sick Blues,’ sing
‘Stormy Weather.” Nobody in
Malibu will ask you to play those
songs.

“We’d fight all the time. You'd
hear a song sung one way from
the ‘50’s and some guy in the
bar would come in and say, ‘No,
it was played this way 30 years
ago.” If you lived in Century City,
you would have to learn that
in a book. There are no people
from Oklahoma in Century City.
People here would ask me to play
a Jimmie Rodgers song. Where
are you going to learn a Jimmie
Rodgers song in Century City?”

Gene Taylor, who graduated
from Norwalk High School in
1970 and now lives in Downey,
dismisses the charge that Downey
lacks culture, arguing that what
people on the westside consider
culture is what they are told by
high-paid public relations firms.

“Culture is not easily found
in Downey, but it’s here,”
Taylor said. “To me, television
has nothing to do with culture.
Fashion has nothing to do with
why people live or die.

“I guarantee you that when
the Depression gets really bad
and bread lines come back, people
won’t give a damn what they latest
fashion is, but they’ll want you to
sing a song.”

The other three band
members, Alvin’s brother, Dave

Alvin, Bill Bateman, and John
Bazz, also grew up in Downey.

Alvin said most people he
meets in Los Angeles “don’t
know anything east of the Harbor
Freeway.”

“I say, T'm from Downey’ and
they say, ‘Oh, is that in Orange
County?’ But this is where early
Californians lived. This is where
the Indians lived. This is where
you learn the oral traditions in
music. The songs you hear came
out of the swamps, out of the hills,
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out of Spain, everywhere. There’s
no real culture west of the Harbor
Freeway because nobody lived
there.”

Walking towards his car in
the Stonewood parking lot, Alvin
paused and smiled when he
spotted a Tennessee license plate
on a car. “You'd never see that in
Century City,” he said.

his year we celebrate
the 246th anniversary
of our nation’s
independence.

Armed conflict
between bands of American
colonists and British soldiers
first broke out in 1775, more than
a year before we declared our
independence. So, interestingly
enough, your Army is a year older
than the nation it defends.

That’s why it’s impossible
not to think about our nation’s
independence without also
thinking about the United States
Army which secured it. And as we
mark our country’s 246th birthday,
let us reflect upon the strength of
those early patriots.

Their spirit that Independence
Day 2022 is carried on today
in the hearts and minds of our
Army Soldiers and Department
of the Army Civilians. They have

demonstrated that when it comes
to our nation’s freedom and liberty,
they embody the words of our
Army motto, “This We’ll Defend.”

The Army has defended
America in every conflict since the
Revolutionary War, promoting
freedom for all, a concept originally
enshrined in the Declaration. In
early June of 1776, the Continental
Congress met in Philadelphia to
discuss the prospect of formally
separating from Great Britain.

Even after years of heavy taxes
and oppression, not everyone was
in favor of independence. After
about a month of debate, and after
a committee drafted a statement
justifying independence from
Great Britain, on July 2, 1776, the
Continental Independence Day
2021. Congress voted to become
independent of Great Britain.

On July 4, they adopted the
Declaration of Independence. We
have the blessing of hindsight and
know the Revolutionary War was a
success, but at the time, members

And over the years, we have
added a Bill of Rights and a
total of 27 Amendments to the
Constitution to further enshrine
and expand what it means to be an
American. The right of a free press,
the right to vote, to peacefully
assemble, the state not promoting
any one religion, the right to a
speedy trial by a jury of one’s peers
and protections for citizens are
all things that new citizens to our
country cite when asked why they
wanted to become Americans.

This is part of what it means
to be an American, and it’s why we
celebrate Independence Day. The
Fourth of July, our Independence
Day, is about the freedom that we
enjoy as Americans.

But that freedom did not
come easy. This year, as we
commemorate our independence,
let’s remember how hard our
ancestors fought so we could
be free. They fought in the

Cerritos College negotiations

Dear Editor:

Cerritos College Faculty Federation (CCFF) is happy to see the
movement the Cerritos College District provided since faculty
have shared our frustrations and disappointment with the
community.

Although the proposal provided by the Cerritos College
District seemed fair on paper, the Cerritos College District failed
to disclose that the California legislature has already provided an
ongoing 5.07% increase to Cerritos College. This 5.07% is a cost
of living adjustment that was meant to be passed down to all
employees, to offset the crippling inflation we are experiencing.

What the Cerritos College District did not say is that instead
of giving their employees true salary increases, this proposal
provides the bulk of the funding as a “one time” stipend.
Providing a “one time increase” means that employees will lose
out on more than $100,000 in retirement because those stipends
don’t count toward employee’s retirement funds.

What the Cerritos College District omits in their response is
that the state of California has determined that the Cost of Living
Adjustment (COLA) for 2022-23 is 6.56%. The Cerritos College
District is offering only a 4% salary increase next year. This means
they are pocketing another 2.5% of the state funding that is meant
to be allocated for employees.

It is worth mentioning that, yes, CCFF agrees that the Cerritos
College District has provided a formal offer to the Cerritos College
Faculty Federation on June 2, 2022. Unfortunately, this proposal
is not reasonable, not fair, and not equitable. This proposal does
not take into account the employees who dedicate their lives to
this college.

As a labor union, CCFF is advocating for our members’
immediate livelihood and ensuring that our members can afford
groceries, rent and utilities when they retire.

Cerritos College Board of Trustees just this June unanimously
voted to extend President Jose Fierro’s tenure for four more years
at about $250,000 annually, a quarter of a million dollars.

