Department, was charged with
felony witness tampering.

Downey Police said they are
cooperating with the District
Attorney’s investigation.

DOWNEY - A former
detective with the Downey Police
Department was charged Tuesday
with one felony count of witness
tampering.

Eduardo Castro is scheduled
to be arraigned Aug. 11 at the Foltz
Criminal Justice Center.

Details of the alleged witness
tampering were not released. In a
news release, however, Los Angeles
County District Attorney George
Gascon said his office has “a duty to
hold accountable anyone who tries
to illegally influence the judicial
process for their own benefit or the
benefit of others.”

“It is especially troubling when
a police officer is charged with

crimes that threaten the integrity of
our legal system,” Gascon said.

Castro was hired as a Downey
police officer on June 2, 2008. His
final day of employment was June
29, 2022.

It’s not clear if Castro resigned
or was fired. A spokesperson for
the City of Downey declined to

elaborate, citing “peace officer
privacy laws.”

“With the above said, the
Downey Police Department

reiterates that it holds its employees
to the highest ethical standards,”
Police Chief Leslie Murray said in
a statement. “We are committed to
these standards and to providing
quality public service to our
community.

“When we become aware of
possible misconduct, the allegations
are thoroughly investigated and
appropriate  corrective  action
is taken. The Downey Police
Department is committed to
providing professional law
enforcement services and it will
work with the District Attorney’s
Office as necessary and to the extent
the law allows.”

3 killed at Downey
house party

m Three men were left dead
after a shooting early Sunday
morning.

The shooter was believed to be
among the dead.

DOWNEY - Three men who
were shot to death while attending
a party in Downey were publicly
identified Monday.

Paul Gonzales was a 33- year-
old resident of Los Angeles, Shawn
Garciawas a 36-year-old Pico Rivera
resident and there was no city of
residence available for 43-year-old
Brandon Chavez, according to the

Voters to

coroner’s office.

The victims were attending
“some sort of house party,”
according to Downey police Sgt.
Perry Miller.

Officers were sent to the 8100
block of Leeds Street at about 12:45
a.m. Sunday on a call of gunshots,
Miller said.

Gonzalez, Garcia and Chavez
were pronounced dead at the scene,
he said. Paramedics rushed a man
and a woman to a hospital with non-
life- threatening gunshot wounds.

The shooting was believed to
be an insolated incident with no
outstanding suspects, police told
the LA Times.

decide

hotel tax increase

m Downey is proposing a 4%
increase to the city’s nightly
hotel tax.

DOWNEY - Downey voters
will decide in November whether or
not to increase the city’s transient
occupancy tax (TOT) from 9% to
13%.

A TOT, also known as a hotel
bed tax, is charged to guests when
they rent living accommodations in
a hotel, motel, inn, or other lodging
for less than 9o days.

The city does not currently

allow short term rentals — such as
Air Bnb’s — however the TOT would
apply to them should the city ever
change its policy.

Downey’s TOT was first
established in 1965 and last
amended (increasing the rate to
9%) in 1998 with voter approval.

Should voters approve
the increase, it could result in
approximately $95,000 of new
General Fund revenue annually.

Council members voted
unanimously to place the measure
on the ballot.

City Council gives
healthcare workers

$25 per

hour

minimum wage

m Downey joins Los Angeles in
skipping the ballot and giving
eligible healthcare workers a
higher minimum wage.

DOWNEY - Members of local
medical labor groups celebrated at
city hall on Tuesday when the City
Council voted 4-0 to establish a $25
per hour minimum wage for eligible
healthcare workers working in
Downey’s private hospitals.

The new ordinance applies
to  privately-owned healthcare
facilities located within the city,
including licensed general acute
and psychiatric hospitals, hospital-
based facilities, licensed dialysis
clinics and psychiatric health
facilities, and all facilities that
are part of an Integrated Delivery
System.

While the measure relates to
both clinical and non-clinical staff,
it does not apply to managers and
SUpervisors.

The law also forbids cuts in
hours, staffing, or services to raise
wages.

The decision follows a successful
petition campaign (requiring nearly
6,500 signatures) by proponents of
the wage change.

Council members were given
the option to send the initiative
to November’s ballot for voter
approval, approve it outright as
an ordinance, or order an impact
report to be returned within 30
days, after which they would be
required to make a decision.

The push for improved wages
comes as some healthcare workers
— weary from working through the
pandemic — argued that they were
struggling to make ends meet in
addition to coping with the physical,
emotional, and mental burdens of
their jobs.

“Healthcare workers have a
unique job; this pandemic has
shown that our job is unique, and
that we deal with diseases that are
communicable like Covid-19,” said
Gabriel Montoya, who works at
Kaiser Permanente and is a member
of the SEIU-UHW union.

“We also deal with patients who
are going through mental health
crisis, and we have to be there to
take care of them. We deal with

parents whose children are ill, and
we have to be the ones to comfort
them and take care of their kids.

“We want to do that job, we
love serving our communities,
but it doesn’t make sense to have
healthcare workers doing that
work, and having them make $16,
$18 dollars an hour when we know
in LA County just to pay rent a
family has to make at least $70,000
ayear.”

Not all in attendance were in
favor of the initiative.

