Sheena Easton and Taylor Dayne
bring back the 80s to Downey
Theatre

m Sheena Easton and Taylor
Dayne performed several
favorites during “Ladies
Night” last weekend.

DOWNEY - The sweet vocals
of 80’s star Sheena Easton and
the powerful voice of Taylor
Dayne rocked the Downey Theatre
Saturday night (Jan. 14) on the
event billed as “Ladies Night.”

With plenty of guys in the
house too, the audience found
themselves on their feet for both
artists, who renewed their biggest
hits of the decade of big hair.

Opening the show was Dayne,
as she came on the stage saying,
“Hello Downey” with her 1988 hit
“Prove Your Love,” and yelled out,
“Turn it up baby, we want to hear
you.”

Dayne, who had a four-piece
band behind her, then went right
into her second song, “With Every
Beat of My Heart,” (1989) saying,
“These hits will take you back to
1991.”

“When is the last time you
heard that song,” she said to a fan
dancing in the front row.

Her powerful voice, which she
kept up throughout the 1 %2 hour
set, hasn’t lost a beat in her many
years of performing.

Dayne, 60, who had 18 distinct
hit songs which all specialized in
pop and freestyle music, all made
it into Billboard Magazine’s top
ten. She sang nine of them without
slowing down in her high-energy
set.

Dayne, who burst on the scene
in 1987 with her mega-hit “Tell It
to My Heart,” had a Greatest Hits
Platinum and Gold Collection that
was released in 1995 and released
a single titled “Please” in 2020.
Many fans were excited to hear of
her new music.

Her third song of the night,
“Heart of Stone” was off her
second studio album, “Can’t Fight
Fate” (1989) and was released in
1990. She yelled out, “I think you
know this song.” And the crowd
reacted.

Her energy for each song
never waned throughout the set
and leading in to her fourth song,
“I'll Always Love You,” (1988) she
explained “...when this song came
out, it changed the landscape of
everything.”

In 1988 she was nominated for
the “Best R&B Vocal Performance

From there, Dayne left the
stage and a few minutes later
she was in the lobby signing
autographs and taking selfies.

Dayne’s longtime drummer
Jeffrey Suttles talked about her
energy and voice that hasn’t
missed a beat all these years.

“(The crowd) is like that
because of the voice that she
has,” said Suttles, of the crowd’s
enthusiasm. “She has an amazing,
powerful voice. She sings in the
original keys. Most of the time
when (singers) get up in age, they
drop the keys. She sings in the
original key. She’s opera-trained,
so she knows how to take care of
her voice.

“I love her and she’s like a
sister to me and | have been with
her for 34 years.”

Suttles has also played in
Sheena Easton’s band at times
throughout the years.

Just a few minutes after
Dayne’s opening set ended, the
sweet sounds of two-time Grammy
award winner Sheena Easton took
the stage with a more low-key
show at times.

Sussman Middle School
named IB candidate

m Sussman will kick off the
pilot of its IB program next
year.

DOWNEY - Sussman Middle
School has been accepted as an
International Baccalaureate (IB)
Candidate School for the Middle
Years Programme.

According to Sussman
Principal Dr. Connie Quintero,
the IB program “focuses on
the approaches to learning and
approaches to teaching.”

“When we take a look at
the traits of an IB learner, a lot
of it has to do with the way the
information is presented,” said
Quintero. “A big part of this is
inquiry based, where there’s
a change in role of presenting
information, where it’s not the
teacher providing students
information, it’s more inquiry
driven. So, the students’ thought
process is going to guide a lot of
the instruction.”

She added that the school
“wants to make sure that kids are
making knowledgeable decisions,’
and that communication skills are
a big part of IB.

“We want them to be critical
thinkers, we want them to be
open-minded,” said Quintero.
“There’s also a character
component, where we want them
to be caring, we want them to
feel they're in a safe place where
they’re willing to take risks,
and we also want them to learn
balance; so, it’s not just academic,
it’s also how it affects others.”

The program will be built
as a pathway and will not be
school-wide as it is at Carpenter
Elementary, which achieved full
IB designation last year. Quintero
said that Sussman will start hiring

its IB teachers in the coming
spring, with training to take place
in the spring and summer. The
program will then be piloted in the
2023-24 school year.

1B does require a second
language, though Quintero says
that the school is not expecting
students of the pilot to be fluent in
a second language.

“As sixth graders, we will
give them a language course; as
sixth graders they will start with
Spanish 1,” said Quintero.

The program will be
open district-wide and to the
surrounding communities,
and not limited to just current
Sussman students.

“We’re excited both to create
a new entry point for kids who
maybe did not get an opportunity,
they were not of kindergarten age
when that program started [at
Carpenter], but also to provide a
continuum for the parents who
currently have their children at
Carpenter so that they know that
we are committed to this program,
and to continuing to build learning

I
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opportunities for their kids.”