In the Norwalk Patriot article, Board of Trustee leader James
Cody Birkey enthusiastically exclaimed how President Fierro
supports our students and faculty. It is obvious to anyone in
passing that students and faculty are the main interface for any
educational institution, such as Cerritos College. With this in
mind, Fierro and the Board of Trustees have withheld the COLA
(cost of living allowance) sent from the State of California for
faculty members in 2021 and 2022, and refuse to discuss these
monies with faculty.

Further, Fierro and the board have a judgement against them
made by PERB, Public Employment Relations Board, regarding
their negotiating in bad faith with the Cerritos College Faculty
Union, during past negotiations. Also, the board and Fierro
have illegally broken confidentiality during negotiations, stalled
negotiations to a snail’s pace for over two years, leaving faculty
without a contract for this period and the foreseeable future.

When COLA for 2023 is due, it is expected that Fierro and the
board will keep that money for themselves as well.

Lastly, Fierro, while celebrating his new 4-year contract,
made this statement: “I am also thankful for our classified,
confidential, and management teams and the Cerritos College
community at large who share the same vision for helping our
students to realize their goals and dreams.”

You notice there is zero reference to faculty. Fierro and the
board paint a picture of college success by their hands alone,
with some honorable mentions to a few, and absolute silence
concerning faculty. I guess in their minds faculty are not needed
at a college, or don’t exist. It’s hard to say what their angle is.

Due to these circumstances, a faculty strike is looming, since
the board and Fierro are too busy congratulating themselves and
ignoring faculty for going on three years.

Lastly, Covid-19 caused innumerable deaths and illnesses
globally; my own Anthropology Department lost an adjunct
instructor, Benjamin Fierro (no relation), to Covid-19. Covid-19
put extreme pressures on all educators to re-make courses for
online only, a massive task, while current rising inflation is
taking a different toll on us all. Meanwhile, the Cerritos College
board and President Fierro gave themselves raises and bonuses in
the past 2-3 years, but refuse to do anything like this for faculty.

Fierro and the board made our last negotiations for a contract
in 2015-16 a torturous event, and have delivered another level of
torture during these negotiations for 2+ years. That is their way,
full of poor leadership and mistrust regarding faculty.

In closing, California is flush with money due to a record
setting surplus, and Cerritos College has the largest money
reserves for any community college in California, therefore the
money is there to cover our modest pay increases, and COLA 2021
and 2022 came from the state.

We faculty need a new enduring climate of fairness and
decency from the Board of Trustees and President Fierro, not
insults, extortion, slights, tricks and stalling tactics.

Cerritos College faculty, staff and students all stand united
against the Board of Trustees and President Fierro’s treatment of
faculty. The public needs to know these facts.

Whittier
considers
prosecuting
local cases

WHITTIER - The Whittier
City Council is looking into
prosecuting local misdemeanor
offenses in response to special
directives issued by the Los
Angeles County District Attorney
that appear to contradict voter-
approved ballot measures.

The City Council, at its
meeting on Tuesday, is drafting
a potential ballot measure to
allow Whittier voters to decide
if the city should prosecute
misdemeanor cases and modify
the city attorney’s powers and
duties to include the prosecution
of local misdemeanors.

The City Council cited
numerous interactions with the
office of L.A. County District
Attorney George Gascon to
support Whittier’s strategic plan
goal of enhancing public safety
and protecting the community,
according to a release from the
city.

The council adopted a
resolution expressing a vote of no
confidence in Gascon on April 24,
2021. The council also, in March
2022, directed staff to send a
letter to Gascon’s office requesting
that Whittier be allowed to
prosecute its own misdemeanor
violations. Long Beach, Pasadena
and Torrance have made similar
requests.

“We have a responsibility
to our residents to ensure that
the laws to protect and enhance
the quality of life in Whittier are
upheld and enforced,” Mayor
Joe Vinatieri said in a statement.
“While we will continue working
with the District Attorney, we
ultimately believe our community
members directly impacted by
these policies should have the
opportunity to make the decision
at the ballot box in November.”

The City Council will revisit
the resolution to add the charter
amendment to the statewide
ballot at its next meeting on July
12.

The measure could be added
to the ballot for the election in
November if approved. It would
not obligate the city to prosecute
its own misdemeanors, but
provide flexibility should the City
Council wish to do so, according
to the release.

Woman sues Kaiser
over video recording

DOWNEY - A woman is suing Kaiser Foundation Health Plan
Inc. and Southern California Permanente Medical Group, alleging an
employee’s cell phone recorded the plaintiff while undressing during a
visit to the Downey facility in 2020.

The plaintiff is identified only as Jane Doe in the Los Angeles
Superior Court lawsuit, alleging negligence, negligent infliction of
emotional distress and premises liability. Doe seeks unspecified
damages.

Doe was “captured undressing herself by a cell phone left on the
premises of a dressing area” by a Kaiser employee during a video call
on June 30, 2020, at the Kaiser Permanente Orchard Medical Offices
on Imperial Highway, the suit states.

Doe’s “personal and sensitive information was transmitted and
shared (with) unknown person(s),” the suit alleges.

The suit does not state who was on the video call, why it was being
conducted or the job title of the employee.

Kaiser Permanente released a statement Monday: “Kaiser
Permanente has strong and unequivocally clear policies in place that
protect our patients’ privacy, and we do not condone nor tolerate any
breach of such policies. The safety and security of our patients are
our highest priority. We have not yet been served with the lawsuit in
question, and we cannot comment on specific patient situations due to
our confidentiality obligations.”