Critics called the initiative
“flawed” and “inequitable,” arguing
that a majority of healthcare staff in
Downey would not be eligible.

“[The Hospital Association of
Southern California] strongly urges
the city council to refer this measure
to the ballot for the Downey voters
to decide,” said Adena Tessler,
regional vice president of HASC.

“We also request the city order
an economic analysis prior to taking
any action, so that the city council
and voters are fully informed of the
potential economic impacts.”

“[The initiative] targets only
private hospital facilities and their
workers, excluding many providers

serving the most vulnerable
communities in Downey,” she
continued. “Our research has

found that the workers at 65% of
the healthcare facilities in Downey
would be excluded from this
benefit.”

Councilman Mario Trujillo said
that Downey’s hospitals “will be
okay.”

“These last two years, the
healthcare industry has come under
the microscope, and the plight of
the health workers, we hear you,”
said Trujillo.

“I remember clearly, the
intersection of Bellflower and
Imperial Highway, ‘Heroes work
here’...In thinking of healthcare
workers, either we think they’re
heroes or they’re not. The fact of the
matter is, they were going to work
while some of us had the luxury
of being able to work behind a
computer.”

“‘I'm convinced that Kaiser
and PIH will be okay, even if this
ordinance is passed,” he continued.
“I have an obligation to do what’s
best for the residents and for the
future of the city.

Will this deter some clinics,

maybe other healthcare providers
from coming into the city? Perhaps.
But I cannot stop thinking about
the workers that had to go day in
and day out towards danger.”

Councilman Donald La
Plante clapped back at hospital
representatives.

“When I first heard of this, my
initial reaction was to put this to
the voters, and sort of wondered if
we should be doing, frankly, decent
wages sector by sector,” said La
Plante.

“I would be very happy
to support an ordinance that
includes the rest of the healthcare
workers, as apparently our hospital
association thinks we should do.
We can’t mandate public hospitals
for the county, or the University
of California, or the federal
government what they pay; that’s
a duplicitous statement by the
hospital council.”

La Plante, holding up a mailer
he had received in opposition of the
wage increase, said “he knew exactly
how [the hospital association]
would have treated this thing if we
put it on the ballot.”

“They would have been putting
out things like, ‘Reject the unequal
pay measure.’” Instead of talking
about whether healthcare workers
deserve a fair wage, they’d be trying
to play healthcare workers against
each other, the same way negative
campaigns work on everything
else,” said La Plante.

“Any thought I had of putting it
to the voters changed the minute I
got your mailing; you put me on the
other side.”

Councilwoman Claudia
Frometa was forced to remove
herself from the discussion due
to her employment with Kaiser
Permanente.

There were 10 potential cities
where the initiative was filed,
including Los Angeles, Anaheim,
Inglewood, Long Beach, Monterey
Park, Culver City, Baldwin Park,
Duarte, and Lynwood.

Downey joins Los Angeles in
setting the $25 wage minimum,
after Los Angeles Mayor Eric
Garecetti signed it into law last week.

The ordinance goes into effect
10 days after approval.

Evidently, our COVID-19
pandemic just hasn’t been
enough. Now we have
monkeypox. What is it?
Should we worry?

The virus that causes
monkeypox
shares the
same family
as smallpox.
However,
note that
monkeypox
is far less
severe. Its
symptoms
are similar, and include
fever, aches, chills,
exhaustion, sore throat and
swollen lymph nodes, and
skin lesions that can be
intense.

However, smallpox had a
mortality rate close to 30%,
and the rate for monkeypox
is in the range of 3-6%.
Those who fare the worst
are young children.

Due to the eradication of
smallpox, the United States
stopped administering

vaccinations in 1972. As

it turns out, that vaccine
was and still is protective
against monkeypox. In
fact, the most severe cases
today occur among those
under 50, who would not
have received the smallpox
vaccination.

This virus was originally
transmitted from animals

(monkeys and apes, rodents,

and rabbits) to humans.
The first human case of
monkeypox was recorded
in 1970 in the Democratic
Republic of Congo.

Monkeypox still occurs
mostly in Central and
Western Africa. The virus
first reached the United
States in Texas in 2003,
from a shipment of animals
from Ghana.

Humans can contract
monkeypox from a bite
from an infected animal, or
through direct contact with
the animal’s lesions or body
fluids. In order for the virus
to spread from one human
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to another, it takes close
contact with an infected
person’s lesions, body
fluids, respiratory droplets,
or contaminated materials
(such as bedding).

Don’t be alarmed.
Monkeypox does not spread
easily among people.

Still, confirmed cases in
California have climbed to
136, mostly in Los Angeles
and San Francisco. It is of
particular concern among
the LGBTQ community,
especially through skin-to-
skin contact in gay men.

Some seven thousand
cases worldwide are a very
far cry from the 557 million
total cases of COVID-19
to date (and well over six
million COVID-19 deaths).
Nonetheless, monkeypox
could become a significant
global public health risk if
the virus finds an easy way
to spread to our vulnerable
population of children, to
those who are immune-
suppressed, and to those
who did not receive the
smallpox vaccine.

We are gaining a better
understanding about its
spread, and are studying its
epidemiology, sources of
infection, and transmission
patterns. Vaccines have
been developed for
prevention (although
there is currently a serious
shortage) and we now have
antiviral medications to
help treat it.