Downey Unified School Board
President Giggy Perez-Saab
expressed enthusiasm for the
program.

“As our district’s vision states,
we want all of our students to
graduate globally competitive,”
said Perez-Saab. “As an IB
Candidate school, with full
intention of becoming an IB
recognized school, we are thrilled
to be able to offer this globally
designated program to our middle
school students across the district,
especially those coming up from
Carpenter Elementary School’s IB
program.”

Information sessions are
currently scheduled for Feb. 1 at 9
am on Zoom, as well as in person
on Feb. 7 at 6 pm and Feb. 16 at
6 pm.

Easton, who is from Scotland
and has sold over 20 million
records worldwide, opened her set
with “Strut,” an upbeat, dance-
oriented song from her 1984
album titled, “A Private Heaven.”

Backed by a four-piece band,
Easton, who likes to cover songs
in her performances, sang a
popular hit made famous by
Dionne Warwick in the 60’s —
“(There’s) Always something
there to Remind Me” (1967).

She then took a few minutes
to talk about her career, after
taking a sip of the traditional cup
of tea, saying “......I've been doing
this for a long time. I'll be 64 in
April. I bring it up because 45
years I've been doing this. It's the
collaborations that I've done. The
most famous collaboration is with
Prince. | love a Prince ballad.”

Easton, who talked highly of
Prince and her collaborations,
then sang two ballads that Prince
wrote. The second song, “Nothing
Compares 2 U”, written for Sinead
O’Connor that became a big hit,
was one of the highlights of the
night.

The duet, performed with
singer Brandon Nix, was an
energized rendition of the song
with a sax solo that was one of the
highlights of the song.

Nix and Easton, who have
performed together for the last
eight years, were a great team
performing these duets.

Before their next two duets,
Easton talked more of her changes
in song styles.

“l was doing lady-like songs
and in the crowd, people started
yelling out, “Do some sexy stuff.”

And before you know it,
Easton appeared in Prince’s
concert film, “Sign o’ the Times”
and she sang duet vocals with
Prince on his hit “U Got the
Look.” It led to a No. 2 hit in
the US and garnered a Grammy
nomination.

Easton and Nix went right into
the Prince hit, which was followed
by the Kenny Rogers 1984 hit
“We've Got Tonight,” which was a
cover of the Bob Seger song.

Nix, along with Easton’s
beautiful smooth vocals
performed a very emotional
rendition of the hit that reached
No. 6 on the Billboard Top 100.

Nearing the end of the show,
Easton finished with a flare with
her 1983's “Telefone,” followed
with her two biggest hits,
“Morning Train (Nine to Five)”
and the James Bond theme song,
“For Your Eyes Only” (1981) to
close the show.

“We had a blast up here
tonight Downey,” Easton said.

Easton’s band was Brian
Treola, keyboard/vocals, Jake
Langley, guitar/vocals, George
Bryant, drums/musical director,
Tony Quintilliani, Sax and Nix,
vocals.

He
added that regardless of what
happened in Downey, Frantones’s
Cerritos location would remain
open, and that there was still
intention to remain engaged with
the community.

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City delays discussion
on adding third police

captain

DOWNEY - A discussion
on adding a third captain to
Downey Police Department’s ranks
originally scheduled to take place
last week was delayed to a later
date.

The decision to pull the item
from last weeks city council
meeting came due to a lack of
adequate preparation.

“We tried to hurry this on
during the holiday break, and it
just wasn’t enough time,” said
Interim City Manager Mark Scott.
“We’'re going to do it right; provide
all the information we need. It's a
big-ticket item, and we understand
that we need to present our council
with all the facts on that.”

He added that this was a
“priority item” that would not be
dropped.

The department had three
police captains until 2013, when
one of the positions was eliminated
as part of budget cuts.

At the time, each captain
supervised their own department:
Administration, Detectives and
Field Operations.

When the department was
downsized, the captain overseeing
the Detectives Bureau also took
over Administration.

In a memo to the City Council,

Scott said it's time to restore

the captain position, citing an
increase in duties due to new state
mandates.

“Additionally, the Bureau has
seen the scope of its responsibilities
expand in relation to data
reporting, grant management,
audit requirements, trainings, and
implementation of additional de-
escalation techniques,” Scott wrote
in the memo.

“Further, with a dedicated
Captain to the Administration
Bureau, it will allow the other
two Police Captains to focus on
the Detectives and Operations
Bureaus, and not have to
supplement the Administration
Bureau,” Scott added. “This
is particularly crucial as the
Department has seen crime rates
rise across the region as well as an
expanded scope of responsibilities
in relation to homelessness and
mental health issues; i.e. crime,
clean-ups and outreach.”