Stay tuned for new
developments.

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Things you didn’t know about Downey:
Downey’s early tribes

DOWNEY - The following
article is from the Time Traveler
by John Adams, originally
published on July 16, 1993 in the
Downey Eagle.

Early Americans were peaceful
people.

The Indians who first occupied
this area were Shoshoneans,
cousins of the Comanches of the
Great Plain and the Hopi farmers
of the Arizona mesas.

Their ancestors had trekked
across from Asia to North America
by the way of the Bering Straits.

When the European-American
westward movement encountered
them, they were referred to as
“Diggers” because they often dug
into the ground for edible roots.
The Americans apparently failed
to consider that they themselves
rooted in the ground for leeks and
potatoes.

The local enclave of “Diggers”
was surrounded by a tribe known
as the Hokans. To the south, near
San Diego, were a separate tribe
known as the Yuma. To the north,
near Ventura, was another Hokan
tribe known as the Chumash.

How the Shoshoneans settled
on this prized piece of real estate is
a mystery. They didn’t seem to win
it by warfare. Once here they were
happy to stay. Their villages had
such classic characteristics that
anthropologists classify them as
separate tribes.

On the arrival of the
Franciscan Fathers, missions were
established about a day’s walk
from each other. Eventually the
tribes took on the names of the
missions they were near. Those
near Mission San Gabriel were
the Gabrielinos, those near the
Mission San Juan Capistrano the
Juaneros, those near Mission
San Luis Rey the Luisenos, those
near Mission San Fernando the
Fernandenos.

The most interesting locally
were the Gabrielinos. They seem
to have noticed very early that the
white man’s coming was a cultural
threat. They promptly drifted away
before much of their lore could be
recorded.

But the other tribes held
together long enough to provide
more insight. In Juanero legend,
the San Juan Capistrano tribe tells
of its origin to the great village of
Sehat in Gabrielinos country. This
was the area known as Los Nietos
(Downey).

A Scots trapper named
Hugo Reid married a Gabrielino
woman and listed her village as
“Carpenter’s Farm” in 1837. He
referred to Lemuel Carpenter who
journeyed west from Kentucky and
took a Spanish wife. Carpenter
later acquired most of the huge
Los Nietos Spanish Land Grant.
The village that bore his name was
swept away in the great flood of
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1867.

The remains of Indian
villages have been found where
the Southern Pacific and Santa
Fe railroad tracks cross, as well
as at Jaboneria on the west bank
of the Rio Hondo River south of
Telegraph Road. Other village
remains are found near the old
Pico Crossing of the San Gabriel
River.

Gabrielinos villages dotted
much of greater Los Angeles Basin.
When Cabrillo arrived in San
Pedro Bay in 1542, he called the
land the “Bay of Smokes” because
he saw so many village fires inland.

It was a good life for those
early Indians. Father Geronimo
Boscana, who lived at Mission
San Gabriel and Mission San Juan
Capistrano from 1812 to 1831,
compared their life to the legend of
creation and the Book of Genesis
and Mosaic Law.

Close relatives in the tribes
were not allowed to marry. The
Chief’s duty was benign. Gifts
were brought to him which he in
turn distributed to the poor and
unfortunate. The respect he grew
from the tribe was based on his
condition of poverty. Since he gave
away all he had, he was allowed
more than one wife to gather
acorns for him. Other than this, it
was a monogamous society.

Ralph Family

This article is from John
Adams and was published in the
Downey Eagle on Oct. 15, 1993.

It was April 14, 1922, and Art
Ralph of Downey crouched for the
start of the half-mile run at the
10th Annual Invitational Track
and Field Meet at San Fernando
High School.

Ralph was one of the best
runners to come out of Downey
in years, and along with sprinter
Ed Reinke, gave Downey a rugged
track combination in the sprints
and middle distances.

He would probably have run
even harder had he known that
he was to be the first of three
generations of Ralphs that would
make Downey proud, both on the

athletic field and in the realm of
community service.

Downey residents today
probably know of Bill Ralph, Art’s
son, who through a quirk of fate
didn’t play football or run for
Downey but competed instead for
Compton High School.

It seems father Art, who for
many years worked for the gas
company, was made a division
chief and moved with his family
to Compton during young Bill’s
athletic years.

Bill made up for it by coming
back to Downey and working 3
years for the city. He retired two
years ago as the city’s public works
director, and now fills a seat on the
Downey Cemetery District Board.

The archives of the Downey
Historical Society still contains the
old track and field programs with
father Art Ralph’s name. When
asked about them, Bill reminisced
about his father’s athletic career.

It seems Art held the Downey
High School record in the high
hurdles until 1984, partially
because Downey didn’t run the
highs for many years.

Bill said he almost got to see
his father’s and his son’s name
on the same record chart. Bill’s
son, Chris,set a shotput mark at
Downey, but it came the year after
his grandfather’s hurdles mark was
shattered.

Close enough to give the reader
an idea of the athletic prowess of
his family, however, Bill said his
father went on to run one year for
Whittier College, then transferred
to the University of Nevada, Reno,
where he trained by mail. Many
athletics in the West in the 1920’s
and 1930’s got their training
directions from noted Easter
coaches who mailed them their
regimen.