GOP ironically jumps on Biden
document debacle

With all the outstanding questions about who packed up then-
Vice President Joe Biden’s files in the Obama administration’s
final days, who unpacked them and why documents with
classified markings were unlawfully removed in the process,
one fact is pretty well-established. Biden’s testy response to a
reporter’s question about how such documents ended up next to
his Corvette (“By the way, my Corvette is in a locked garage. OK?
So it’s not like it’s sitting out in the street.”) was God-awful. It
may not have matched former President Donald Trump’s idiocy
about the COVID-19 pandemic (“Supposing we hit the body with
a tremendous — whether it’s ultraviolet or just very powerful
light”), but it was bad.

While it remains a stretch to imagine that the departing vice
president personally packed his papers, there are plenty of
legitimate questions. They are questions, of course, to which the
Biden White House generally can’t respond publicly, for reasons
that are also legitimate. It knows that the media is demanding
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answers to what happened when, who knew it and what the
classified documents said, and that not providing them quickly
subjects the president to withering criticism. That’s the way that
works.

But White House personnel and Biden’s lawyers aren’t at all in a
position even to know what those answers are, let alone to state
them publicly. This is because there are individuals who worked in
the vice president’s office, or at Biden’s Washington think tank or
on his personal staff who have to be questioned — and neither the
White House nor Biden’s own lawyers can interview them. From
the outset the Justice Department and now a special counsel have
been conducting an investigation, and no one can contact these
people without risking being perceived as interfering with it.

And making statements that may later prove incomplete or
inaccurate will generate its own political problems, if not legal
ones. Remember the trouble Susan Rice got into with a Republican
Congress when then-President Barack Obama’s national security
adviser repeated reports about the attacks on our consulate in
Benghazi that turned out to be incorrect?

But this is Washington, after all, where being loudly irresponsible
trumps being circumspect every time. It was hilarious to see
congressional Republicans, who were silent as a graveyard when
Trump removed over 300 classified documents to Mar-a-Lago,
then stonewalled requests for their return, then disobeyed a grand
jury subpoena and then had an attorney lie about the ongoing
concealment of top-secret materials, decide that 20 classified
documents found under Biden’s control was a very big deal. When
pressed to explain this flagrant hypocrisy, the cat doesn’t only
have their tongue. It has their larynx.

Last Friday the new chairman of the House Judiciary Committee,
Ohio Republican and Trump favorite Rep. Jim Jordan, demanded
that Attorney General Merrick Garland turn over documents that
Jordan knew could not be turned over while the investigation that
he knew was ongoing was ongoing. Jordan was the Republicans’
exemplary choice to head the Judiciary Committee since he isn’t a
lawyer and never even took the bar exam. He calls himself a lawyer
“wannabe,” which is just what you want to have running the
Judiciary Committee. He did, however, vote to reject the electoral
votes in the 2020 election, and blew off a subpoena issued by
another congressional committee compelling him to answer
questions under oath about the Jan. 6 coup d’etat.

Rep. James Comer, the incoming chair of the newly named
Oversight and Accountability Committee, was understandably
stumped when asked on Sunday why, if he was so “concerned”
about the 20 classified documents found among Biden’s papers,
he pronounced the over 300 taken by Trump to Florida “not

a priority.” And Speaker Kevin (“It’s about transparency!”)
McCarthy, who opposed an investigation into Trump’s pilfering

of classified material and obstruction of justice, demanded an
investigation into Biden.

Here’s where we stand: About the Biden document debacle we
don’t know much. About congressional Republicans we know all
we need to.

DOWNEY - Mayor Pro Tem
Mario Trujillo expressed desire
on Tuesday for the city to make
one last united effort to convince
Trader Joes to set up shop in
Downey.

During his comments at
this week’s city council meeting,
Trujillo asked staff to look into why
the upscale grocery chain has so
far declined to establish a store in
the city, adding that he would like
to see a united community effort to
bring the store to Downey during
his term.

“I want the city to try; before I
vacate this position, I want to have
us go collectively,” said Trujillo.
“Let’s go find out. This is what the
residents want. What's the worst
thing they’re going to say? No. But
let’s get Downey behind bringing a
Trader Joes. Let’s start some sort
of campaign, alright? I want to get
that going.”

Interim City Manager Mark
Scott echoed the sentiment.

“l think it's a sensational idea
to get the community and organize
an event to ask Trader Joes to
consider Downey,” said Scott.

The want of a Trader Joe’s
is nothing new to Downey. Still,

the city so far has found itself
snubbed.

According to former Mayor
Mario Guerra, the city met with
Trader Joes at least three times
during his tenure. Guerra says that
at that time (sometime around
2011), Trader Joe’s was “adamant”
that Downey “was not in their five-
year plan.”

“They used our racial mix,
our ethnicity and racial mix at
that time, which, of course, we're
a predominantly Latino city and
we’ve only grown in that,” said
Guerra. “Maybe their corporate
thinking has evolved, but at that
time they were very clear that
our demographics were not their
demographics.”

Guerra supported the idea of a
community rally.

“I think our city has proven
that we support every kind of
restaurant, or market, or store that
has a good product, or is open to
our community over time and time
again,” said Guerra.