Bill added that interestingly
enough, his son Bill also attended
the University of Nevada, Reno,
years later.

While the old program
indicates the Ralph family
probably holds the record for
having three generations of local
athletics, Ed Reinke was the best
local runner of his era.
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He went on to compete at
the 1923 CIF track and field
championships in Santa Ana, and
won the 100 and 220. Veterans
who remember those days said he
ran in the 10-flat range, very swift
for the times.

Other Downey names of
note in the old programs include
Benstead, in the low hurdles, Hair
and Nooschekian in the mile,
Haygood who joined Ralph and
Reinke in the half-mile relay, and
Cline who ran with Ralph in the
440.

A toast to them all.

Rancho Los Amigos

Downey can pride itself on
being the location of one of the
most singular institutions of
recovery and healing the world:
Rancho Los Amigos National
Rehabilitation Center.

Rancho didn’t begin as a
hospital at all. It was the county
poor farm when it was first
founded in 1887. And not a very
successful poor farm either until
the arrival of William Harriman
in 1915.

Harriman succeeded a
long line of directors who had
achieved little or no success in
either making the poor farm self-
sufficient or improving the lot of
its hapless residents.

Harriman, who ran Rancho
until 1952, changed all that. He
drove his Model T Ford every
Monday to the county Board
of Supervisors meeting in Los
Angeles and presented them with
a basket of flowers raised on the
farm. He thus defeated the “out of
sight, out of mind” syndrome that
had been the undoing of many of
his predecessors.

His philosophy was simple:
“tax funds provide the necessity
of life for the dependent poor.
The spirit of Rancho Los Amigos
provides the necessities of
happiness without which life

would be unbearable.”

Harriman improved the lot of
the farm’s residents. He offered
the more ambitious among
them plots of land on which to
do horticultural research. He
improved the dairy herd to the
point it began to win prizes at the
state farm yearly.

But good fortune was not to
shine on Harriman and his farm
forever. He was forced to order the
prize dairy herd destroyed in 1924
when the dreaded hoof and mouth
disease swept the area.

But persistence was one of his
stronger traits. Harriman started
the herd up again from scratch
and within four years was winning
state prizes once again.

In 1933 Rancho was hard hit
by a great earthquake. Harriman
rebuilt.

He saw the character of his
poor farm change as the Great
Depression progressed. At first
there were the old people. Then
younger members of the industrial
and farm class began to appear.
Then the service employees from
hotels and restaurants appeared.
And finally the CPAs, bankers,
professors, the white collar class
itself.

When Harriman rebuilt after
the earthquake, he included
hospital facilities. Rancho would
no longer simply be concerned
with custodial care but would
now enter the field of complete
rehabilitation.
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In 1944, Rancho accepted
the challenge that was to make it
world famous. It began a long-
term rehabilitation program for
the victims of polio.

Under the direction of Elberta
Arnold, who had studied the
techniques of Sister Kenney in
Minneapolis, the local program
took hold. Patients were taught
how to reeducate their muscular
systems. Many innovations were
perfected.

When polio was finally
overcome with the discovery of the
Salk vaccine, Rancho celebrated.
But the hospital still had hundreds
of patients who had been felled
by the disease before the medical
breakthrough.

The success of the hospital
is world famous for its work in
rehabilitation cases, such as
spinal injuries. Today, Rancho
is world famous for its work in
rehabilitating a wide variety of
injuries through long-term therapy
and care.

Patients, their relatives,
indeed all of us, may be grateful
to Harriman whose persistence
ranged from constant flattery
of the county supervisors with
flowers to rebuilding Rancho’s
crumpled structures after the
quake.

Much of his spirit lives on in
the fine therapy done at Rancho
today.

Dominic Charles Ippolito

April 21,1929 - June 8, 2022

Dominic C. Ippolito, a Downey resident for the last sixty years of
his life, passed away quietly at PIH Hospital after a short battle with
| advanced kidney disease on June 8, 2022. He was 93. Dominic and
his identical twin George were born in 1929 in Cleveland, Ohio to
Mary and Charles Ippolito who had immigrated to the United States
from Palermo, Sicily in 1910. The twins were the youngest of seven
children and six months after their birth, the stock market crashed,
kicking off the Great Depression. Then without warning, their father died of consumption
a few months later. To make ends meet, his older siblings began work at a very young age.
Doing their part, he and George — who were inseparable growing up — found work at a
spaghetti factory when they were 12. They went to high school at Cleveland’s East Tech, the
same school Jesse Owens attended before winning four gold medals at the 1936 Olympic
Gamesin Berlin.In 1951, at the age of 21, he and George were drafted by the Army and spent
two years in Germany during the Korean War. Once back in Ohio, Dominic found a job as an
insurance adjuster, handling liability claims for a downtown Cleveland department store. It
was there he met a secretary named Betty. They married in 1956 and gave birth to their first
child, Dominic Jr., in 1959. Another boy, Victor, followed a year later. In 1961, Dominic faced
the most important decision of his life. Shortly after buying a house in East Cleveland, he
was recruited by Carl Warren & Co. who were scouring the country for insurance adjusters
to staff their huge, new headquarters in Los Angeles. The thought of moving to California
was exciting but it would be hard to leave his family in Cleveland, especially his twin brother
George. In the end, they made an offer he couldn’t refuse — double his salary plus moving
expenses — and it was California here we come! He went first, making the 2,500 trip (most
of it on Route 66) in the family car while Betty and the two infants took the train two weeks
later. They initially rented a house in La Mirada but soon found their dream home in north
Downey which they bought in 1962 for $30,000. He & Betty would spend the rest of their
lives in that house, celebrating their 60th wedding anniversary before she passed in 2017.
Career-wise, he excelled at Carl Warren, quickly rising to Claims Manager before leaving in
1972 to open his own business on Lakewood Blvd - Downey Claims Service. Betty ran the
office and it was just the two of them until he retired in 1997. When he wasn't working, he
was an accomplished musician, playing alto saxophone in as many as four bands at any
given time. He capped his music career by playing in the L.A.P.D. Band until he was 80. He
possessed a great sense of humor, was an incredible storyteller, and was friendly to - and
well-liked by - anyone he met. He is survived by his three sons: Dominic Jr. of Downey;
Victor (and his wife Belle) of Little Rock, AR; and Vito (and his wife Deena) of Las Vegas.

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Fighting rhetoric with facts

Dear Editor:

This is in response to yet another piece written by Martha
Morrissy, who fails to provide facts to her statements.

Let’s start with her blaming the baby formula shortage on
President Biden. The Washington Times dated May 12, 2022
clearly explains the cause of the formula shortage and it’s quite
clear no one person, including the President, is responsible:
“The problems began last year as the COVID-19 pandemic led
to disruptions in labor, transportation and raw materials -
economy-wide issues that didn’t spare the formula industry.
Inventory was further squeezed by parents stockpiling during
COVID-19 lockdowns.”

Healthline.com presents the same information: “The issue
behind the formula shortage is two-fold. First is the widespread
supply chain issue due to the pandemic, which has affected
everything from cars to Nutella. To make matters worse, in
February, the FDA closed Abbott Nutrition’s Michigan factory
after Abbott voluntarily recalled brands of its formula. The
formula was tied to a bacterial infection that was linked to the
deaths of at least two infants.”

The article goes on to explain what President Biden did to
begin to remedy the situation: “President Joe Biden has invoked
the Defense Production Act in an effort to ramp up production of
infant formula amid the shortage. The efforts include speeding up
the production of infant formula and authorizing flights to bring
in a supply from abroad.

On July 12, 2022, the City Council of the
City of Downey adopted the following
Ordinance:

ORDINANCE NO. 22-1485

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
DOWNEY, CALIFORNIA, ADDING
CHAPTER 13 TO ARTICLE VI
OF THE DOWNEY MUNICIPAL
CODE AS AN INITIATIVE
ORDINANCE TO ESTABLISH
A MINIMUM WAGE OF $25.00
PER HOUR FOR QUALIFYING
HEALTHCARE WORKERS IN THE
CITY OF DOWNEY, PURSUANT TO
CALIFORNIA ELECTIONS CODE
SECTION 9215(a)

WHEREAS, pursuant to authority
provided by the California Elections
Code, a petition has been filed with
the City Council of the City of Downey,
seeking to enact an initiative measure/
ordinance which would add Chapter 13
to Article VI of the Downey Municipal
Code to establish a minimum wage
of $25.00 per hour for qualifying
healthcare workers working in the
City of Downey, (this “Measure” or
“Ordinance”); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to California
Elections Code section 9215, an
initiotive petition must be in filed with
the City in valid form and signed by
not less than ten percent (10%) of the
registered voters of the City in order
to qualify a local initiative measure for
the ballot; and

WHEREAS, according to Los Angeles
County voter records, the minimum
signature requirement in order fo
qualify this Measure for the ballot is
6,489 registered City voters; and

WHEREAS, the City Clerk, through

the Los Angeles County Registrar of
Voters, has certified that the form of
the petition complies with California
law and, based upon an examination
of voter registration records, has
ascertained that the petition is signed
by the requisite number of voters to
qualify this Measure/Ordinance for the
ballot under the Elections Code; and

WHEREAS, this Measure’s/Ordinance’s
proponents have completed all other
necessary prerequisite steps qualify
and place it on the ballot; and

WHEREAS, since this Ordinance
has qualified for placement on the
ballot, pursuant to California Elections
Code Section 9215, the City Council is
legally required to either (i) adopt
this Ordinance without alteration, or
(ii) submit it to the voters at its next
regularly scheduled election occurring
not less than 88 days after the date of
the order of election or at a special
election pursuant to Elections Code
Section 1405; and

WHEREAS, in lieu of placing the
Measure/Ordinance on the ballot, the
City Council has voted to adopt it
without alteration.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
DOWNEY, CALIFORNIA, DOES
HEREBY ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Recitals. The City Council
hereby finds and determines that the
foregoing recitals are true and correct,
and are incorporated herein and by
this reference are made an operative
part hereof.

SECTION 2. Name. This Ordinance
shall be known as the “Healthcare
Workers Minimum Wage Ordinance.”

SECTION 3. Adoption of Measure/
Ordinance Without Alteration.
Pursuant to California Elections Code
Section 9215(a), the City Council hereby
adds Chapter 13 to Article VI of the
Downey Municipal Code as an initiative

ordinance, to read as follows:

“ARTICLE VI -BUSINESS, TRADES,
AND PROFESSIONS

CHAPTER 13 - HEALTHCARE
WORKERS MINIMUM WAGE
ORDINANCE

Section 6980. Findings and Purposes.

This Ordinance, adopted by the People
of the City of Downey, makes the
following findings and has the following
purposes:

The purpose of this Ordinance is to
establish o minimum wage for covered
healthcare workers within the City of
Downey.

The City of Downey needs a sufficient
healthcare workforce to ensure that
healthcare facilities that provide
necessary care to residents and
visitors offer consistent, timely,
high-quality care. Hospitals, health
systems, and clinics are facing staffing
shortages that could jeopardize
the availability of care in our city.
Healthcare job vacancies are rising
as workers on the frontlines deal with
the emotional, mental, and physical
fallout of providing healthcare during
a pandemic. Workforce shortages
across industries also mean that the
healthcare industry is competing with
other economic sectors to fill critical
non-clinical positions such as for
cleaning staff, food service workers,
and IT administrators. With rising
housing costs, healthcare workers are
being forced to live further from their
places of work, increasing their stress
and leading to retention challenges.
While healthcare workers are
experiencing unprecedentedly difficult
working conditions and burnout, the
healthcare industry received billions
of dollars in stimulus funds during
the pandemic and many CEOs were
paid compensation packages in the
millions. The healthcare industry needs
to fairly compensate workers who are
sacrificing every day to care for their
patients. Raising the minimum wage
will help address retention challenges
and workforce shortages affecting
healthcare facilities in Downey, and
will fairly compensate healthcare
workers for their contributions and
sacrifices.

Section 6981. Definitions.

The following definitions shall apply to
this chapter:

(a) “City” means the City of Downey.

(b) “Covered Healthcare Facility”
means the following types of facilities,
provided that they are privately owned
and are located within the boundaries
of the City:

(1) A licensed general acute care
hospital as defined in Section 1250(a)
of the California Health and Safety
Code, including a distinct part of any
such hospital.

(2) A clinic, as defined in Section
1206(d) of the California Health
and Safety Code, that is conducted,
operated, or maintained as an
outpatient department of a general
acute care hospital or acute psychiatric
hospital.

(3) A licensed acute psychiatric
hospital as defined in Section 1250(b)
of the California Health and Safety
Code, including a distinct part of any
such hospital.

(4) A licensed chronic dialysis clinic
as described in Section 1204(b)(2) of
the California Health and Safety Code.

(5) A licensed psychiatric health
facility as defined in Section 1250.2 of
the California Health and Safety Code.

(6) All facilities that are part of
an Integrated Healthcare Delivery
System.

(c) “Covered Physician Group”
means a medical group practice,
including a professional medical
corporation as defined in Section
2406 of the California Business and
Professions Code, another form of
corporation controlled by physicians
and surgeons, a medical partnership,
or an independent practice association,
provided that the group includes a total
of 10 or more physicians.

(d) “Employee” has the same meaning
as in Section 2775 of the California
Labor Code.

(e) “Employer” means ony Person,
including a corporate officer or
executive, who directly or indirectly
or through any other Person, including
through the services of a temporary
service, staffing agency, or similar
entity, employs or exercises control
over the wages, hours or working
conditions of any Employee.

(f) “Healthcare Worker” means an
Employee who is employed to work at
or by a Covered Healthcare Facility
to provide patient care, healthcare
services, or services supporting the
provision of healthcare. “Healthcare
Worker” includes a clinician,
professional, non-professional, nurse,
certified nursing assistant, aide,
technician, maintenance worker,
ianitorial or housekeeping staffperson,
groundskeeper, guard, food service
worker, laundry worker, pharmacist,
nonmanagerial administrative worker
and business office clerical worker,
but does not include a manager or
supervisor. A “Healthcare Worker”
works at a Covered Healthcare Facility
only if that individual’s primary work
assignment is physically located at one
or more such facilities; for example,
delivery workers employed principally
outside a Covered Healthcare
Facility are not Healthcare Workers
for purposes of this chapter unless
employed by such a facility.

(9) “Integrated Healthcare Delivery
System” means a system that includes
both of the following: (1) one or more
hospitals and (2) Covered Physician
Groups, health care service plans,
medical foundation clinics, or other
facilities or entities, where the hospital
or hospitals and other facilities or
entities are related through:

(1) Parent/subsidiary relationships,
common ownership or confrol, or
common boards of directors and shared
senior management; or

(2) A contractual relationship in
which affiliated Covered Physician
Groups or medical foundation clinics
contract with a health care service
plan, hospital or other part of the
system, all operating under a common
trade name; or
(3) A contractual relationship in which
a nonprofit health care service plan
provides medical services to enrollees
in a specific geographic region of the
state through an affiliated hospital
system, and contracts with a single
Covered Physician Group in each
geographic region of the stafte to
provide medical services to a maiority
of the plan’s enrollees in that region.

(h) “Minimum Waoge” means the
minimum amount that must be paid
to Employees as compensation for
their labor, whether the amount is
fixed or ascertained by the standard
of time, task, piece, commission
basis, or other method of calculation.
“Minimum Wage” does not include
bonuses, shift differentials, premium
pay, reimbursement or allowances
for work-related equipment or other
expenses, credits for meals or lodging,
tips, gratuities, or the cost of medical,
dental, retirement or similar benefits.

(i) “Person” means an individual,
corporation, partnership, limited
partnership, limited liability
partnership, limited liability company,
business trust, estate, trust, association,
joint venture, agency, instrumentality,
or any other legal or commercial entity,
whether domestic or foreign.

Section 6982. Payment of Minimum
Wage to Healthcare Workers.

(a) An Employer shall ensure that
each Healthcare Worker it employs, or
over whom it exercises control, is paid
o Minimum Wage equivalent to no less

under the authority of this chapter for
hours worked within the geographic
boundaries of the City.

(b) The Minimum Wage for Healthcare
Workers shall be as follows:

(1) On the effective date of this
chapter, the Minimum Wage shall be
no less than $25 per hour.

(2) On January 1, 2024, and annually
thereafter, the Minimum Wage shall
increase based on the annual increase
in the cost of living, as measured by the
Consumer Price Index for Urban Wage
Earners and Clerical Workers (CP1-W)
for the Los Angeles metropolitan area
(Los Angeles-Long Beach-Anaheim,
CA), which is published by the Bureau
of Labor Statistics. The City shall
publish a bulletin announcing the
adiusted rates, which shall take effect
on January 1 of each year.

(c) An Employer may not fund the
Minimum Waoge increases required
by this chapter in any of the following
ways:

(1) Reducing Healthcare Workers’
premium pay rates or shift differentials;

(2) Reducing vacation, healthcare,
or other non-wage benefits of any
Healthcare Worker;

(3) Reducing Healthcare Workers’
hours of work;

(4) Laying off Healthcare Workers; or

(5) Increasing charges to any
Healthcare Worker for parking, work-
related materials or equipment.

(d) An Employer is in violation of
subsection (c) of this section if the
Minimum Wage requirements of this
chapter are a motivating factor in the
Employer’s decision to take any of the
actions described in subsection (c)
of this section, unless the Employer
proves that it would have taken the
same action at the time that it did
irrespective of the operation of this
chapter.

Section 6983. Retaliation.

No Employer shall discharge, terminate
a contract with, reduce compensation
to, or otherwise discriminate against
or taoke adverse action against any
Healthcare Worker for opposing any
practice proscribed by this chapter,
for participating in proceedings related
to this chapter, for seeking to enforce
rights under this chapter by any lawful
means, or for otherwise asserting rights
under this chapter. Protections of this
section shall apply to any Healthcare
Worker who mistakenly, but in good
faith, alleges noncompliance with this
chapter. Taking any adverse action
against a Healthcare Worker within
90 days of the Healthcare Worker’s
exercise of rights protected under
this chapter shall raise a rebuttable
presumption of having done so in
retaliotion for the exercise of such
rights.

Section 6984. Posting and Payroll
Records.

(a) Covered Healthcare Facilities
shall post in a conspicuous place a
notice of the current Minimum Wage
for Healthcare Workers required by
this chapter.

(b) Employers of Healthcare Workers
shall retain payroll records pertaining
to Healthcare Workers for a minimum
of four years, and shall allow the City
or its designee access to such records,
with appropriate notice and during
business hours, to monitor complionce
with the requirements of this chapter.

Section 6985.
Implementation.

Enforcement and

(a) The City shall have responsibility
for enforcement of this chapter,
including, at a minimum:

(1) Establishing a process for reporting
complaints of violations of this chapter.

(2) Establishing and implementing
processes for investigating complaints
and other possible violations of this
chapter. Employers and Covered
Healthcare Facilities shall cooperate
fully in any such investigation.

(3) Establishing and implementing an
administrative citation process that
may include the issuance of correction
orders, a hearing and appeal process,
and the imposition of administrative
fines

(4) Taking appropriate enforcement
action through the administrative
citation process, civil actions, or other
approaches on behalf of Healthcare
Workers, collecting back wages and
any other amounts owed to Healthcare
Workers, and disbursing them fto
Healthcare Workers.

(5) Conducting any other education
and enforcement activities necessary
to ensure compliance with this chapter.

(b) The City is authorized to
promulgate rules and regulations
and issue determinations and
interpretations relating to this chapter
that are consistent with its purposes.

(c) The City may seek to enter into
an agreement with the Department
of Consumer and Business Affairs of
the County of Los Angeles to allow the
County’s Wage Enforcement Program
to provide wage enforcement and
education services necessary for
enforcement of this chapter. If the
City and County enter into such an
agreement, it may include any services
necessary to carry out the enforcement
and education responsibilities and
activities described in subsection (a)
of this section or pursuant to rules and
regulations relating to this chapter

(d) A Healthcare Worker, a
representative of a Healthcare Worker,
the City Attorney, or another Person
acting on behalf of the public as
provided for under applicable state
law may bring a civil action in a court
of competent jurisdiction against an
Employer violating this chapter. If
the City, a Healthcare Worker, or a
representative of a Healthcare Worker
prevails in the action, the Court shall

impose all remedies available under the
law or in equity, including injunctive or
other equitable relief, reinstatement,
the payment of any wages unlawfully
withheld, the payment of penalties
in the amount of up to $120 fo each
Healthcare Worker for each day that
a violation occurred or continued,
and reasonable attorneys’ fees and
costs. For retaliatory action by the
Employer, the Healthcare Worker
shall be entitled to reinstatement and
a trebling of all wages and penalties
owed. Any other Person enforcing this
chapter on the public’s behalf, upon
prevailing, shall be entitled fo an award
of only equitable, injunctive, and/or
restitutionary relief, and reasonable
attorneys’ fees and costs.

Section 6986. No Waiver of Rights.

Any waiver by a Healthcare Worker
of any or all of the provisions of this
chapter or of rights or protections
afforded under the authority of this
chapter shall be deemed contrary to
public policy and shall be void and
unenforceable.

Section 6987. Coexistence with Other
Available Relief.

The provisions of this chapter shall
not be construed as limiting any
Healthcare Worker’s right to obtain
relief fo which the Healthcare Worker
may be entitled at law or in equity.

Section 6988. One-Year Court-Granted
Waiver.

This chapter is not intended to cause
reduction in employment or work hours
for Healthcare Workers. Therefore, a
court may grant o one-year waiver
from the Minimum Wage requirements
of this chapter if an Employer can
demonstrate by substantial evidence
that compliance with this chapter
would raise substantial doubt about
the Employer’s ability to continue
as a going concern under generally
accepted accounting standards. The
evidence must include documentation
of the Employer’s financial condition,
as well as the condition of any parent
or affiliated entity, and evidence of
the actual or potential direct financial
impact of compliance with this chapter.
A one-year waiver granted by a court
pursuant to this section does not
exempt an Employer from complying
with any and all federal, state, or local
laws and regulations, including any
other applicable federal, state, or local
minimum wage requirement.

Section 6989. Conflicts.

Nothing in this chapter shall be
interpreted or applied so as to create
any power or duty in conflict with any
federal or state law.

Section 6990. Severability.

If any subsection, sentence, clause,
phrase, or provision of this chapter is
found invalid or unconstitutional by a
court of competent jurisdiction, the
remaining provisions shall remain in
full force and effect.”

SECTION 4. Effective Date. Pursuant
to California Elections Code Section
9215(a), the City Council hereby adopts
this initiative Ordinance and it shall go
info effect on the earliest date allowed
by law.

SECTION 5. CEQA. The City Council
hereby finds and determines that
adoption of this Measure is not a
discretionary action of the City Council
within the meaning of the California
Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA")
and the State CEQA Guidelines and is,
therefore, not subject to CEQA review.
See, Tuolumne Jobs and Small Business
Allionce v. Superior Court, (2014) 59
Cal. 4th 1029.

SECTION 6. Future Amendment.
Pursuant to California Elections Code
Section 9217, this Ordinance may not be
repealed or amended except by a vote
of the People of the City of Downey.

SECTION 7. Publication. The City
Clerk shall certify to the adoption of
this Ordinance and cause publication
to occur in a newspaper of general
circulation which is published and
circulated in the City in a manner
permitted under State law.

DOWNEY - Tuesday’s City
Council meeting provided some
ideas but no answers on how the city
plans to encourage street vendors to
apply for legal permits.

Unpermitted street vendors
have been seen at Downey parks
and along its city borders. While
street vending was decriminalized
in California in 2019, Downey does
require vendors to acquire a permit,
which cost $63 annually.

Still, permit applications have
remained almost nonexistent.
According to the city’s public work’s
staff, there has only been one street
vending application received and
awarded since 2019.

Meanwhile, enforcement has
been focused on ceasing illegal
activities and education of vendors
on the approval process.

Last month, Mayor Pro Tem
Catherine Alvarez proposed waiving
the initial permit fees associated
with the sidewalk vending program
to aid vendors who may struggle
with paying and encourage them to
apply.

As council members would
find out, there are actually several
steps a vendor needs to take in
addition to receiving a permit
from the city, including obtaining
a California seller’s permit, a Los
Angeles County health permit, a
Downey business license, and a
background check, each with their
own associated costs.

Councilman Mario Trujillo
offered a suggestion of a $1,000
allocation for 10 vendors ($100 per
vendor) but cast doubt that it would
be utilized.

“It’'s a very difficult process,
as much as California wants to

make it easy, because we're dealing
with food, and we don’t want our
residents to get sick,” said Trujillo.
“Half of those vendors are probably
not going to pass.

“It’s rigorous — as it should be -
because the health of our residents
is on the line.”

Council members also voiced
several other concerns in addition
to safety, including aesthetics of the
city, and vendors who set up outside
established brick and mortar stores
and schools.

Alvarez said “We cannot not see
what is going on in front of us.”

“I heard that it was difficult
to get a permit from the city of
Downey; this is where I'm coming
from,” said Alvarez. “We need to
help because they’re still here.
They’re here; they’re not going to go
nowhere.”

City staff will return to the city
council at a later meeting with
more information before an official
decision on how to proceed is made.
